Five of 13 health index indicators 

were given failing marks in the an-
nual State of the Bay report released 
this week by the Chesapeake Bay 
Foundation.

Nitrogen, phosphorus, and water qual-
ity grades were down from 2016 in the 
pollution category. Underwater grass-
es and resource lands improved by one 
point in the habitat category. And oysters 
and shad in the fisheries received an F.

“More significant rainstorms could be 
the new normal and that means more 
pollution running off farm fields and city 
streets into the bay,” the report stated. 
“That is what happened in the summer 
of 2018. Nitrogen and phosphorus pol-
lution increased significantly because 
of record rainfall. Water clarity was dis-
rupted by sediment runoff and algal 
blooms fed by the additional nutrients.”

Despite all that, “There are signs the 
bay is more resilient and better able to 
cope with extreme weather,” the report 
continued. Scientists observed under-
water grass beds on the Susquehanna 
flats had remained “robust and dense.”

Rockfish and crab populations re-
mained stable. “Populations are con-
sidered sustainable, thanks to wise 
management policies from the state 
and coast-wide management partners 
…   American shad remained at all-
time lows,” the report continued. “Oys-
ter populations remained at low levels, 
and wild fishery harvests were down 
dramatically, but oyster aquaculture

Two veteran firefighters came to the 

rescue Monday afternoon keeping a 
tragedy from turning fatal, according 
to Capt. Art Thornton of the Wacha-
preague Volunteer Fire Company. 

Sean Fate and Paul Parks, both vol-
unteers who live in the town, pulled a 
man from a pickup truck just after it 
crashed into a telephone pole and then 
hit a house trailer.

“They are the heroes,” Thornton said 
of Fate and Parks. They “pulled the 
guy from his vehicle just before fire en-
gulfed the house.” The truck tore a hole 
in the structure and landed inside.

The couple who lives there, Tommy 

and Mary Sue Colonna, also managed to 
get out alive. Their home was destroyed 
and so was the truck, both bursting in-
to flames. The Colonnas have found a 
new home, a house on Brooklyn Street, 
owned by a family member.

The fire and crash, at the corner of 
Liberty and Church streets in Wacha-
preague, was reported to the Eastern 
Shore 9-1-1 Center at 4:50 p.m. Volun-
teers from Wachapreague, Tasley, Mel-
fa, Painter, and Onancock responded as 
well as Accomack Department of Public 
Safety, state police, ANEC, and rescue 
vehicles from Melfa and Painter. 

Thornton said 22 firefighters were 
there from Wachapreague with an over-

all number of about 40. “The driver was 
hurt and one of the home occupants was 
transported to the hospital,” he said.

Fate is a longtime volunteer and 
Parks is a retired Norfolk firefighter 
who now works at the Wallops Flight 
Facility Fire Department.

Sgt. Michelle Anaya, of the state po-
lice, identified the driver as Thomas 
Casher, 50, of Wachapreague. “The trail-
er was a total loss and the truck was 
burned as well,” said Anaya. Casher was 
charged with reckless driving. The offi-
cer said alcohol was not a factor. The inci-
dent continues to be under investigation.

The last of the firefighters were 
there until nearly 8 p.m.

In a rare decision Tuesday night, 

the Northampton board of supervisors 
approved a resolution supporting not 
a local matter but a topic of statewide 
and nationwide impact – the proposed 
Equal Rights Amendment to the U.S. 
Constitution that would guarantee 
equal rights for women and men.

Linda Schulz, chair of the Northamp-
ton County Democratic Committee, 
submitted the resolution for supervi-
sors’ consideration in December.

“We need to have this amendment 
even though there has been a great 
deal of progress in terms of legislation 
and practice, in terms of gender equi-
ty,” Schulz said.

Both liberal and conservative U.S. 
Supreme Court justices, including 
Ruth Bader Ginsburg and the late An-
tonin Scalia, respectively, agreed that 
“sexual equality is not guaranteed by 
the U.S. Constitution,” Schulz said.

The Equal Rights Amendment 
(ERA) was first introduced to Congress 
in 1923. It was supported through nu-
merous demonstrations of the Nation-
al Organization of Women (NOW). In 

1972, the U.S. House of Representa-
tives and Senate passed the amend-
ment, both by majorities of more than 
90 percent.

But for the amendment to become 
law, it had to be ratified by at least 
three-fourths of the 50 states, or 38 
states. There were 22 states that rati-
fied the amendment within one year, 
but progress slowed in the face of oppo-
sition from the conservative group, Stop 
Taking Our Privileges, Equal Rights 
Amendment (STOP ERA).

In 2017 and 2018, Nevada and Illi-
nois became the 36th and 37th states 
to ratify the ERA. Virginia is poised 
to become the 38th state to ratify the 
amendment in 2019.

Schulz believes Virginia becoming the 
deciding factor in making the ERA law 
would be a positive and the state would 
receive “accolades for its leadership on a 
longstanding civil rights issue.” 

The chairman of the board of su-
pervisors, Spencer Murray, agreed 
with Schulz. “The arc of history is 
long but it bends toward justice,” he 
said, paraphrasing Martin Luther 
King Jr. 

Ratifying the ERA is “an opportu-
nity for Virginia, already a bedrock of 
our nation, to add to the history and 
again move the arc toward justice,” 
Murray said.

The resolution would send a mes-
sage to state legislators that there is 
“strong, bipartisan, grassroots sup-
port” for the ERA, including 81 percent 
of Virginians, according to a recent 
poll, Schulz said.

Betty Bibbins, of Cheriton, and Rob-
ert Toner, of Exmore, also spoke in fa-
vor of the resolution.

Supervisor Robert Duer supported the 
resolution but recommended the board 
develop a procedure for considering fu-
ture requests because he didn’t want to 
get into the habit of entertaining “reso-
lution after resolution, sending to Rich-
mond how we are expecting them to vote.”

Supervisor John Coker said a guar-
antee of equal rights for both sex-
es “should have been approved 250 
years ago, not today, in 2019,” and it’s 
a “no-brainer.”

“I couldn’t face my mother, I couldn’t 
face my wife, and I couldn’t face my two 
daughters if I didn’t believe this was 

the right thing to do, and I absolutely 
intend to approve it,” he said, answered 
by applause from the audience.

Supervisor Oliver Bennett agreed. 
“I have five daughters. … I want 
the best and fairest situation for my 
daughters as I would (want) for other 
people’s daughters.”

Supervisor David Fauber said he 
supports equal rights “at face value” but 
asked if there is anything in the U.S. 
Constitution that denies those rights.

Bibbins explained that the U.S. 
Constitution neither denies nor sup-
ports equal rights for women and men, 
therefore, the ERA is needed to guar-
antee those rights.

County Attorney Beverly Leather-
bury added, “Certainly, in principle, it 
is important that women and all hu-
man beings … have equal treatment 
under the law.”

Coker made the motion to approve 
the resolution, seconded by Bennett, 
and it passed unanimously.

“The steady growth of underwater 

grasses and the shrinking of low oxygen 
dead zones should help the crab popu-
lation in coming years,” the foundation 
concluded. “Shad could be helped by 
dam removals and better management 
of offshore fisheries, but hurt by budget 
cuts for stocking programs.”

In 2017, adult female blue crabs 
reached a record high of 254 million, juve-
nile numbers dropped dramatically, and 
adult males dipped slightly. In 2018, the 
population displayed some resilience de-
spite the cold winter with adult male and 
female crabs declining, but the number of 
juvenile crabs increasing. Overall, the crab 
population remains stable and not over-
fished, but there is room for improvement.

