New Bay Creek Owners Plan to Revitalize Community

New owners of resort community
want to highlight Eastern Shore
amenities and shift focus from re-
tirees to young families

By Stefanie Jackson

Bay Creek in Cape Charles, once
known as a golfing community for re-
tirees, is under new ownership and
management, and it’s undergoing a
transformation the new owners hope
will breathe new life into its commu-
nity, attracting younger families and
economic vitality, all while preserving
the natural surroundings and Cape
Charles’ small-town charm.

“Virginia Beach is a great place.
Ocean City is a great place. But it’s
not this,” said Matt Hagler, vice presi-
dent of clubs and resorts for Preserve

Communities, the real estate devel-
opment company that recently pur-
chased Bay Creek.

Many Northampton citizens have
long expressed a desire to expand the
local tourist economy without ruining
the county’s natural, rural character
and close-knit community.

Preserve Communities aims to do
just that by allowing Bay Creek to re-
main a private club but enhancing it to
appeal to a broader clientele, such as
younger families looking to purchase a
summer home.

Hagler envisions a potential client
as perhaps a busy lawyer from North-
ern Virginia with a wife and children
who will be out of school for the sum-
mer and need a place to stay where
there are safe with fun activities for
the whole family.

He paints a picture of mom stay-
ing at the Bay Creek summer home
during the week with the kids as they
learn how to camp and kayak, and dad
driving down on a Thursday or Friday
for the weekend.

Bay Creek will continue to of-
fer world-class golf, with all 18 holes
of the Arnold Palmer course and the
front nine holes of the Jack Nicklaus
course remaining.

The Jack Nicklaus golf course was
downsized to make better use of the
natural surroundings.

“Beach is always king,” and the Bay
Creek property boasts 1.8 miles of
white sand beach, Hagler said.

The future of Bay Creek also means
integration with the town of Cape
Charles, connecting the private com-

Their colleagues on the Accomack
County Board of Supervisors bid
farewell to Supervisors Laura Belle
Gordy and Grayson Chesser at the
Dec. 18 board meeting.

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munity to dining, shopping, and enter-
tainment options, with a golf cart path
starting at Palmer Drive and ending at
Peach Street.

Developers of other areas have
spent $10 million trying to create what
exists in Cape Charles, Hagler said.

It’s “like a Norman Rockwell paint-
ing come to life.”

He isn’t just a white-collar execu-
tive with no prior knowledge of the ar-
ea. Hagler started this project knowing
about the Eastern Shore and its “deep,
ingrained culture.”

He’s originally from the Baltimore,
Md.,, area, and in his youth, his family
would often vacation on the Shore and
visit destinations like Fisherman Island.

Hagler said, “I never realized as a
kid” how “unbelievably rare and just
cool this peninsula is.”

Now he’s ready to invite others to
experience the “treasure trove” that is
the Eastern Shore of Virginia, includ-
ing its farmers and watermen, from
the barrier islands to Cape Charles’

“mind-blowing sunsets.”

The 1,700-acre Bay Creek property
is approved for up to 30,000 units, but
Preserve Communities “won’t develop
anywhere near that,” Hagler said.

The overall goal isn’t to “maximize re-
al estate,” but to “maximize a lifestyle.”

Preserve Communities seeks to
adapt Bay Creek to the new defini-
tion of quality. That once meant luxury
items like white linen tablecloths and
chandeliers, but now it’s about “cre-
ating unique, authentic experiences,”
such as kayaking, camping, fishing for
speckled trout, and dining farm-to-ta-
ble style, Hagler said.

To maintain the Bay Creek atmo-
sphere and experience, amenities such
as the Coach House Tavern will re-
main available to members only, but
the resort will continue its current re-
lationship with the town, which allows
local law enforcement officers to use
the gym.

There is also a plan to build nature
trails on the Bay Creek property, out-
side the gated community, which will
be open to the public.

