Horntown residents are pushing 
for a speed study on Fleming Road, 
which they cite as “dangerous.”

The Rev. Lisa Johnson, pastor of 
Tabernacle Baptist Church in Horn-
town and a resident of the town, 
along with Horntown resident Toni 
Williams, asked the Accomack Coun-
ty Board of Supervisors to request 
the highway department to perform 
a speed study on Fleming Road in the 
town, saying drivers speeding on the 
road has resulted in numerous crash-
es, including fatalities.

“I am extremely concerned about 
the safety of Fleming Road and Horn-
town Road,” said Johnson, adding, 
“…There is a clear, current danger in 
that area.”

Accomack’s Planning Commission is recommend-
ing the board of supervisors approve amendments 
to the zoning ordinance that would define and allow 
wetlands mitigation banks with a conditional use 
permit.

Supervisors in November asked the planning 
commission to discuss amendments that would allow 
wetland mitigation banks in the county.

A public hearing that had been scheduled for 
Wednesday was postponed and will be held in May, 
after the board chairman proposed an alterna-
tive to the planning commission’s recommended 
amendment.

“There are several statements in the (com-
prehensive) plan that support amending the 
ordinance,” said Lee Pambid, deputy county 
administrator.

Board Chairman Robert Crockett asked for an al-
ternative amendment to the one recommended by 
the planning commission — Crockett’s version adds 

more strict limits on wetlands banking.
“In my opinion, it wasn’t strict enough. For ex-

ample, it would not restrict a development in Vir-
ginia Beach from purchasing property in Acco-
mack County and using that as a credit. So I asked 
the county attorney to put together a second op-
tion so that the board would have a choice making 

it more restrictive,” Crockett said of the original 
version.

Crockett’s version expands the requirement for a 
conditional use permit to include not only wetlands 
mitigation banks but also offsite permittee-respon-
sible wetlands mitigation sites.

Wetlands banks sell credits to developers needing 
to compensate for impacts to existing wetlands.

Offsite permittee-responsible wetlands mitiga-
tion sites typically are created to compensate for im-
pacts of a specific project.

Additionally, Crockett’s version says a condition-
al use permit may be issued only for wetlands miti-
gation sites needed to offset development projects in 
Accomack County.

Any application already in process as of Wednes-
day will be grandfathered under the existing ordi-
nance, Crockett said.

Pambid said the county currently has one ap-
plication for a special use permit for a wetlands 
mitigation bank, which under the existing or-
dinance will be heard by the Board of Zoning 
Appeals.

She said a church member’s family 
member died several years ago due to 
a crash while walking along Fleming 
Road.

Johnson said parishioners enter-
ing and leaving her church find it “ex-
tremely dangerous.”

Williams, who recently moved to 
the area, already has had one of her 
vehicles hit and also has had another 
near-miss on the road.

“I moved from Glen Burnie to here 
thinking (about) safety, and I went 

from danger another way to danger in 
my car,” she said, adding, “ … Every 
day that I come out, I’m afraid.”

Supervisor Vanessa Johnson said 
a March 23 constituents’ meeting in 
Horntown to discuss the issue had 47 
in attendance.

“Because of fast-moving vehicles, 
there have been two fatalities on Flem-
ing Road. …They have a great concern 
for their safety,” she said.

The board voted to request the Vir-
ginia Department of Transportation 
to assess the speed limit and signage 
on the road between Dees’ Chapel and 
the beginning of the 25 mph speed lim-
it zone in Horntown.

I looked around from the mo-
ment I arrived at Bethel Baptist 
Church on April 15,  seeing famil-
iar faces.  

Earlier in the week, I’d no-
ticed the path leading to the Car-
ter family homestead and burial 
ground had been freshly mown 
for the family, creating a pleasant 
green carpet.  

I thought of Jesus and Eas-
ter,  I thought of the Resurrec-
tion, I thought of Dr. Arthur T. 
Carter, and I thought of beloved 
community.

As a resident citizen neighbor 
at Art’s memorial, I felt at home 
and part of something sacred in 
the shared space of all of us who 
gathered. 