The bay’s dead zone in 2017 was the 
second smallest on record. In 2018, the 
dead zone was considered average. A 
study indicated the “bay is responding to 
pollution-reduction efforts by starting to 
help itself. Scientists detected a change in 
a feedback loop in the Bay’s bottom wa-
ters that results in less fuel for algae and 
oxygen-consuming bacteria, and there-

fore more oxygen in bottom waters.”
Planting trees along streams is a 

cost-effective way to improve water-
shed quality. “Forested buffers trap and 
remove pollution from runoff, and their 
deep roots absorb nitrogen in shallow 
groundwater,” the report stated. “A re-
cent study estimated that buffers pro-
vide more than $10,000 per acre in val-
ue.” The trees also help prevent floods, 
provide recreational opportunities, and 
improve air quality, the report stated.

Planting of buffers “continues to be 
far off track from goals established in 
the states’ pollution-reduction plans,” the 
foundation said. “Only 344 acres were re-
ported planted between 2016 and 2017.” 
The need is 14,000 acres per year.

The importance of wetlands was 
noted. “They provide valuable wildlife 
habitat and act as natural filters that 
improve water quality by trapping and 
treating polluted runoff. They also can 
help mitigate the impacts of climate 
change by reducing flooding and min-
imizing storm surge.” But, the report 
complained, “Progress toward the re-
gion’s wetland goal has nearly come 
to a halt.” The 2014 Chesapeake Wa-
tershed Agreement was a goal for cre-
ating or reestablishing 85,000 acres of 

tidal and non-tidal wetlands to the wa-
tershed by 2025. “At the current rate of 
implementation, it will take 67 years 
to achieve this goal,” the report added.

The Virginia Institute of Marine Sci-
ence (VIMS) mapped an estimated 
104,843 acres of grasses in the bay and 
its tidal rivers in 2017. It was the highest 
ever recorded and marked the third con-
secutive year that grasses increased bay-
wide. A recent study linked underwater 
grass recovery to long-term reductions in 
nitrogen and phosphorus pollution.

“The Chesapeake Bay Blueprint is 
working and must be continued,” the re-
port stated. “State and federal funding for 
the VIMS survey must also be continued. 
… Grasses in many areas remained ro-
bust; unfortunately, torrential rains in late 
July through September wreaked havoc 
on water clarity. Raising concerns about 
survival of grasses … as grasses become 
healthier and more resilient, they are bet-
ter able to withstand the vagaries of moth-
er nature. We should learn more from the 
2019 VIMS survey,” the report stated.

Three members of Congress co-in-

troduced a bill Tuesday that would 
prohibit the Department of Interior 
from issuing leases for the explora-
tion, development, or production of oil 
or gas off the coasts of Virginia, North 
Carolina, Maryland, and Delaware.

The bill was sponsored by Virgin-
ia Reps. Elaine Luria of District 2, A. 
Donald McEachin of District 4, and 
North Carolina Rep. Walter B. Jones.

“Offshore drilling is a direct threat 
to my district,” said Luria. “It has the 
potential to hurt our environment, our 
military, and our economy,” 

“As a 20-year Navy veteran who 
trained off the Virginia coast, I know 
that having to dodge oil platforms would 
disrupt operations, impact readiness, 
and undermine our national security,” 
she continued. “And as an oceanfront 
small business owner, I know what off-
shore drilling could do to Virginia’s 
shorelines, tourism industry, and aqua-
culture. I’m proud to work across state 
lines and party lines to ensure that we 
can ban offshore drilling in the Hamp-
ton Roads region and beyond.”

In May 2017, the Trump administra-
tion issued an order that overturned 
the prohibition of offshore drilling.

Ten in a Row Retro Country

New York artist Tucker Robbins has 

a buyer for the former Central High 
School, on Lankford Highway in Paint-
er, and hopes to close the deal March 
15, he said this week.

“There are several parties interested 
in Central,” he added. “I am by contract 
unable to say whom. … Recently I have 
been approached by a couple of groups 
looking to pick up the mission of Central 
Green,” which he named the property for 
the environmentally focused endeavors 
that he hoped would go there.

Robbins bought the  30,328-square-
foot  two-story circa 1932 cinderblock 
and brick school, the metal gym, the sur-
rounding 12 acres, and other outbuild-
ings about a decade ago for $150,000. 

The Accomack County Board of Su-
pervisors sold the school to Robbins af-
ter acquiring it from the school division, 
which last used it as a middle school be-
fore a new one was built in Onley. 

Robbins won the board over with his 
plans of moving his furniture work-
shop to the gym, offering concerts in 
the auditorium, and putting a restau-
rant in what was once the cafeteria to 
serve exotic vegetables grown on the 

grounds. Art studios and shops would 
have filled the classrooms.

His ideas for the property excited 
the school’s alumni, who were heart-
broken to see the home of the proud 
bulldog mascot vacant.

The artist spent money on plans 
and paid $50,000 to remove the asbes-
tos from the main building. He sought 
and obtained historical recognition for 
the site. But then in 2015, Robbins an-
nounced, “I have been unable to make 
it work for my business, yet I am sure 
that it can work for enterprise, provid-
ing housing, a campus for retail and 
grounds for further development.”

It went on the market for $525,000 in 
May 2015. And there it sat and sat. In 
October 2015, it went down to $449,000. 
It was reduced again a year later to its 
current price of $350,000. The proper-
ty was unattended for the majority of 
the time,  and photos on a realtor’s site 
show it has deteriorated with a window 
behind the building collapsing at the 
frame, ceilings falling, paint peeling, 
and tiled floors curling.

Robbins said Monday the fate of the 
sale lies with the county supervisors. 
He said the prospective buyers dis-

cussed their venture with the supervi-
sors in December. But officials say they 
have heard nothing about the school 
and did not meet about it.

“News to me,” County Administrator 
Mike Mason said. “This was not a topic 
at the December board of supervisors’ 
meeting, so I’m not sure what he is re-
ferring to.” Two supervisors also said 
they were unaware of a meeting.

Robbins said he didn’t know why the 
prospective buyers would need to meet 
with the supervisors.

Central was built in segments. The 
first part cost about $25,000 to con-
struct and was completed in December 
1932. After a legal battle that went to 
Virginia’s Supreme Court, Accomack’s 
school board borrowed money from the 
State Literary Fund. Some taxpayers 
objected to the loan, complaining that 
the issue had been voted down when 
brought before the public. In January 
of the following year, the building was 
open for classes.

Robbins got “Central Green” listed in 
the National Register of Historic Places.

“The responsibility for preserving 
Virginia’s irreplaceable historic re-
sources rests ultimately with inter-

ested citizens like you,” State Histor-
ic Preservation Director Kathleen Kil-
patrick wrote in a letter to Robbins in 
June 2010 when she announced the 
designation.

In county records, the school is 
owned by Southern Mercantile LLC. It 
is zoned general business. In 2016, the 
property was assessed for $814,200. 
The value went to $740,400 in 2018. 
Robbins pays around $4,500 a year on 
the property in real estate taxes.

“The school is not in the town lim-
its but I always thought it would have 
great potential for something similar 
to what has happened with Onancock 
school,” Painter Mayor Connie Camp-
bell said. “Each room could have its 
own function. It could house a small 
business, teach an art class or some-
thing similar, teach a food class, teach 
a craft of any kind. I think it could be 
a great opportunity but much work is 
needed due to what appears to be the 
work of vandals on the building’s con-
dition. I think the owner had some of 
those kinds of ideas and just a shame 
nothing ever happened.”