Bay Creek homeowners are permit-
ted to rent their properties to visitors,

whose stays will include tempo-
rary club memberships that au-
tomatically activate at check-in
and deactivate at checkout.

But don’t plan on booking
a Bay Creek vacation on Airb-
nb just yet. Preserve Commu-
nities still has to work out the
details with Bay Creek home-
owners about how to offer
and manage the rentals while
maintaining a high standard
of quality.

Bay Creek’s development
stagnated after the “crash of
2008 took everything out,”
Hagler said. It never recov-
ered, despite former owner Sinclair
Communications — a radio broadcast-
ing company based in Norfolk, Va. —
funding the project for the last decade.

Preserve Communities is ready to
“breathe life back into” Bay Creek and
is putting its money where its mouth
is. The company has “spared no ex-
pense” landscaping the property and
plans to invest $2 million in market-
ing, Hagler said.

Hagler wants to make the new Bay
Creek a place where people can recon-

nect — with their spouses, kids, them-
selves, and nature, he said.

His experience includes develop-
ing 20 other properties similar to Bay
Creek. Hagler is at the forefront of the
new Preserve Communities project,
along with coworker Bobby Masters,
vice president of lifestyle communities.

Hagler hopes his efforts to promote
Bay Creek will reverberate through
the town of Cape Charles and the en-
tire Eastern Shore.

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State Water Board Approves
Permits for 45 Poultry Houses

an important additional step that will
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withdrawal and require well mon-
itoring, conservation, and investi-
gating the use of the surface aquifer
as an alternative water source

The State Water Control Board
in December approved groundwater
withdrawal permits for 45 poultry op-
erations in Accomack County.

Each application was evaluated
“individually and collectively” by the
Virginia Department of Environmen-
tal Quality “to consider the potential
effects of pumping over 50 years on
the Eastern Shore aquifer system,” ac-
cording to a press release from DEQ.

The permits all put specific limits
on water withdrawal, as well as re-
quiring well monitoring and conserva-
tion plans.

Special conditions requiring inves-
tigation of using the surface aquifer as
an alternative to the Yorktown aquifer
had been included for 26 farms. The
State Water Control Board at its De-
cember meeting also added that condi-
tion to the remaining permits, accord-
ing to the release.

A spokesman for Delmarva Poultry
Industry commented on the board’s
action.

“The chicken community recognizes
the important role the permitting pro-
cess plays in allowing DEQ to assess
impacts of withdrawals and to ensure
sustainability of groundwater resourc-
es while keeping them available for
use,” said spokesman James Fisher.

“Despite the increased cost and reg-
ulatory burden on farmers the permits
and special conditions will add, we’re
glad to see the permits approved so
these chicken growers can remain a
valuable part of Delmarva’s $3.4 billion
chicken economy,” Fisher said.

Peggy Sanner, Virginia assistant
director and senior attorney for the
Chesapeake Bay Foundation, also com-
mented on the board’s action, saying,
“We applaud the DEQ for its work on
these permits, and the board for taking

facilitate assessment of the capacity
and quality of the Columbia aquifer to
serve as a groundwater source.”

“Recognizing concerns that the con-
templated large-scale water withdraw-
als from these facilities could put at
risk the water supplies needed by oth-
ers for domestic and other uses, the
Board required all such permits (not
just 26, as proposed by DEQ) include
the requirement that the poultry farm-
er conduct an ‘alternative source inves-
tigation,” providing site-specific data to
DEQ,” Sanner said.

Consent special orders were issued
in 2018 for 56 poultry operations in
Accomack, but after metering results
were evaluated, two were judged not
to require a permit, Scott Kudlas, di-
rector of DEQ’s Office of Water Sup-
ply, said in a meeting at Nandua High
School in April.

Three public hearings about the
permits were held on the Eastern
Shore in June.

Groundwater withdrawal permits are
required for any facility that withdraws
more than 300,000 gallons a month.