 If I’d thought about it before-
hand, I would have expected many 
of those present.  It was good to 
see everyone.

No doubt, the Rev. Stepha-
nie Morris Castro, of the Morris 
Funeral Home, welcomed lots of 
people over the livestream from 
Alabama, Washington, Maryland, 

Tidewater, California, and from 
human hearts far and wide.  

At Bethel Baptist there were 
folks from the county seat, the 
medical profession, educators, fol-
lowers of the Christian tradition 
from churches that have dotted 
common paths for generations, 
historians, activists, neighbors, 
family, others from nonprofits 
and the business community, and 
family.   

We gathered from all walks of 
life, at least three generations with 
various degrees of melanin (shout-
out to you, brother Art!)  

Art would also be pleased, I 
think, that we all wore masks.

We came together to pay our re-
spects from our individual life ex-

periences,  traumas, bonds, social 
contexts, worldviews, and from 
our intersectional and shared ex-
periences of life here on the East-
ern Shore of Virginia.

What came to mind for me at 
the memorial honoring the life of 
Art and in the days that followed 
is this:

On this narrow peninsula where 
we all settled by choice or by force 
or through birth, we really know 
one another with a kind of symbi-
osis that becomes personal if you 
stay here long enough.  We know 
who’s who, to varying degrees 
wherever we go, and in our rela-
tionships there is a depth that en-
gages our common humanity that 
is remarkably neighborly as we live 
in community.  

Bill Belote spoke of this with 
me way back in the early ’90s when 
he was still with us.

A resident since 1997, by way 
of Baltimore, I was aware of cul-
tural differences and quickly be-
came aware of the dedicated lead-
ership among a sizable group of 
individuals who centered in their 
lives, relationships, community 
building, and equity for all who 
live here, despite historical harms 
and relations.

An anniversary passed earlier this month without 
any of the fanfare and publicity that accompanied the 
original event. 

Ten years ago, the two Accomack County arsonists 
were apprehended, bringing an end to a five-month 
spree that riveted the region.

The whole ordeal made national news and spawned 
a book that detailed the saga. 

The book also drew an uncomfortable parallel be-
tween the literal burning of abandoned structures and 
the metaphorical destruction of a community because 
of increasing poverty, falling educational levels, and 
the relocation of natives looking for jobs. 

The lovers at the center of it all were responsible 
for more than 60 arsons and were given lengthy prison 
sentences.

The arson spree was a remarkable time. The mys-
tery of who and why played out daily. There were ma-
ny extra state police personnel assigned to the East-
ern Shore. The Accomack County Sheriff’s Office, 
area police departments, and the commonwealth’s 
attorney’s office did a fantastic job investigating and 
closing the case.

Our dedicated volunteer and career firefighters 
were called several times weekly to extingish the blaz-
es. Their efforts were valuable and tireless. Fortu-
nately, nobody was hurt. 

Today, people mostly scoff at any mention of the 
perpetrators, whose names became a tired punchline. 
Most would rather never hear of the arsonists again 
— and would rather forget the whole saga altogether.

But that would also mean ignoring the heroic work 
of those on the front lines a decade ago. Their hard 
work should always be remembered.

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Uncompromisingly nice Betty Hickman was human sunshine
Many years ago I noticed the short lady behind the 

counter at Doughty’s Market in Melfa was extraordi-
narily nice to me every time I visited.

I just figured she took a 
shine to me. Perhaps it was 
my stunning good looks and 
handsome smile, I wondered.

But I quickly found out 
Betty Hickman treated every-
one like her best friend. It had 
nothing to do with my looks 
or smile. 

Hickman, who lived in Mel-
fa and died April 19 at the age 
of 63, had the rare talent of 
being overtly nice to every-
one. She was uncompromis-
ingly pleasant.

A lot of people in our coun-
try do not have this talent right now. By and large, 
we’re an argumentative culture, dour and sour both.

Our society is good at being comparative and crit-
ical. But Hickman performed the hard and necessary 
work of making life better by being personable. 

I’ve long been fascinated by people like Hick-
man, who always saw the good and never spoke 
condescendingly. 