As Building Crumbles, So Do Hopes for Central High — But a Buyer Emerges

More charges and information were 

disclosed in papers filed in Northamp-
ton General District Court this week in 
the case of an Exmore man charged with 
manslaughter and driving while intox-
icated. The single-vehicle traffic crash 
killed a teenager on Christmas Eve.

Calvin Earl Berryhill Jr., 40, of Ma-
dame C J Walker Lane in Exmore, 
works for Shore Transit. He was also 
charged with three counts of contribut-
ing to the delinquency of a minor. Those 
alleged crimes involved other juveniles 
who were in the vehicle and had fled 
the scene for help after the crash.

Berryhill is being held in the Eastern 
Shore Regional Jail on a secured bond of 
$5,000. Berryhill has lived on the East-
ern Shore his “entire life,” records state.

Trooper B.M. Tripp investigated the 
crash. In the court file, he stated he re-
sponded to the crash on northbound Route 
13, near Cape Charles, at 2:40 a.m. Sgt. 
Michelle Anaya, also of the state police, 
said the incident occurred at the 23000 
block of Lankford Highway, south of Par-

sons Circle. Tripp determined a 2003 Sat-
urn VUE, driven by Berryhill, ran off the 
road, overturned, and struck several trees.

Trevonne Avant Stith, 17, of Banks 
Road in Cape Charles, died at the 
scene. His mother, Tracy Shavonn 
Stith, was also in the vehicle. She was 
taken to a hospital for injuries that 
were not life-threatening.

Berryhill “had a strong odor of alcohol-
ic beverage on his person,” Tripp wrote in 
the file. “His eyes were red, glassy and wa-
tery.” Berryhill showed all six clues when 
taking the Horizontal Nystagmus  Gaze 
test (HGN), a standard field sobriety test 
that police often administer to gauge 
whether a suspect is under the influence 
of alcohol. Berryhill “also performed poor-
ly on both the 9-step walk and turn and 
one-leg stand,” Tripp wrote.

The suspect “stated he had sever-
al mixed drinks and beers prior to 
the crash,” Tripp noted in the record. 
A breathalyzer test showed Berryhill 
with .11 grams per 210 liters of breath. 
The legal limit is .08. Berryville’s rela-
tionship to the Stiths is unclear.

The fifth generation of mobile inter-

net is coming to Northampton County, 
and Exmore will be home to the first 
tower to transmit it.

Abbreviated 5G, it’s the latest gen-
eration of the mobile web to keep peo-
ple connected using their cellphones 
to check email, search the internet, 
stream video and more when they’re 
away from home and out of range of 
their wireless routers.

Exmore’s director of utilities and zon-
ing administrator, Taylor Dukes, made 
the announcement Monday night. 

“I think it looks good for Exmore that 
… they think Exmore’s a good spot to go,” 
he said of the “worldwide telecommunica-
tion company” that will build the tower.

Experts project that 5G will be 10 or 
even 20 times faster than 4G, the most 
powerful generation of mobile inter-
net currently available on the Eastern 
Shore, allowing more users to connect 
more mobile devices.

New 5G technology will help power 
what is termed the “internet of things” 
– devices other than computers and cell-
phones that access the internet, from 
smart thermostats to driverless cars. It 
will also enable “smart cities” to use the 
internet to monitor infrastructure and 

increase operational efficiency.
As with every next generation of the mo-

bile web, a next-generation cellphone will 
be required to access it. Consumers who 
choose not to upgrade their phones will 
still be able to use 3G and 4G networks. 

The fifth generation of the mobile 
internet will increase the capability of 
consumers to use their phones as mo-
bile routers and create Wi-Fi hotspots 
that give them internet access on other 
devices like laptops and smart tablets.

Some consumers use the mobile in-
ternet at home as an emergency backup 
in case they lose electricity and/or their 
internet connection. Others use the mo-
bile web for all their internet needs.

In either case, consumers should 
keep in mind that they must pay a 
cellphone service provider for both 
internet access and the data used to 
download content from the web.

Dukes said the 195-foot tower will 
be located behind the Shore Plaza 
shopping center. Three 5G cellphone 
towers are also planned for Accomack.

Exmore’s planning commission will 
hold a public hearing about the tower on 
Feb. 11, 7 p.m., followed by another public 
hearing at the March town council meet-
ing, where the planning commission will 
seek the council’s approval for the project.

Money may not come directly to Chin-

coteague this year for an inlet study, but 
it would likely go the Virginia Institute of 
Marine Science, in a regional approach, 
with the promise of direct funds coming to 
the town next year, Island Manager Jim 
West told the mayor and council Monday.

Chincoteague needs $1.5 million to 
match federal money that will be used to 
evaluate storm damage reduction mea-
sures, improve navigation, and potential 
restoration because the inlet has grown, ex-
posing Chincoteague to the ocean. 

“We’re trying to be proactive,” West said. 
A plan to protect Chincoteague, Wallops, 
and the aquaculture industry from hur-
ricanes and other storms is needed. West 
said he sees more partnering with federal 
agencies, including Fish and Wildlife, the 
National Park Service, and NASA.

Lee Armbuster, who owns the island’s on-

ly grocery store, asked town officials to con-
sider purchasing downtown buildings, ren-
ovating them, and then helping new entre-
preneurs get started to improve the econo-
my, especially during the off-season. “This is 
worthy of a higher sense of urgency,” he said. 
“I don’t have positive cash flow for six and a 
half months” of the year. “The town needs to 
step up for the condition of Main Street and 
draw value of what it offers. I know it’s com-
plicated … look for places to connect … Main 
Street is a full-time project,” he said. 

Councilman Gene Wayne Taylor 
thanked Armbuster for his business. “It’s 
a blessing to have a grocery store,” Tay-
lor said. “The movie theater is back and 
going. Businesses suck it up” in the win-
ter. “We appreciate those for doing it.”

Councilwoman Denise Bowden the 
Sugarbaker building has been sold and 
that downtown “is the best it’s ever been 
since I was a kid.”

“Council for the defendant provided 
the commonwealth with new evidence 
including video from the party and ev-

idence raising significant questions of 
the credibility of a witness, which is not 
the victim,” said Morgan.

A charge of rape against Nakia 
Keetwon Reid, 26, of Linhaven Circle 
near Painter, was also initially made 
in connection with the incident. It was 
dismissed last May. 

In another case, Kim Yun, also 
known as Joshua, 19, of Vanalden Av-
enue in Northridge, Calif., was sen-
tenced to 10 years in prison with all 
but two years and six months suspend-
ed for carnal knowledge of a 13-year-
old.

Kain Michael Turner, a 21-year-old 

Northern Arizona University student 
from Modest Town, died in December 
from accidental “freshwater drown-
ing due to cold water immersion” and 
“acute alcohol intoxication,” according 
to a medical examiner’s report.

The young man’s body was found 
“partially submerged in the Rio de 
Flag” canal in downtown Flagstaff, 
Ariz., on Dec. 3, 2018, near a bar 
where he was seen drinking the pre-
vious night. Earlier that evening,  Dec. 
2, 2018, he also attended a sorority 
semi-formal.

A woman, who was passing by the ca-
nal, saw him walking in the water near 
where he was found. Turner refused the 
woman’s assistance and walked away. 