Permits may include monthly and
annual limits, requirements for me-
tering and reporting, a mitigation plan
for adverse impacts, a water conserva-
tion and management plan, and special
conditions, Kudlas said in April.

The special condition added to the
permits the board approved in Decem-
ber is in accordance with the Ground
Water Management Act of 1992,
which says the State Water Control
Board may require anyone withdraw-
ing groundwater for any purpose any-
where in Virginia to provide informa-
tion about the withdrawal and the use
of the withdrawal, Kudlas said in a
Dec. 20 email to the Post.

The special condition requires the
user to “provide pump test and wa-
ter quality data from a test or pro-
duction well screened in the surficial
aquifer on the facility site as well as
conclusions on the capability of the
surficial aquifer to supply all or part
of the water needs for the facility,”
according to Kudlas.



Revenue would go to fund school re-
pair, construction and related debt

Northampton supervisors are consid-
ering raising the local sales tax by one
cent, collecting up to $1.4 million a year
to repair and rebuild public schools.

“A lot of that sales tax would be paid
or generated by people who are moving
through here and stop for meals ... as op-
posed to just raising property taxes all the
time,” said Chairman Spencer Murray.

“This would be a significant piece of
new revenue for the county, even though
it would just have to go to the schools.

“We just borrowed $28 million” to fix
Northampton High School “and we know
that our elementary schools are going to
have to have work as well,” he said.

Northampton would be following
the lead of Halifax County, a small
county in southern Virginia with popu-
lation similar to Accomack.

Halifax County recently decided to
implement an additional 1% sales tax
for capital improvements to its pub-
lic schools after supervisors learned it

would cost $88 million to repair Hali-
fax County High School, according to a
report on the WSLS 10 website.

A brand-new high school would cost
Halifax County $100 million.

Earlier this year, the Virginia Gener-
al Assembly introduced House Bill 1634
to authorize Halifax County to impose
the additional sales tax. It passed in the
Senate and the House, and Gov. Ralph
Northam approved the bill March 19.

About 71% of Halifax County voters
passed a referendum for the 1% sales
tax this November.

Supervisor Oliver Bennett asked if
the money is guaranteed to local pub-
lic schools, considering they are not re-
ceiving the amount of funding from the
Virginia Lottery that was originally in-
tended for them, he said.

County Administrator Charlie Kola-
kowski assured supervisors the money
would be generated by local sales tax-
es would go directly to Northampton
County, to be used solely for school re-
pair, construction, and related debt.

Del. Rob Bloxom brought the Halifax
referendum to the attention of Northamp-

ton administrators and supervisors.

If Northampton decides to follow suit
with Halifax County, the effort would
follow a similar timeline, with a bill in-
troduced to the General Assembly in
2020 and a referendum presented to
Northampton voters next November.

In another matter, Northampton super-
visors passed their 2020 legislative agen-
da, a list of the top 20 items they would like
Bloxom and Sen. Lynwood Lewis to prior-
itize during next year’s General Assembly.

Number one was a request for state leg-
islators to support funding for public roads
but to oppose legislation that would give
counties the responsibility to construct and
maintain existing and new secondary roads.

Northampton supervisors want coun-
ties to have equal authority with cities and
towns to charge taxes such as cigarette and
meals taxes. They also want state parks and
campgrounds to collect transient occupancy
taxes like privately owned campgrounds.

Northampton supervisors oppose legis-
lation that would eliminate local business
taxes such as the machinery and tools tax.

They support the full restoration
of state funding for the Compensa-

tion Board and constitutional officers,
including the county treasurer, com-
missioner of revenue, sheriff, clerk of
courts, and commonwealth attorney.
Northampton supervisors also sup-
port full restoration of funding for the
Virginia Department of Education’s
Standards of Quality, which mandate
the ratios of teachers and administra-
tors to students in public schools.
Other highlights included requests to
eliminate unfunded mandates found in
the Chesapeake Bay Preservation Act,
one of which requires soil and water con-
servation assessments for farmlands.
The other requires localities to de-
velop notification programs ensuring
septic systems are cleaned out every
five years, but supervisors believe this
responsibility should belong to the Vir-
ginia Department of Health.
Northampton supervisors also sup-
port the advancement of technology for
providing long-distance health educa-
tion, administration, and healthcare.
At Supervisor Robert Duer’s request, sup-
port for second amendment rights was add-
ed, and the resolution passed unanimously.