“When Betty asked you how you were doing, it was 
not a rhetorical question,” said the Rev. Robert Gar-
ris during Hickman’s April 24 funeral.

Hickman was a loving wife, mother, and grand-
mother who was proud of her family. But many oth-
ers can claim that type of devotion. 

What made Hickman so unusual was her genuine 
cheerfulness. She was human sunshine. 

She was nice, pleasant, and upbeat — uncommon-
ly so — all the time.

Her daughter, Nicole Crockett, said Doughty’s 
Market “was where she blossomed.”

For the uninitiated, Doughty’s Market was the 
Mona Lisa of Eastern Shore convenience stores —  a 
classic of the genre and a work of art.

Doughty’s Market was known for many culinary 

delights, including its hot dogs and chicken salad 
sandwiches. 

Part of Doughty’s Market’s beauty was in its di-
versity, with its customers a wonderful hodgepodge 
of races, backgrounds, and ages. 

I always felt Doughty’s Market was an example of 
what America aspired to be. Everyone was accepted 
and welcomed. People from vastly different socioeco-
nomic backgrounds stood shoulder to shoulder.

“Doughty’s Market was indeed the melting pot,” 
said Garris.

Doughty’s Market was the irreplaceable gold ring. 
Hickman was the diamond in the center of it. 

Before the store closed in 2019, Hickman was its 
central figure, stationed at the cash register, wel-
coming and greeting all comers. 

Hickman showed every day that you didn’t need to 
donate millions of dollars or invent a miracle drug to 

make a big difference and leave a legacy.
Instead, she proved you can do it with big-hearted, 

unconditional kindness. 
Over the years, she met my family and enjoyed 

joking with my son. After the store closed, I enjoyed 
seeing her around town. Her upbeat disposition nev-
er changed.

Garris implored the large funeral crowd to be more 
like Hickman, who he said had “arms long enough to 
reach around the community.”

“We can do more,” he said. “We can do like Betty 
did.”

“I was so proud to be her daughter,” said Crockett 
at the funeral. 

All of us were quite proud to be her friends.

Jane Cabarrus delivered a eulogy that reminded us of 
some of the bricks Dr. Carter fashioned during his life, 
laying a foundation for building that continues.  

It reminded me of a famous yellow brick road and a 
core truth that we are each empowered to create change 
for the greatest good, if we look within and to one 
another.

Dr. Carter taught me many things, but of all the 

things I learned, he taught me the importance of having 
mercy.

Dr. Carter was a merciful spirit.  I believe it’s how he 
walked so gracefully and stubbornly.  I want to walk like 
that.  

Thank you, Art. I will remember you as a role model.
We will miss you.  Thank you for the ways you worked 

tirelessly for the Eastern Shore community and for be-
ing part of a circle where I felt I could belong.  

For all its imperfections, it can really feel like beloved 
community here.

An ode to Onancock, the newspaper, and you
RANDOM FACTS

Onancock exists in the Goldilocks 
zone, not too big, not too small, 
but just the right number of stores, 

restaurants, 
things to do 
without an ex-
cess of traffic 
and crowds.

With a pop-
ulation of 
fewer than 
1,200, Onan-
cock punch-
es well above 
its weight. In 
other small 
towns where 
I’ve lived, with 
populations 

twice the size of Onancock’s, we were 
thrilled when the local convenience 
store put a hot dog rotisserie on the 
counter. 

Compare that to the half-dozen 
fine dining options in Onancock along 
with pubs and the Foggy Place, a new, 
hip café-coffee shop. And Roseland 
that shows first-run films. And North 
Street Playhouse, a fine arts theater. 
And a kayak rental place, a to-die-for 
bakery, the elegant C. D. Marsh jew-
elry store. And all these possibilities 
are within a few blocks of each other.

Onancock’s residents are friend-
ly, involved, passionate about their 
town, and respectful of the views and 
privacy of others. If someone honks at 
you in Onancock, it’s not to demand 
you move your car, it’s to say hello.

I’ve been covering the debate over 
the performance pavilion that the 
Historic Onancock School is building 
to bring music and plays to Onancock 
and also to raise money for the school. 
Although occasionally heated, this 

debate illustrates the basic goodness 
of the people of Onancock.