“The overnight temperatures when 
he was last known to be alive were be-
low freezing,” Dr. Michael Madsen, as-
sistant medical examiner, wrote in the 
file. “Toxicology testing was significant 
for alcohol intoxication, with a blood 
ethanol concentration of .202 per-
cent. Testing was negative for common 
drugs of abuse.”

According to a police report, “He was 
very intoxicated by the end of the for-
mal, but he went home and changed 

into clothes to go out to the bars down-
town.” At about 1 a.m., he was “kicked 
out of a bar.”

Turner’s fraternity brothers from 
the Nu Alpha chapter of Phi Gamma 
Delta went looking for him the next 
day after learning of his disappear-
ance. They read on social media about 
the woman who offered to help him. A 
report of Turner’s disappearance had 
been made to college police.

The brothers searched for Turner 
and found his body in the canal.

Turner had a black belt in karate 
and was a star high school wrestler and 
soccer player at Arcadia High School.

Cape Charles has a leak, but instead 

of a problem, this leak presents an op-
portunity. That was one conclusion of a 
market retail study presented to Cape 
Charles Town Council in late December. 

Businesses in Cape Charles’ trade ar-
ea sell nearly $148 million of goods and 
services annually, but consumers from 
those areas spend almost $189 million 
annually, resulting in retail leakage — 
when locals travel outside the trade ar-
ea they live in to do their business and 
purchase goods and services — of about 
$41 million, the study revealed. 

Aaron Arnett, of the Greenville, 
S.C. firm that has done work for oth-
er affiliates of the state and national 
Main Street programs, called the leak 
“demand and opportunity to grow our 
businesses.”

The study was conducted by plan-
ning firm Arnett & Muldrow Associ-
ates under the direction of the Cape 
Charles Main Street organization to 
identify the town’s opportunities for 
economic and community development.

It included an online survey given 
on social media that had received 141 

responses as of Dec. 12. About 54 per-
cent of the respondents were from the 
Eastern Shore, including 39 percent 
from Cape Charles.

Visitors come to Cape Charles an 
average of once per month in the win-
ter and once per week in the summer 
and spend about $200 to $300 per visit, 
Arnett said.

The top three activities they enjoy 
are dining, shopping, and the beach. 
Arnett believes “the beach” will be the 
number one answer if the survey is 
given during the summertime.

About 66 percent of respondents 
agreed Cape Charles’ greatest need 
commercially is more grocery options, 
64 percent want a nearby urgent care 
facility, and 42 percent asked for a 
dry-cleaning business. More fami-
ly-friendly entertainment and restau-
rants were requested by 37 percent and 
29 percent of respondents, respectively.

“This is really the basis for all of the 
market research. The intent of this is 
to figure out what the true consumer 
trade patterns are … that’s the foun-
dation,” Arnett said.

Eleven of Cape Charles’ business-

es participated in another survey that 
identified visitors from 201 unique ZIP 
codes, 25 states, and two countries. 

“That’s actually pretty impressive 
for a small town … 11 businesses is a 
relatively small sample … it definite-
ly is not part of your peak season. … 
We’re going to give you all the tools to 
do this moving forward in the summer-
time with one of your peak seasons. 
You’re going to see those numbers re-
ally … expand.”

Nearly half of customers have an 
Eastern Shore ZIP code. Roughly one-
third have a Cape Charles ZIP code, 
and roughly another third – an unusu-
ally large amount, according to Arnett 
– are from out-of-town.“That number 
is a very high number. We don’t typ-
ically see this in all the communities 
that we do the survey,” he said.

Cape Charles’ primary trade area 
includes all businesses with a 23310 
ZIP code, and its secondary trade ar-
ea includes the nearby towns and com-
munities of Machipongo, Birdsnest, 
Franktown, Nassawadox, and Exmore.

The biggest source of retail leak-
age was about $6.75 million in gener-
al merchandise, followed by about $2.4 
million spent at home centers, near-
ly $1.9 million in clothing stores, and 
about $985,000 on sporting goods, hob-
bies, and musical instruments.

Other sources of leakage included 
health and personal care, furniture, pet 
supplies, and perfume and cosmetics.

The numbers reported do not account 
for online spending, Arnett added.

He said Cape Charles has the po-
tential to capture about 42,000 square 
feet of additional retail space, includ-
ing about 22,000 square feet in gen-
eral merchandise (for example, a dol-
lar store is between 10,000 and 15,000 
square feet), about 4,000 square feet in 
clothing, and nearly 3,000 square feet 
in sporting goods.

Cape Charles has been successful 
as a “dining destination,” Arnett said, 
having gained $5 million in restaurant 
sales from out-of-town customers. 

Restaurants account for 22 percent 
of Cape Charles’ business share, almost 
three times the benchmark of 8 percent.

Cape Charles’ primary trade area is 
gaining in grocery sales, about $5.9 mil-
lion, although the town itself is leak-
ing $1.2 million. Those figures indicate 

that there isn’t demand for a full gro-
cery store in town, but there is “room 
to grow” for specialty stores offering 
more variety for grocery shoppers.

The average home is worth $330,000 
in Cape Charles, the town with the 
highest home values in the region. One 
in three Cape Charles homes is worth 
more than half a million dollars.

About 52 percent of Cape Charles’ 
homes are owner-occupied, and 48 per-
cent are renter-occupied or available 
for rent or sale.

Newly constructed homes are hard 
to find in Cape Charles. About half the 
homes on the market were built before 
2000, Arnett said.

Affordable housing in another issue 
Cape Charles faces. About 28 percent 
of all Cape Charles’ occupied housing, 
including 40 percent of its rentals, are 
a “cost burden,” meaning the occupants 
spend more than 30 percent of their in-
come on housing, Arnett said. 

The firm also studied the town’s 
demographics as “a tool for us to un-
derstand what our market’s made 
of, but also to look at any underrep-
resented segments … that we may 
want to target.”

The average age of Cape Charles 
residents is 53.5, the highest in the 
region, and the average household in-
come is $42,777, slightly higher than 
the county average.

About 66 percent of the market are 
mature adults whose primary social 
groups were labeled by the firm as 
“back country folks,” “Mayberry-ville,” 
and “simple pleasures.” These groups 
mainly include older people who don’t 
have children and own their homes, 
though some rent. Their homes range 
from “modest” to “upscale.”

About 36 percent of Cape Charles’ 
population has at least a bachelor’s de-
gree and is considered highly educated.

The firm’s work was not yet com-
plete when Arnett met with the town 
council in late December, but he 
promised a final report with recom-
mended business strategies within a 
few weeks.

“You all have really got something 
special here,” Arnett said. “You’re a 
small town, just 1,000 people. But 
you’ve got high quality businesses in 
your community. … We don’t always 
see that.”

More than 53 percent of Accomack 

and Northampton residents who 
participated in a survey conducted 
last week by the Eastern Shore Post 
want Virginia legislators to ratify 
the Equal Rights Amendment when 
the General Assembly meets later 
this month. 

Twenty percent were opposed and 
about 27 percent were born after the 
ERA was first debated and were un-
aware of it. Some simply had not yet 
made up their minds.

The ERA was “designed to guaran-
tee equal legal rights for all American 
citizens regardless of sex,” according 
to equalrightsamendment.org   “It 
seeks to end the legal distinctions 
between men and women in terms of 
divorce, property, employment, and 
other matters.”