Borrowing $25 million for middle
and high school renovations tops the
projects list; tax revenue is up, and
household income in Northampton
is growing at a faster rate than at
the state or the nation level

At the last Northampton supervisors
meeting for retiring members Chair-
man Spencer Murray and Robert Duer,
Director of Finance John Chandler re-
viewed the county’s financial achieve-
ments over their last four-year term.
“Certainly, the high school-middle
school enhancement project is going to
be something that we can all be proud
of in years to come,” Chandler said.
Northampton supervisors recently
authorized borrowing $25 million for
renovations and new construction at
Northampton High School, which is al-
so home to Northampton Middle School.
The decision was number one on
Chandler’s list of Northampton’s top
financial accomplishments since 2015.

down the road for many, many years,’
said Supervisor John Coker of the high
school project.

Northampton school division had
sought repair and reconstruction of the
high school since at least 2007, when
a study titled “Another Brick in the
Wall” was published, in which struc-
tural engineering firm Marshall, Spei-
ght, and Francis concluded the origi-
nal 1954 section of the building was in
poor condition.

Under the leadership of Northamp-
ton supervisors, a committee was formed
of school and county representatives.
The committee hired architectural firm
Waller, Todd, and Sadler, to provide a
second opinion on the physical condition
of the school and reached a consensus on
the work that needed to be done.

Chandler told supervisors he hopes
they attend the ribbon-cutting when
the high school project is complete.

Northampton continues to recover
from the Great Recession, with the av-
erage yearly unemployment rate drop-
ping from 6.1% in 2015 to 5.4% in 2018.

The numbers for 2019 looked prom-
ising, with Northampton County’s un-

“That’s a can that’s been kicked
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employment rate at 3.2% as of Octo-
ber 2019.

Over an eight-year period from 2010
to 2018, the median household income
in Northampton increased 20%, from
$34,501 to $41,468, outpacing both
Virginia and the U.S., where median
household income growth was 15.8%
and 14.8%, respectively.

From 2014 to 2018, personal income
in Northampton grew from an average
of $40,546 to $49,313 per person. To-
tal personal income grew from around
$488 million to about $578 million, or
an increase of roughly $90 million in a
four-year period.

Since 2015, real estate tax revenues
have increased $1.5 million, or 10.6%,
and property tax revenues have in-
creased $2.3 million, or 13.9%, indicating
that citizens own more property, are pay-
ing more of the taxes they owe, or both.

The collection of personal property tax
has become more successful in the last
four years, from about 85.5% to 91.5%,
an increase around 7 percentage points.
Real estate tax collection increased one
percentage point, from 96% to 97%.

“All those keep tax rates down for
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all of us,” Chandler said.

The real estate tax rate of $0.83 per
$100 of assessed value has remained
the same for the last four years, in part
because more taxes owed were collected.

Some real estate tax bills were high-
er because property values increased,
supervisors noted.

Farmers received some tax relief
when supervisors lowered the farm
equipment tax from $1.43 to $1.20 per
$100 of assessed value, a 16% decrease.

Chandler’s numbers also appeared
to indicate tourism growth, with rev-
enues from transient occupancy taxes
rising from about $259,000 in 2015 to
nearly $469,000 in 2019, an increase
of 81%.

During the same period, sales tax rev-
enue grew from approximately $1.1 mil-
lion to nearly $1.35 million, an increase
of more than $250,000, or about 24%.

Northampton’s general fund reve-
nue grew an average of $1 million per
year since 2015, from $24.7 million
to $28.8 million, or a total increase of
$4.1 million.