Friends of Onancock School and 
others on the school’s side are occa-
sionally dismayed at why everyone 
doesn’t support the pavilion, but the 
school supporters have the best inten-
tions for the school and community. 

FOS Executive Director Joani 
Donahoe deals with pavilion details 
while answering the needs of the 
school, its artistic tenants, and its 
shows and programs. FOS President 
Haydon Rochester shows the patience 
of Job as he defends, explains, and 
answers questions (occasionally the 
same ones, over and over) about the 
pavilion.

On the other side of the debate, 
Patsy Felthousen and Dr. Greg Felt-
housen and others have shown the 
very finest attributes of active citi-
zenry by forming the Onancock Resi-

dents Group and asking the kinds of 
questions — about the pavilion and 
other issues — that citizens have a 
right and obligation to ask.

As arbiters of the debate, Onan-
cock’s mayor and town council listen 
carefully, balance competing inter-
ests, and make hard decisions. If 
that’s not local government at its 
best, I don’t know what is. And at 
least one town council member, Ma-
phis Oswald, keeps a vigilant eye on 
how taxpayers’ dollars are spent. The 
town is helped in all of its endeavors 
by Town Manager Matt Spuck who 
displays the efficiency and profes-
sionalism of a consigliere.

Onancock has great stories from a 
diverse population of 47% White and 
41% Black. These are the people — 
watermen, painters, poets, poultry 
workers, teachers, sculptors, plumb-
ers, drywallers — who live in Onan-
cock and give the town its soul by liv-
ing their stories.

One of those stories was told just 
this week when Phyllis Ward, an in-
ternationally recognized filmmaker,

The Cape Charles Town Council took 
action April 20 to end a financial dilem-
ma that began more than 30 years ago 
when the area known as Bay Creek be-
came part of the incorporated town.

Land now occupied by Bay Creek, 
about three square miles, was annexed 
into the town in November 1991 through 
a legal agreement between Cape Charles 
and the Brown & Root construction 
company.

Brown & Root had planned to build a 
retirement community and resort called 
Accawmacke Plantation, including 3,000 
homes to be built over a 20-year period.

If all 3,000 homes had been built and 
occupied, the population of Northamp-
ton County would have increased by 50%.

As part of the agreement, Cape 
Charles’ public utilities were to be made 
available to the annexed area.

Accawmacke Plantation was later re-
named Bay Creek, and the number of 
lots to be developed there was drastically 
decreased.

But the biggest point of contention in 
the annexation agreement likely was the 
requirement that Brown & Root pay to 
expand Cape Charles’ water and waste-
water treatment plants as the new com-
munity generated additional demand for 
those services “beyond the limits of the 
town’s current permitted capacities.”

The annexation agreement provided 
no dollar amount, percentage, or meth-
od of calculating how much money Bay 
Creek’s developers must contribute to-
ward the cost of future expansions of 
Cape Charles’ water and wastewater 
facilities.

The issue has been debated for decades 
by Cape Charles residents, public offi-
cials, and attorneys.

Cape Charles’ priorities shifted in 
2020 when it received an unsolicited of-
fer from private company Aqua Virgin-

ia to purchase and take over manage-
ment of the town’s water and wastewater 
treatment plants.

The town then advertised a request for 
proposals and received an offer from Vir-
ginia American Water, which was chosen 
over Aqua Virginia’s proposal.

In 2022, with the sale of Cape Charles’ 
water and/or sewer treatment plant on 
the horizon, the town took action to fi-
nally settle the issue of the annexation 
agreement.

The town paid nearly $50,000 for a 
study of its water and wastewater plants’ 
capacity and the projected future de-
mand on those facilities.

In a staff report, Town Manager John 
Hozey noted that determining the Bay 
Creek developers’ liability under the 
annexation agreement was a “complex 
undertaking.”

The recommendation was that Bay 
Creek’s developers pay an impact fee of 
$3,000 for each remaining lot sold. 

The fee would be paid at the close of 
each property sale and deducted from the 
seller’s proceeds.