Petula Dvorak, a columnist for The 
Washington Post, stated in a Novem-
ber 2018 article, “The Equal Rights 
Amendment, a simple rule to give the 
majority of this nation’s population 
equal protection under the U.S. Con-
stitution, has been futzed, fiddled with 
and fought over for 95 years.”

“It is a disgrace that women still ar-
en’t guaranteed constitutional rights,” 
wrote Linda Nicola, of Onancock. “All 
the fears that previously derailed the 
ERA are settled, women serving in 
the military was a big one that I re-
member. There is no excuse to not rat-
ify the ERA.”

Bruce MacMaster Jr., of Onley, saw 
it differently. “Honestly, in my hum-
ble opinion, and speaking here from 
my kitchen, it wouldn’t make a differ-
ence. Anyone who has taken the time 
to read the ERA document should see 
that it does not do anything for wom-
en, minorities, or any other group. 
Everything named in the ERA docu-
ment everyone in the commonwealth 
can do  under the protection  of the 
law today … the ERA serves only as 
a political football when the politi-
cians have nothing else to throw at 
each other.”

Angie Crutchley, of Exmore, was 
born six years after the amendment 
was reintroduced and wasn’t familiar 
with it. But age really doesn’t matter. 
Robert Doughty, of South Chescones-

sex, is retired and has had time to con-
sider it. Still, he stated, “The jury is 
still out on that one.”

Beverly Lynch, of Painter, was op-
posed. The “ERA is flawed. Besides, we 
already have equal rights under the 
constitution.”

“I don’t see how that would give any 
more rights than those that already 
exist,” said Anthony LoFaso, of Onan-
cock. “I’m afraid of loopholes that may 
appear to take advantage of the law 
and expand it to cover persons beyond 
the intent of the bill.”

Other men and women simply an-
swered, “Yes,” or “Of course.” Still oth-
ers wanted to investigate it before they 
decided.

Accomack Supervisor Reneta Major 
brought the amendment up at a meet-
ing of her peers in December and is 
hoping to get unanimous approval this 
month to send positive thoughts in a 
letter to Richmond. The Cape Charles 

Town Council passed a resolution sup-
porting the amendment (see related 
story on Page 2).

The ERA was first introduced in 
Congress in 1923, three years af-
ter women won the right to vote. In 
1972, the amendment was reintro-
duced and passed. But it had to be 
ratified by 38 states and it took near-
ly 47 years to get 37 states to endorse 
it. Bills that would ratify are set to 
go before legislators in Virginia and 
North Carolina this year. 

But with the deadline for ratifica-
tion along with an extension having 
long passed, it could be a battle.

One issue of the ERA is equal pay 
for equal work. The Equal Pay Act 
of 1963 makes it illegal in the U.S. 
for men and women working  in the 
same position for the same employ-
er to get different salaries. “The jobs 
need not be identical, but they must 
be substantially equal. Job content, 

not job titles, determines wheth-
er jobs are substantially equal. All 
forms of pay are covered by this law, 
including salary, overtime pay, bo-
nuses, stock options, profit sharing, 
and bonus plans, life insurance, va-
cation and holiday pay, cleaning or 
gasoline allowances, hotel accom-
modations, reimbursement for trav-
el expenses, and benefits. If there 
is an inequality in wages between 
men and women, employers may 
not reduce the wages of either sex 
to equalize their pay.”

According to the National Wom-
en’s Law Center, “Women in the 
U.S. who work full time, year-round, 
are paid … 80 cents for every dol-
lar paid to men — and for women of 
color, the wage gap is even larger. 
Women of every race are paid less 
than men, at all education levels — 
and it only gets worse as women’s 
careers progress.”

Shore Residents Sound Off on Equal Rights Amendment

Due to the Christmas holiday, Ex-

more extended the deadline for bids 
on its well project, enabling Director 
of Utilities Taylor Dukes to have a 
recommendation for the town coun-
cil Monday night.

Anderson Construction, of Lynch-
burg, Va., bid approximately $1.8 
million, and Somerset Well Drill-
ing, of Westover, Md., bid about $2.4 
million.

Dukes recommended accepting the 
low bid from Anderson Construction. 
Including engineering, the total cost of 
the project will be about $2.1 million.

The town council has not yet 
made a final decision on who will be 
awarded the contract.

Dukes and Town Manager Robert 
Duer met with U.S. Department of 

Agriculture Rural Development rep-
resentatives last month and learned 
that funding is available for the 
town’s upcoming sewer project.

Exmore could borrow money at an 
interest rate of 2.9 percent, “less than 
what we’re paying now,” Duer said. 

USDA “strongly suggested” the 
town pay off current debt of more 
than $500,000 before borrowing 
again. Duer assured the council 
that the town has the needed cash 
available.

Dukes said Exmore has been in-
undated with rainwater and “we’re 
treating more stormwater than … 
sewage,” sometimes up to 100 gal-
lons per minute. “We’re burning 
pumps up left and right,” he said. It’s 
a problem that must be addressed 
before the sewer project can begin, 

Dukes advised.
He suggested converting about 

40 or 50 houses near Virginia Street 
from a gravity sewer system to a 
pumped sewer system. Gravity sys-
tems require effluent to flow down-
hill, but pumped systems work well 
in areas of low elevation.

The affected homeowners would 
own the pumps, Duer said. “If they 
own it, they’ll take better care of it,” 
Dukes added.

Brenda Sample Bailey asked 
Dukes if all the town’s drainage is-
sues had been identified and how 
many drainpipes needed to be 
cleaned out. Dukes said it’s a “town-
wide” problem and Duer estimated 
800 to 1,000 drainpipes need atten-
tion, a project that will take two to 
three years to complete.

Exmore Considers Well Bids, Sewer Solutions

I met Nathan Bradford three years 
ago — or about nine inches and several 
thousand fish ago.

Now 16 and having shot up to slight-
ly over 6 feet, Nathan is as dedicated to 
fishing as anyone I’ve ever met. No, make 
that he is as dedicated to fishing as any-
one is dedicated to anything.

When I first did a story on Nathan 
in early 2016, he had just surpassed his 
goal of catching 800 fish the previous 
year by a whopping margin — finishing 
with 1,569 fish.

On Christmas Eve he reached his goal 
of catching 3,000 fish in one year and 
then added a baker’s dozen to reach 3,013 
in 2018. He now has caught slightly over 
10,000 fish in his lifetime. Nathan doesn’t 
just catch the fish; he photographs each 
fish he catches and records the length, 
weight, date it was caught, and what lure 
or bait he used. He did not count in his 
total sharks, stingrays, or the five oyster 
toads he caught last year. 

He caught virtually all the fish from 
a yellow kayak often seen by motorists 
crossing Shields Bridge on Occohannock 
Creek. He released all but about a dozen 
fish he gave to his grandparents, who, un-
like his parents, enjoy eating fish.

But Nathan’s love and knowledge of 
fishing are only part of his story. 

He is an extremely modest young man 
raised by loving parents, Dan and Wendy 
Bradford of Belle Haven, and carries a 3.5 
grade point average in his home-school 
curriculum. He is now taking a class at 
Eastern Shore Community College and 
will begin dual enrollment college-level 
classes next September.

Fishing on Sunday mornings is not an 
option since the family is always at church 
services at His Way Fellowship, an As-
sembly of God church now worshipping 
in Melfa under the direction of Nathan’s 
grandfather, Pastor Richard Bradford.

Catching 3,000 fish did not come with-
out its challenges, either. 