Northampton’s rainy day fund,
known formally as its undesignated
£
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fund balance, grew nearly 44% in four
years, from about $3.5 million to near-
ly $11.5 million.

Other highlights from the last four
years included the demolition of the
1914 jail, the construction of the new
EMS garage in Machipongo, and the
dredging of the Willis Wharf harbor.

A new Royal Farms, which opened
near Kiptopeke State Park, generates
as much tax revenue as 10 half-mil-
lion-dollar homes, Coker said.

Northampton supervisors replaced
the unpopular 2015 zoning changes,
oversaw the restructuring of commis-
sions including the Eastern Shore of
Virginia Tourism Commission and
the ANTDC (Accomack-Northampton
Transportation District Commission),
and presided over the Cape Charles
rail yard going up for sale.

They saw the hiring of Director of
Finance John Chandler, County Ad-
ministrator Charlie Kolakowski, and
the Berkeley Group consulting firm
that is getting Northampton’s compre-

hensive plan on track, to be completed
by next summer.

Northampton supervisors support-
ed the redesign of the county’s official
website.

The county received a grant from the
U.S. Environmental Protection Agency
for assessing the presence or absence
of contaminants at former commercial
or industrial sites that could be rede-
veloped for future economic growth.

In Eastville, Northampton super-
visors facilitated downtown renova-
tions and adjusted the voting district
boundary line. In Exmore, they were
responsible for arranging the replace-
ment of substandard housing on Occo-
hannock Neck Road.

The presentation was wrapped up
by thanking Murray and Duer for
their service on multiple committees.

“A lot of people think we just sit up
here, this is the only time we spend on
being a supervisor,” Coker said.

“Well, I got news for you. There’s a
lot of other stuff we do.”

Accomack Will Petition To Join HRSD

The Accomack County Board of Su-
pervisors at its Dec. 18 meeting unan-
imously approved petitioning the 2nd
Circuit Court to become part of the
Hampton Roads Sanitation District.

Accomack County Administra-
tor Michael Mason called the petition
“the next step” in advancing a region-
al sewer project on the Eastern Shore,
in a process that has been going on for
around two years.

Both Shore counties as well as in-
corporated towns are being asked to
petition the court to become part of
the district.

So far, “No towns to date have de-
clared intention not to be included,”
Mason told the board of supervisors.

Shore officials are working with the
Hampton Roads Sanitation District
on the regional wastewater project,
which would leverage exess capacity
at Onancock’s treatment facility.

The Onancock facility currently
treats about 230,000 gallons a day, but
has a capacity of 750,000 gallons a day.

Supervisor Robert Crockett made
the motion to approve the petition, say-
ing, “This is one of the best, one of the
largest possible, infrastructure projects”

in the region.

He noted the plan to run a sewer line
from Nassawadox to Accomac is the
first of several planned phases to pro-
vide sewer service on the Eastern Shore.

The initial phase, if approved, will
run sewage transmission lines from
Nassawadox to Accomac, at a cost of
$24 to $25 million, Crockett said at a
September meeting.

Future phases could extend sew-
er service south to Cape Charles and
north to Chincoteague, he said.

Supervisor Ron Wolff seconded the
motion, which was approved 9-0.

If the two counties and towns on
the Eastern Shore agree to become
part of the sanitation district, the
HRSD could take on the $24 million
sewer line construction project and al-
so operate the system.

The Hampton Roads Sanitation
District is a political subdivision of the
Commonwealth of Virginia, similar to
the Chesapeake Bay Bridge-Tunnel,
and is governed by an eight-member
commission appointed by the governor.

The district has around 1.7 million
customers, or about 20% of Virginians,
Ted Henifin, general manager of the
HRSD, said at a meeting last summer.