This scenario would allow the develop-
er to pay over time while providing Cape 
Charles with a long-term source of gener-
al-fund revenue.

Preserve Communities, which now 
owns and manages Bay Creek, plans for 
up to 1,800 lots to be developed.

Cape Charles town staff estimate that 
between 1,100 and 1,200 lots remain 
available in Bay Creek.

Over time, impact fees from the devel-
opment of those lots could generate rev-
enue of more than $3.5 million for Cape 
Charles.

The Town Council voted on April 20 
approving the resolution to authorize an 
amendment to the annexation agreement 
regarding the $3,000-per-lot impact fee.

The resolution must be signed by the 
town manager and the authorized agents 
of Bay Creek Development, Bay Creek 
Resort, and Bay Creek South.

Children’s Harbor Eastern Shore 
celebrated its first anniversary 
Wednesday, April 26, marking the 
day with a cake, a slideshow presen-
tation, and remarks by the chief ex-
ecutive officer, the center director, 
and a childcare specialist on staff.

Childcare specialist Ann Williams 
thanked Delegate Rob Bloxom and 
Sen. Lynwood Lewis, who were in at-
tendance, for their advocacy in get-
ting $250,000 in state funding for 
the facilty, near Onancock.

Additionally, the Eastern Shore 
of Virginia Community Founda-
tion granted $50,000 and the So-
roptomist Club donated to the 
facility.

Lewis called provision of childcare 
by the center “part of economic de-
velopment for our community, and 
hopefully they will be able to expand 
it.”

Bloxom said about when he and 
Lewis were approached about finding 
funding for the center, “There was 
a need. They came to us and I think 
Lyn and I both felt the importance 
of it and we went to Richmond and it 
was good to help.”

Lewis credited Williams with lead-
ing the push to bring a Children’s 
Harbor to the Shore.

Children’s Harbor CEO Wayne 
Bell Jr. gave highlights of the first 
year, including growing the center 
from an initial enrollment of 19 to 
56 now.

“We are very excited that the com-

munity believed in the vision,” he 
said, adding, “This facility impacts 
so many lives.”

The goal is to reach 60 enrolled by 
the end of May, with additional sum-
mer enrollment anticipated.

The center opened last year with 
13 employees and now has 15, Bell 
said.

The center was given a two-year li-
cense and in five health inspections, 
passed with no violations, according 
to Bell.

Additionally, the center’s pre-
school teacher received one of the 
highest scores in the state from an 
external observation, Bell said.

Williams noted pediatric thera-
pists from a local agency are at the 
center several days per week to as-
sist several clients who are enrolled 
there.

Bell said 35 of 56 children en-
rolled receive some type of financial 
subsidy.

“We believe that no child should 
be left behind,” he said.

Drought watch advisory 
posted for Eastern Shore

In response to existing conditions 
and to increase public awareness of the 
potential for a significant drought, the 
Virginia Department of Environmen-
tal Quality has issued a drought watch 
advisory for five of the Drought Eval-
uation Regions within the Common-
wealth, including the Eastern Shore. 

A drought watch advisory is in-
tended to increase awareness of con-
ditions and facilitate preparation 
for a drought when indicators in the 
Drought Assessment and Response 
Plan have been met. 

The interagency Virginia Drought 
Monitoring Task Force considered the 
following in establishing a drought 
watch advisory:

n Many of the affected areas have re-
ceived less than half of normal precipi-
tation within the last 60 days, with some 
areas receiving less than a quarter of 
normal precipitation over the past two 
weeks. Precipitation is predicted to re-
main below normal, with above normal 

temperatures over the next two weeks.
n Stream flows in these areas are be-

low normal, and some monitoring loca-
tions are below the 10th percentile of 
historical normal values. High tem-
peratures and low precipitation fore-
casted will continue to impact these 
regions in the near future.

n Groundwater levels have declined, 
and parts of the York-James, Middle 
James, Northern Virginia, and Roa-
noke regions have dropped below the 
10th percentile.

n Very dry soil moisture conditions 
have been measured across the majori-
ty of the northern and eastern portions 
of the Commonwealth and have ranked 
in the lowest 5% of historic values 
across portions of these regions.