Nathan worked full-time at Tankard’s 
Nursery last summer and now works 
eight hours a week at the Eastern Shore 
Agricultural Research and Extension 
Center in Painter.

Last summer, he would leave home at 
6:30 a.m. and put in eight hours at the 
nursery, come home and eat a snack, and 
go out and fish. Every single weekday, 
rain or shine. Early on, he would fish un-
til 8 or even 9 p.m., but then his mother 
gave him a 7 p.m. curfew. “After all, we 
wanted to see him sometime during the 
day,” she said last week.

The weather was also a challenge. Na-
than missed his 3,000 fish goal in 2017 
by only 30 fish when a hard freeze hit the 
Shore in late December and continued 
through all of January. He didn’t catch 
his first fish until Feb. 9 last year. By com-
parison, he caught 17 fish in the first four 
days of 2019, including two largemouth 
bass that weighed over 5 pounds. 

But the biggest challenge of all came in 
September of last year when Hurricane 
Michael blew out the road leading to his 
Hillsborough community and emptied 
the pond there. Nathan, whose catch is 
split about 60-40 between freshwater and 
saltwater species, could drag his kayak to 
the pond and spent many an hour there. 

“I was shocked that morning when I 
first saw the road washed away and knew 
there would be no fishing there for a long 
time or maybe ever again,” he said. “The 
water came so high that many fish were 
carried out of the pond or stranded in the 
marsh. I was catching largemouth bass 
and bluegill in the creek for a while after 

that, but they can’t last long in salt water.”
Residents in the Hillsborough commu-

nity are still using a back road out of the 
development. Local residents who have 
been in contact with authorities say the 
pond likely will not be restored. The plan 
is to build a causeway with pipes running 
through it, leaving a saltwater gut beyond 
the road. No contract has been awarded, 
so it will be probably at least six months 
before the road is restored, according to 
two local residents. 

But Nathan quickly adapted and now 
has permission to fish about 25 ponds in 
the nearby area. This past fall, he often 
rode his bike 3 miles or more to fish from 
the bank of farm ponds. Once, he paddled 
his kayak to the very end of Occohannock 
Creek until it was little more than a ditch 
and then dragged his kayak over fallen 
trees hundreds of yards to the pond at 
the Research Station. “When I got there,” 
said Nathan, “there was a lot of traffic go-
ing by, so I looked at the culvert under the 
road and thought, ‘I can make it through 
here.’ So I crawled with my kayak behind 
me. It was hard work, but I caught a bass 
that weighed over six pounds,” said Na-
than with a broad smile.

Happy days were here for the entire 
Bradford family in November when Na-
than bought his first vehicle with money 
he had saved from his summer job. He 
also purchased his kayak about five years 

ago with his own money made from cut-
ting lawns in the neighborhood.

Now he can load his kayak on his 
1999 Rav4 SUV and drive to nearby 
ponds, where he catches bass, bluegill, 
and crappie. 

According to his father, Nathan doesn’t 
just fish any pond where there might be 
fish. “We’ve told Nathan he must ask 
permission from the landowner and be 
respectful of the property. He’s always 
been very well behaved, but we just have 
to mention ‘fishing’ and that takes care of 
any issues.”

Nathan will even beg his younger 
sister, Hannah, 14, to join him on some 
fishing trips. She rarely does, preferring 
to shape handmade jewelry. Still, Nathan 
estimated she caught about 30 fish last 
year, far more than his father. 

“I never did any fishing and still don’t 
know much about it,” said Dan Bradford. 
“Nathan certainly didn’t get his love of 
fishing from me.”

Nathan recalled fishing with his 
grandfather last year, telling him to cast 
his lure to a certain spot on Occohannock 
Creek. “On his second cast, he caught a 
30-inch rockfish, bigger than any I’ve 
caught in that creek,” said Nathan, who 
also often fishes with his best friend, Ja-
cob Cuff, and sometimes his great-uncle, 
Tom Bradford. Monte Penny, a neighbor 
who would sometimes take Nathan in the 
bay, where as a 12-year-old he caught and 
released a 40-inch, 27-pound, 14-ounce 
red drum, has moved out of the area.

Now that is he older and his parents 
have extended his boundaries, Nathan 
has paddled the length of Occohannock 
Creek to the Chesapeake Bay, a round 
trip of at least 10 miles from where he 
drops his kayak. 

Nathan’s best outing in 2018 was the 
day he caught 128 stripers in Occohan-
nock Creek. Most were undersized, but 
12 reached the 20-inch legal minimum. 
On Memorial Day last year, he caught 
101 fish in a pond with the bag made up 
of largemouth bass, bluegill, and crappie. 

Nathan caught 21 species among his 
3,013 fish, with two personal firsts, a 
Spanish mackerel and a golden shiner. 
It is interesting to note that in 2018 Na-

than did not catch a single puppy drum, 
grey trout, sand mullet, or croaker, all 
species he had caught in decent num-
bers in previous years. As for speckled 
trout, highly prized by most anglers, Na-
than caught about 40 that reached the 
14-inch minimum and scores and scores 
of undersized specks.

“I only used bait once last year, and 
that was when I was in a tournament 
and trying to catch certain fish,” added 
Nathan, who casts or trolls but almost 
never bounces a sinker off the bottom. 
Nathan has his favorite lures, but like 
any good fisherman, he’s not giving away 
his secrets.

But the secret to his success is that 
he is not afraid to try something differ-
ent. “Sometimes a slight change in the 
conditions can make a huge difference,” 
said Nathan. “I will change the lure or 
experiment with a new setup if the fish 
are not biting.”

Nathan does not use a fish finder nor 
is he or his family keen on technology. 
His phone only takes photos and does 
not have service or even a number at-
tached to it. According to Dan Bradford, 
no family member has a smart phone, 
adding he has never texted. There is 
no cable TV or dish for the television, 

which gets only local channels. Nathan 
said that outside of trying a video game 
at a friend’s house a couple of times, he 
does not play video games. He does take 
online classes, but other than that, he 
mainly uses the computer to search for 
nearby ponds on AccuMap.

His father said he is discovering that 
maybe some people think the Bradfords 
are “weird” but added, “I think being out-
side fishing is a lot better way for Na-
than to spend his time than staring at 
some screen.”

Nathan said he has been warned that 
now that he is 16, girls will soon enter 
his life and affect his fishing. He thought 
for a second and added, “I think I would 
rather fish.”

Lest one think Nathan is all about 
numbers and reaching a goal, he ex-
plained why he continues to fish day after 
day. “I am not much for surprises except 
when it comes to fishing. No matter how 
many fish you catch, you wonder what 
the next one will be. It could be a new 
species or the largest fish you have ever 
caught. You might be exploring a new 
location, seeing something for the first 
time. Fishing is one great big mystery, 
and you never know what to expect.”

Nathan, who three years ago declared 

he is going to be a professional fisherman 
when he grows up, is not so sure now 
what livelihood he will pursue. But fish-
ing is and always will be a major part of 
his life, so much so he wrote about it for a 
recent English assignment.

Most American presidents have had 
a retreat, a place where they could tem-
porarily escape the insanity of Wash-
ington for a few days. Presidents since 
Franklin Roosevelt have used Camp 
David, a wooded park in the Catoc-
tin Mountains northwest of D.C. Ron-
ald Reagan had his Rancho del Cielo 
in California, which became known as 
the Western White House. Other presi-
dents prefer glitzy golfing resorts.