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Local Minister Organizing Rally and March Against Gun Violence

Minister who presided over fu-
nerals of three young gun victims
within a year will hold rally and
march in Onancock

By Carol Vaughn
A march and rally to stop gun vio-
lence on the Eastern Shore is set for
Sunday, Dec. 29, at 3 p.m. in Onancock.
The “Stop the Violence” walk will start
at the former hospice building in Onan-
cock and will end at the Onancock gazebo.
A young minister, Elder Quintavi-
on Washington, 25, of House of Refuge
Deliverance Center in Temperancev-
ille, is spearheading the effort, in part-
nership with an organization called
M.A.S.K. and the National Youth Week
USA State your CASE program.
Washington recently conducted his
third funeral service in a year for a young
man who died as result of gun violence.
The funeral was for Tayvion Laquan
Smith, who died of his injuries af-
ter deputies responding to a report of
shots fired early Dec. 13 found him in

an Onancock residence suffering from
an apparent gunshot wound.

Washington felt the need to address
the topic of gun violence, as well as other
forms of violence, in a public way, lead-
ing to planning the event in Onancock.

“I've never had this many ‘likes’ and
‘shares’ on Facebook...That already tells
me that people are behind this,” he said.

Washington, who was raised in the
church and has been preaching for 16
years, veered off the right path at one
point, and credits the intervention and
support of a handful of relatives and
mentors with encouraging him to get
back on track.

“The purpose for this rally is simply
to give back to our community,” Wash-
ington said, adding, “I know where
some of these young people are; I've
been there myself — I had a rocky
start at a young age; I was arrested
and locked up before, so I know how it
is to feel like all hope is lost.”

Young people in a similar situation
“need somebody to say, ‘You know what
— I'm going to get out here and roll up

my sleeves. I'm going to show you that
I love you, I care about you, and I'm
fighting for you,” he said.

Washington said he knows im-
provement won’t happen overnight,
but said, “Slow progress is better than
no progress...If I can prevent at least
one person from making the wrong
decision, then that’s going to stimu-
late to another person.”

Several speakers — including four
mothers of young people who died as re-
sult of gun violence — are lined up to ad-
dress the marchers at the Dec. 29 event.

“All these women lost kids,” Wash-
ington said.

He hopes the event will be “a com-

munity thing,” crossing racial and oth-
er dividing lines.

In addition to the march, Washing-
ton’s intention is to create an ongoing
organization to address violence, in
partnership with existing groups.

“I'm already working with different
individuals” to form a board to oversee
the effort and determine “what is it we
need to do to reach our younger gener-
ation,” he said.

“My job now is to, when we come to-
gether, make them think that this is
not just another get-together,” Wash-
ington said, adding, “This is something
that is actually going to have an effect
on somebody.”

An apparent break-in at a Painter
business turned out to be the deed of
a furry intruder.

Jeff Kelley went to his business,
Shore Saw & Mower on Route 13,
Sunday morning, Dec. 22, to feed
his pet bearded dragon and use the
computer.

When he arrived, he found a cha-
otic scene inside, including lots of
broken glass and blood and a broken
sign.

Fearing the business — which
sells and repairs small engines,
lawnmowers, chainsaws, and oth-
er handheld power equipment —
had been the scene of a crime, Kel-
ley called his wife and asked her to
come take photographs.

They also alerted the Accomack
County Sheriff’s Office.

Rita Kelley arrived first.

“There was glass everywhere,” she
said.

By the time she got there, Jeff
Kelley had found another piece of
evidence — tufts of deer hair amid
the wreckage — which revealed the

true story.

Apparently a deer, spooked by
who-knows-what in the night, had
attempted to leap into the building
through a thick, double-paned win-
dow — and was stopped only by the
security bars on the window.

They also found a single hoofprint
near the window —“his launch posi-
tion,” Rita Kelley called it.

There was no sign of the animal
itself.

She has two theories about the in-
cident, which happened three days
before Christmas.

Either Santa Claus needed a
chainsaw to leave for some Eastern
Shoreman — and sent Rudolph to
Shore Saw to fetch one — or a deer
wanted revenge on the Shore’s ma-
ny hunters, and needed a chainsaw

Kelley said.