 With this advisory, DEQ is working 
with local governments, public water 
works, and water users in the affected 
areas.

Virginians are requested to help pro-
tect current water supplies by mini-
mizing water use, monitoring drought 
conditions, and detecting and repair-
ing leaks.

At its April 24 meeting, the Onancock Town 
Council approved a homestay business at 16 Mar-
ket St., a fence at 35 Meadville Drive, rules on new 
signs in town, and reviewed the town budget, which 
requires no new or increased taxes. 

But the agenda item that drew the most attention 
and a standing-room-only crowd was the presenta-
tion of pavilion guidelines by the Friends of Onan-
cock School.

FOS is the nonprofit that operates the Historic 
Onancock School, a 14-acre property and 100-year-
old school building owned by the town of Onancock 
and leased to FOS for $1 per year. 

After studying ways to raise money and pay for 
the repairs the school needs (repairs that FOS, not 
the town, is responsible for), FOS came up with the 
idea of building a 3,000-square-foot performance 
pavilion to showcase local cultural events and to 
bring in revenue-producing musical acts.

In 2022, FOS went to the Town Council and re-
ceived unanimous consent to build the pavilion. 
After getting all the necessary permits and per-
missions, FOS installed the pavilion’s concrete 
foundation. 

Neighbors of the school and other town resi-
dents said they should have been notified that a per-
formance pavilion bringing in commercial music 
groups was being established in a neighborhood of 
single-family homes. 

FOS responded that it had done all that was re-
quired of it and didn’t have to notify neighbors. 
The Town Council remained silent. And the we-said-
they-said-oh-no-you-didn’t brouhaha has been at a 
boil for the past year.

People questioning the pavilion, how it was being 
financed, and the guidelines under which it would 
operate formed the Onancock Residents Group, led 
by Patsy and Dr. Greg Felthousen, who live across 
the creek from the proposed pavilion. 

FOS agreed to meet with ORG and other con-
cerned citizens to iron out a set of guidelines for 
the Town Council’s consideration. It was this set of 
guidelines that FOS President Haydon Rochester 
presented at the April 24 meeting.

Campaign ‘unbearable’
In introducing the guidelines, Rochester gave 

a short history of the pavilion’s development. As 
has been the case on both sides of the controversy, 
Rochester couldn’t resist sharp criticism of the op-
position, noting a “relentless campaign by a group 
that to this day refuses to reveal their leadership, 
sources of income, or ultimate intentions for the 
HOS property or the town itself.” 

HOS had called out its members in an email to at-
tend the April 24 Town Council meeting, the email 
stating in all caps red lettering “we need you to at-
tend…and speak up in favor of the pavilion.” 

That email also described the campaign against 
the pavilion as “unbearable.” The call to action 
worked, with HOS pavilion partisans seeming to 
make up the majority of the capacity crowd.

On the ORG side, Patsy Felthousen spoke about 
an incident that upset her when she watched an FOS 
board member on a dock at the school begin “taking 
photographs of my home.” 

She said she stood there “in disbelief watch-
ing him take” those photographs. Felthousen con-
firmed for the Post that the person photographing 
her home was FOS president, Haydon Rochester.

Recognizing the rift the pavilion issue has creat-
ed in the town, Council Member Maphis Oswald not-
ed that in resolving this issue “a lot more is at stake 
than a pavilion.” 

Mayor Fletcher Fosque said the council is the 
governing body and needs to make decisions about 
the pavilion and “can’t keep shoving it (the issue) 
down the road.” Still, the council kicked the can at 
least one more time, calling for two more meetings. 

The first meeting would be a council work ses-
sion, tentatively at 6 p.m. on May 15, to review the 
guidelines. The public would be invited to this ses-
sion but would not be allowed to comment as per the 
rules on council work sessions. 

The second meeting, at which the public would 
be invited and could speak, would present the coun-
cil’s views on the guidelines. 

The ultimate resolution will probably be a memo-
randum of understanding between the town and the 
school or a modification to the rental lease between 
the two parties.