Grover Cleveland was a hunter and 
fisherman, and one of his favorite re-
treats was here on the Eastern Shore 
of Virginia. Cleveland is the only presi-
dent to serve two nonconsecutive terms. 
Shortly after being elected to the second 
term in November 1892, Cleveland and 
his entourage took the N.Y.P.&N. (New 
York, Philadelphia and Norfolk Rail-
way) overnighter to Exmore, and from 
there traveled to Hog Island where the 
president-elect relaxed with friends at 
the Broadwater Club and spent two 
weeks duck hunting.

The trip attracted national media 
attention, and it might have been the 
first time a duck hunt was covered by 
the Associated Press. A November 30, 
1892, dispatch described the scene 
this way: “Broadwater Inlet rang from 
shore to shore today with the contin-
uous reports of shotguns, as Grover 
Cleveland and his fellow sportsmen 
from the Broadwater Club fired at 
the enormous flocks of wild duck and 
brant which wheeled about in sur-
prise and terror, only to be met by re-
newed volleys of death-dealing shot 
from another direction.”

Cleveland stayed in a cottage 
owned by Joseph L. Ferrell, an exec-
utive with the New York, Philadel-
phia and Norfolk Railway, who was 
president of the Broadwater Club. 
The president-elect’s lengthy stay on 
a remote barrier island would be un-
heard of today. He communicated on-
ly through daily dispatches that were 
ferried back and forth by boat to the 
mainland, and although the media re-

ported extensively on his hunts, mem-
bers of the press were required to stay 
on the mainland in Exmore, not on 
the island. Cleveland refused all re-
quests for interviews while on the is-
land, but he conversed amiably with 
local residents.

Cleveland did have one unexpect-
ed surprise during his visit. On Dec. 
1, when returning to the Ferrell Cot-
tage after a day in the duck blind, the 
president-elect found Northampton 
County Sheriff Samuel Jarvis wait-
ing for him. After cordially greeting 
the sheriff, Cleveland was handed a 
summons in chancery brought by a 
group from Richmond. According to 
an Associated Press report, Cleve-
land examined the papers and ex-
claimed “I’ve been sued.”

Cleveland asked Sheriff Jarvis if he 
could provide further details. “I can-
not, sir,” he replied. “All that I know is 
that these papers came to me in the 
mail from Richmond yesterday and it 

was my duty to serve them.”
Cleveland’s encounter with the 

sheriff must not have created any 
negative feelings toward Hog Island 
or the Broadwater Club because a 
few months later he returned as 
president, this time for a fishing trip. 
Cleveland came to the island on May 
30, 1883, with his aide, L. Clarke 
Davis, a member of the Broadwater 
Club, and this time he stayed for a 
week. According to newspaper re-
ports, on the first day, the president’s 
party caught about 150 fish, most of 
which were large bluefish. On the 
second day, rough seas kept the par-
ty on land and they spent the morn-
ing shooting “snipe, curlews, and oth-
er beach birds.” By mid-afternoon the 
winds had dropped off, so the party 
went fishing, landing 10 large black 
drum, among other fish.

Regarding the court summons de-
livered to the president by Sheriff Jar-
vis, it turns out that Cleveland was 

not being sued after all. He was sum-
moned to testify in regard to a real es-
tate transaction.

President Grover Cleveland Found Rest and Recreation on Hog Island

Recently proposed bills set to go be-

fore Virginia’s General Assembly later 
this month range from designating the 
oyster as the state’s first food and dou-
bling the minimum wage by 2021.

The wage proposal aims to increase the 
federally mandated $7.25 an hour to $10 
effective July 1, 2019, to $13 an hour July 
1, 2020, and to $15 on July 1, 2021, “Unless 
a higher minimum wage is required by the 
federal Fair Labor Standards Act.”

Del. Rob Bloxom has proposed 12 
bills. The website, vpap.org, did not show 
any new bills for Sen. Lynwood Lewis. 

Bloxom’s proposals include ones for re-
mote sales and use tax collection; park-
ing of certain vehicles in Cape Charles; a 
transient occupancy tax in state parks; as-
signment eligibility for riparian planting 
ground; removing the requirement that a 
salvage vehicle be a late model; maximum 
charges for vehicle inspections; and a bill 
pertaining to driver privilege cards.

The vehicle inspection bill would in-
crease the fee from $12 to $15 for a mo-
torcycle inspection and from $16 to $25 
for a standard vehicle.

Other proposed bills include ones that:
•	Allow retail on-premises alco-

hol licensees to advertise happy hours 
including prices of featured beverag-
es and creative marketing techniques, 
provided that such techniques do not 
tend to induce overconsumption or 
consumption by minors. 

•	Prohibit a health insurance carrier 
from imposing co-payment or a fee 
for contraceptive benefits. 

•	Clarify that a service member sta-
tioned outside of Virginia, who is a 
state resident, may apply for a resi-
dent concealed handgun permit. 

•	Require health clubs to have a work-
ing automated external defibrillator. 

•	Require the State Corporation Com-
mission to make available for public 
inspection records and reports re-
garding commission investigations of 
deaths or injuries caused by an inci-
dent involving a natural gas utility. 

•	Require employees of a bank, trust 
company, savings institution, indus-
trial loan association, consumer fi-
nance company, credit union, invest-
ment company, investment advisor, 
securities firm, accounting firm, or in-
surance company to report suspicions 
of financial exploitation of a customer. 

•	Exempt  vehicles  used for private 
security by a licensed security ca-
nine handler from limitations on 
window tinting. 

•	Add cancers of the colon, brain, or tes-
tes to the list presumed to be an oc-
cupational disease covered by the 
Virginia Workers’ Compensation Act 
for firefighters and certain employees. 

•	Require all campaign finance re-
ports to itemize each contributor 
and information regardless of the 
amount of the contribution. 

•	Put a mandatory 30-day mini-
mum jail term on those convicted 
of threatening to bomb, burn, de-
stroy, or damage a private or public 
elementary or secondary school or 
who makes a false statement about 
the existence of such a threat. 

•	Permit any school board to finance 
capital projects with unexpended 
funds appropriated to it by the  lo-
cal governing body. 

•	Entitle those qualified to vote to 
register and cast a ballot in person 
at locations approved by the elector-
al board, on the day of the election. 

•	Provide that juveniles determined by 
the court to be a threat to the security 
or safety of other juveniles detained 
in a juvenile facility be transferred to 
or confined to a jail or other facility 
for adult detention. The bill removes 
the existing provision that such 
adult-detention facilities must be ap-
proved by the State Board of Correc-
tions for the detention of juveniles. 

•	Eliminate interest for fines or costs 
imposed in a criminal case or traf-
fic infraction beginning July 1.  

•	Require the DMV, upon request, to 
indicate on an applicant’s special 
identification card that he or she is 
blind or vision impaired. 

•	Provide presidential and vice-presi-
dential candidates receiving the most 
votes receive two electoral votes and 
the candidates who receive the high-
est number of votes cast in each con-
gressional district receive one electoral 
vote. Currently, those who receive the 
highest number of votes cast statewide 
receive all the state’s electoral votes. 

•	Request the health department in-
crease awareness of shingles and 
shingles prevention. 

•	Allow localities to prohibit the posses-
sion or carrying of firearms, ammu-

nition, or other components during 
a permitted event or an event that 
would otherwise require a permit. 

•	Provide  tenants reasonable attor-
ney fees when an action brought by a 
landlord to enforce the terms of a rent-
al agreement  is dismissed or  judg-
ment is entered in tenants’ favor. 