According to the trail it left, the
unfortunate deer after its encoun-
ter with the Shore Saw window ap-
parently headed in the direction of
a nearby veterinary office, according
to Kelley.

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Virginia Will See Menhaden Moratorium Unless Quota Adopted

U.S. Secretary of Commerce gives
commonwealth until June to im-

plement 51,00-ton cap on men-
haden fishery

Virginia’s menhaden fishery could
be shut down in June if it does not
comply with federal quotas, according
to the Secretary of Commerce.

Virginia is out of compliance with
Amendment 3 of the Interstate Fish-
ery Management Plan, according to
the Atlantic States Marine Fisheries
Commission.

The commission received notice Dec.
19 that Secretary of Commerce Wilbur
Ross agreed with the commission’s
finding, according to a press release.

Virginia has failed to implement the
51,000-ton fishery cap, according to
the release.

Ross said a moratorium on menha-
den fishing in Virginia waters will take

effect June 17, 2020, if the cap is not
implemented.

The action is related to provisions
of the 1993 Atlantic Coastal Fisheries
Cooperative Management Act, accord-
ing to the release.

“I am grateful for the Secretary’s
support of the Commission’s fisher-
ies management process and, in par-
ticular, our efforts to manage Atlantic
menhaden, an important forage spe-
cies, in a precautionary manner,” said
Commission Chairman Patrick C. Ke-
liher, of Maine.

A letter from NOAA Fisheries about
the determination Virginia is not in
compliance with the management
plan said the measure is necessary
for the conservation of the menhaden
resource.

Menhaden are a small, oily fish that
Canadian-owned company Omega
Protein uses to make pet food, human
supplements, and to feed farm-raised
salmon, according to the Chesapeake

Bay Foundation.

They also are filter feeders that
help to clean the bay and feed pop-
ular recreational fishing species
like striped bass, according to the
foundation.

It is the only fish species in Virginia
managed by the General Assembly, ac-
cording to the foundation.

“The best available information
shows that menhaden in the Ches-
apeake Bay are an important com-
ponent of the overall health of the
stock, and further that their role as
forage for predator species in the
Chesapeake Bay is critical to the ma-
rine environment,” the letter said.

The June date was set to give Vir-
ginia “the time necessary for its legis-
lature to bring these regulations back
into compliance,” it said.

A scientist with the Chesapeake
Bay Foundation called the action
“the largest conservation victory” in a
20-year effort by conservationists, con-

servation organizations and anglers to
protect the fishery.

“This is a huge, huge victory to
make sure we have a healthier fish-
ery,” said Chris Moore, senior re-
gional ecosystem scientist for the
Chesapeake Bay Foundation, in a
press release.

Virginia Secretary of Natural Re-
sources Matthew J. Strickler thanked
Secretary Ross and Chris Oliver, as-
sistant administrator NOAA Fisher-
ies, for taking action “to protect the
Chesapeake Bay and the livelihoods
of all those who depend on it, includ-
ing the workers at Omega Protein.”

“We believe strongly that a sci-
ence-based approach that accounts
for all fisheries in the Chesapeake
Bay ecosystem is appropriate, and
we look forward to working with the
General Assembly to apply such an
approach to the menhaden fishery,”
Strickler said in an emailed state-
ment to the Post.

It’s difficult to capture the essence of a hotly con-
tested game without addressing the factor whistles
played in determining the outcome.

Lethon Williams slowed Laurel’s start with a re-
bound put back, but White responded with a 3 for
Laurel. Arcadia’s 3-point attempts routinely rattled
out until Kamron Downing spotted Kylen Wharton in
the corner for a successful make. The Bulldogs were
relentless in the quarter, however, scoring on the fast
break with layups from Kylse Wilson or 3’s off the in-
bound to Bricen Sanders.

Even after an apparent block from Bibbins in tran-
sition on Wilson, Arcadia could not catch a break.