Still to be resolved is the fact that a survey com-
missioned by FOS showed a portion of the pavilion’s 
foundation encroaching on the Resource Protection 
Area in violation of the Chesapeake Bay Act. Fos-
que said the school is applying for new permits as it 
doesn’t currently have a contractor, but the hope is 
that the RPA violation can be remediated.

The Onancock Town Council approved an ap-
plication made by Mayor Fletcher Fosque and his 
wife, Janet, for a special use permit to operate 
three bedrooms at their residence at 16 Market 
St. as a homestay, or short-term rental property.

The applicants intend to be on-site during 
any short-term rental and do not own any other 
homestay properties in Onancock.

“We will always be there,” said Janet Fosque.
The house was built in 1883 by Fletcher Fos-

que’s great-grandfather, and their children are 
fifth generation Onancock residents, she said, 
adding, “They expect to have this home. … Our 
intention is for it to remain in the family.”

The application meets the criteria in the town 
ordinance, according to the agenda item.

Up to six guests may occupy the homestay at 
any one time, according to the item.

Neighbors across the street, Priscillia and 
Phillip Hart, objected to the application via a 
letter and Priscilla Hart read the letter during a 
public hearing.

“We are very concerned about this beautiful 
home being a homestay,” Priscillia Hart said.

One concern is “potential adverse impact on 
the neighborhood’s character,” she said, quoting 
from the letter.

Parking also is a concern, according to the 
letter.

“What is the greater priority, business inter-
ests or limited rights of residents?” Hart said.

Hart said the applicant previously voiced ob-
jections about homestay businesses.

“This could result in a negative change for the 
neighborhood for the foreseeable future,” Hart 
said.

Another neighbor, Brenda Smith, said, “I 
think it’s a great idea, primarily because I am 
sure they  will be on the property.”

This is the 13th homestay approved in Onan-
cock, according to Town Manager Matt Spuck.

The event, which will run from 10 a.m. to 2 p.m., 
will offer something for everyone, old and young, 
including antique tractors, an antique gas engine, 
corn shelling, hayrides, and a demonstration of 

both the sawmill and a 
shingle mill.

Food and drinks 
will be provided by 
Northampton Fire & 
Rescue, of Nassaw-
adox, with proceeds 
from the sales benefit-
ing the fire company.

Peninsula Tractor 
Organization members 
Richard and Laurie 
Dryden invited every-
one to visit Nassawa-
dox Sawmill, an inte-
gral “part of our local 
history” on the East-
ern Shore.

The Northampton 
Lumber Company, 

which has been in business since 1887, started out 
as both a sawmill and building supply store.

The business was owned and operated by three 
local families who still maintain a presence on 
the Shore: the Chandlers, the Hollands, and the 
Walkers.

Bart Holland, a local funeral home owner and in-
surance agent, is one of the oldest living members 
of the three families. 

He is featured on the YouTube video, “A day at 
the Nassawadox Saw Mill with Bart Holland,” in 
which he shares his memories of the sawmill, stem-
ming back to his childhood.

The sawmill still standing in Nassawadox is actu-
ally the Northampton Lumber Company’s second, 
built in 1937. The sawmill shut down in the 1950s, 
but the building supply store remained open and 
still operates today.

When the sawmill was a working facility, the 
equipment was powered by steam and its boiler was 

fueled by sawdust and wood shavings. 
For the demonstration, the sawmill will be pow-

ered by a Farmall tractor connected to the mill by a 
mechanical belt.

Visitors will see how a log loaded onto the saw-
mill is squared off and cut into common types of 
lumber, such as a two-by-four.

They will also see the shingle mill in action, cut-
ting and trimming wood shingles that could cover 
the exterior of a home.

The shingle mill on loan for the event was pat-
ented in 1878 and made by the Lane manufacturing 
company, the “Cadillac” of mills in its day, Richard 
Dryden said.

Sample shingles branded with the Peninsula 
Tractor Organization’s initials will be given away to 
children at the event.

There is also a variety of antique farm equipment 
on display at the sawmill, from a plow to a horse-
drawn cart that was the “dump truck” of its time, 
Dryden said.