•	Expand the benefits of Virginia Mil-
itary Survivors and Dependents Ed-
ucation Program to the spouse or 
child of any veteran who served in the 
Armed Forces of the United States, 
Reserves of the Armed Forces of the 
United States, or the Virginia Nation-
al Guard with at least a 90 percent 
permanent, service-related disability. 

•	Increase from a Class 6  to a Class 
4 felony the punishment for those con-
victed of driving a watercraft or mo-
torboat while intoxicated in a manner 
so gross, wanton, and culpable as to 
show a reckless disregard for human 
life, unintentionally causing the seri-
ous bodily injury of another person re-
sulting in permanent and significant 
physical impairment. This bill would 
create a Class 6 felony for such driv-
ing that unintentionally causes seri-
ous bodily injury of another person. 

•	Require local building  depart-
ments to provide an applicant with 
a written explanation detailing 
why an application was denied. 

•	Authorize state agencies to oper-
ate a retail fee-based electric ve-
hicle charging station on property 
the agency controls. 

•	Establish a process for jail admin-
istrators to petition the court for a 
prisoner to get medical or mental 
health treatment when the prison-
er is incapable of giving consent. 

•	Authorize counties to impose a lo-
cal cigarette tax, provided it uses 
the revenue for construction or im-
provement of local elementary or 
secondary schools. Currently, only 
Arlington and Fairfax counties can 
impose a local cigarette tax. 

•	Require the board of education to 
collaborate with various stakehold-
ers to annually update its guidelines 
on informing and educating coach-
es, student-athletes, and student-ath-
letes’ parents or guardians of the na-
ture and risk of concussions, criteria for 
removal from and return to play, risks 
of not reporting the injury and con-

tinuing to play, and the effects of con-
cussions on student-athletes’ academ-
ic performance. Local school divisions 
would be required to annually update 
their policies and procedures regarding 
the identification and handling of sus-
pected concussions in student-athletes. 

•	Require VDOT to collect and re-
tain audio and video collected by 
traffic cameras for at least 14 days. 

•	Include within the definition of 
“hate crime” a criminal act committed 
against a person because of sexual ori-
entation or gender identification and 
requires the reporting of the commis-
sion of such crime to the state police. 

•	Direct the chief medical examiner to es-
tablish a collection and testing process 
for the blood of a person from whom a 
law-enforcement officer, firefighter, or 
emergency medical services provid-
er has been directly exposed to HIV or 
Hepatitis B or C viruses and make sure 
all agencies are aware of the process. 

•	Require employers to provide rea-
sonable unpaid break time each day 
to an employee who needs to express 
breast milk for her nursing child for 
a year after the child’s birth. An em-
ployer is also required to make rea-
sonable efforts to provide a room or 
other location close to the work area, 
other than a toilet stall, where such 
an employee can have privacy. 

•	Designate “Virginia, the Home of 
My Heart” by Susan Greenbaum 
as the official state folk song. 

•	Direct the Department of Environ-
mental Quality and the Department 
of Education to update the “Window 
into a Green Virginia” curriculum to 
include a unit on the benefits of recy-
cling and reuse. 

•	Require localities with populations 
exceeding 25,000 and school divisions 
with more than 5,000 students to post 
quarterly on a local government web-
site a register of all funds expended, 
showing vendor name, date of pay-
ment, amount, and a description of the 
type of expense, including credit card 
purchases with the same information. 

•	Prohibit, beginning Jan. 1, 2020, in-
stallation or use of any residential au-
tomatic pesticide misting system de-
signed to be installed on the grounds 
or the exterior of a residential dwelling 
and to automatically spray a pesticide 
solution at timed intervals.

Restorative Justice Worth a Try
Regarding school suspensions, this is an idea that 

might be worth trying. When I lived in Pennsylvania, I 
served on something called a “Youth Aid Panel.” These 
panels were groups of trained volunteer private citizens. 
They would hear cases of juveniles arrested for minor of-
fenses (small value shoplifting, alcohol possession, disor-
derly conduct, etc.). The cases were referred by local po-
lice departments where the juvenile had already admit-
ted guilt and the panels operated under the supervision 
of the county district attorney’s office. The goal was two-
fold, to unclog court calendars and to serve as restorative 
justice. The panel would interview the juvenile and then 

come up with an eight-week program. 
The program might consist of letters of apology, 

community service, academic projects, etc. The juvenile 
was required to check in by phone once a week with 
the panel member that had been designated as “men-
tor.” Juveniles successfully doing the eight weeks had 
their record expunged. Juveniles were expected to stay 
“clean”  for the eight weeks (and beyond). Failure to ob-
serve the terms would have the juvenile removed from 
the program and put back into the juvenile justice sys-
tem. There was very little recidivism among those ju-
veniles that went through the program.

Perhaps a derivative of this could be implemented 
by the school system — more guidance, less non-pro-
ductive punishment.

I 
am happy to report 
from the Capitol 
at the start of the 
2019 session. It is 
the “short” session 
being only 45 days. 
Many bills and bud-

get amendments are being finalized 
and we officially start at noon on Jan. 
9, with Gov. Northam addressing a 
joint assembly that evening. We will 
then be off to the races to consider the 

business of the commonwealth.
We will be confronted with a mul-

titude of bills and issues, but none as 
pressing or as complicated as tax code 
conformity. CPAs and tax preparers 
are anxiously awaiting our decision so 
they can prepare tax returns. The is-
sue is President Trump’s federal tax 
cuts are for five years, and we usually 
conform to any federal tax code chang-
es. However this time the moves we 
make or do not make will affect state 
revenues to the tune of one billion dol-
lars. Increased revenues sound great 
and are able to fund noble projects and 

ideas, but when they come from higher 
taxes and those higher taxes could on-
ly be for the next four years, it seems 
foolish to create new programs or rais-
es based on revenues that could disap-
pear. The extra money comes from the 
state disallowing depreciation sched-
ules and deduction allowances. There 
are many proposals to fix this but I 
cannot guess at the direction we will 
go, especially since we need an 80 per-
cent majority to pass it as an emergen-
cy bill so that our accountants may get 
to work and prepare our tax returns. 

The governor has proposed 
his budget amendments and 

has spent the extra money. We appreci-
ate his staff ’s work at his direction but 
I do not envision a lot of his proposals 
coming to fruition. There are a few proj-
ects that affect the 100th District that 
I will be following, and if the revenues 
are there without increasing taxes, I 
will be advocating them.

I know a local guy who was so afraid 
that someone out in the World Wide 
Web might steal his identity, he gave a 
false birth date when he signed up for 
a Facebook account. Protecting your 
vast wealth comes with consequences. 
Now he is aging twice as fast and hav-
ing to host more parties as he instantly 
has more birthdays — one in real life 
and one in cyberspace. 

His action caused others, including 
myself, to send good wishes and lat-

er feel sil-
ly for doing 
so. We were 
pranked. That rascal unintentionally 
invented a new way to get double birth-
day glory. I am so jealous and am feel-
ing inferior for not thinking of it.

In our two-county community, we 
are also left wondering why Virginia 
continues to isolate us. We are far away 
from the rest of the commonwealth 
with the sometimes savage Chesapeake 
Bay flopping its waves all around, and 
now we have to contend with figuring 
out these changes in tolls for the Ches-
apeake Bay Bridge-Tunnel. 

What will these higher tolls mean 
for us?