Nassawadox Sawmill is on the National Register 
of Historic Places and is one of only a few sawmills 

of its kind remaining.
The sawmill occupies property owned by the town 

of Nassawadox, which it subleases to the tractor or-
ganization for $1 annually.

The town also installed the chain-link fence along 
the perimeter of the sawmill property.

Both Nassawadox and Northampton County have 
“been very good to us,” supporting PTO’s histor-
ic preservation project at the sawmill and assisting 
the organization in obtaining grants, the Drydens 
said.

The Peninsula Tractor Organization was formed 
in 2009 with about 10 members and began its mis-
sion to restore Nassawadox Sawmill around 2018.

The project has come a long way since then but 
there is still work to be done.

PTO membership peaked at about 120, but that 
number dropped during the COVID-19 pandemic, 
and membership currently is about 70 or 80.

Through events like PTO’s antique tractor day, 
the organization hopes to attract new, younger 
members who will help the Nassawadox Sawmill 
project lumber over the finish line.

This month we will discuss first aid 
and first-aid kits. This is just basic 
information. It will not certify you in 
any form of first aid. 

If you wish to become certified in 
first aid, contact your local American 
Red Cross.

If someone becomes injured on a 
vessel, an evaluation has to be made to 
determine whether the injury requires 

simple first aid, such as a bandage, ur-
gent attention requiring you to can-
cel your trip, or medical attention by 
trained medical personnel. 

 The priorities for first aid are as 
simple as A.B.C.: airway, breathing, 
circulation. If there is an airway ob-
struction, the brain may become per-
manently damaged after three to four 
minutes without oxygen. A free flow-
ing airway and resuscitation are keys 
to survival. 

You should learn how to free an 

airway if a person is choking. Contact 
the Red Cross for appropriate lessons. 
If a choking episode occurs, a person 
should be designated to call a mayday 
to alert the Coast Guard and local au-
thorities. 

You should also immediately head 
to a designated rendezvous to meet 
properly trained EMS who can take 
over if needed.

Cade Williams has etched 
his name in the Delaware 
Technical Community Col-
lege baseball record books.

A native of Onley and a 
graduate of Nandua High 
School, Williams, a sopho-
more, became the first Dela-
ware Tech baseball pitcher to 
throw a no-hitter since 2013 
when he blanked Anne Arun-
del Community College in a 
1-0 win on March 5. The one 
run came from a home run 
by fellow sophomore Chase 
Boyle.

“It’s great to be a part of 
a game that rarely happens 
in baseball,” Williams said. 
“As the game was going on, I 
knew there weren’t any hits. 
But my main focus was just 
trying to get the win for my 
team.”

Williams faced 28 bat-
ters, had 11 strikeouts, and 
walked five. For the season, 
he has four wins and a 3.00 

ERA, a great follow-up to his 
solid freshman season when 
he recorded seven wins and 
finished with a 3.42 ERA. 
His 11 career pitching wins 
are the most by any Delaware 
Tech pitcher since at least 
2016.

His no-hitter performance 
also earned Williams Player 
of the Week honors from the 
Eastern Pennsylvania Ath-
letic Conference.

“Cade’s no-hitter was very 
impressive,” head coach Stu 
Madden said. “He got bet-
ter and better as the game 
went on. Since he joined our 
program, he has only gotten 
stronger and added velocity 
to his fastball.

“Cade has become a lead-
er of the pitching staff and 
does a great job of leading by 
example.”

Williams chose Delaware 
Tech because he had heard 
good things about Madden’s 

coaching and had the op-
portunity to earn a starting 
position. He has made the 
most of the opportunity and 
is planning to transfer to 
the University of Maryland 
Eastern Shore (UMES) after 
this season to continue play-
ing baseball for another two 
years.

“Cade’s strengths are his 
ability to throw all three of 
his pitches for strikes at any 
time, and he very rarely has 
a sore arm so he is always 
available to pitch,” Madden 
said. 

“UMES is getting a hard 
worker who will not beat 
himself because of his abili-
ty to throw strikes. They are 
also getting a good student 
who makes good decisions 
off the field as well.

“Cade has earned all of the 
success and opportunity that 
have come his way.”
