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Man killed when truck
runs off bridge-tunnel

An accident on the Chesapeake Bay
Bridge-Tunnel on Thursday, June 22,
in which a tractor-trailer went over-
board, left one man dead.

Christopher A. Scott, 36, of Hen-
rico, was crossing the bridge-tunnel
from the Virginia Beach side around
1:50 p.m. on Thursday, June 22, when
his tractor-trailer went overboard on
the west side of the bridge, near the
one-mile post.

The U.S. Coast Guard responded
and was assisted by Virginia Beach
police, fire, and emergency services
personnel, the Virginia Marine Re-
sources Commission, and others in
the search for Scott, according to a
U.S. Coast Guard press release.

The search was suspended around
9:30 a.m. on Friday, June 23, after a
salvage crew found Scott deceased in
the cab of the truck.

“This is a deeply tragic conclu-
sion,” said Capt. Jennifer Stockwell,
commander of Coast Guard Sector
Virginia. “We had hoped for a differ-
ent outcome; our thoughts are now
with the family in the days and weeks
ahead.”

The body and vehicle were recov-
ered around 3 p.m. by Crofton Diving,
of Portsmouth.

The tractor-trailer was owned
by Keep It Moving 22 LLC, a Mary-
land-based kitchen cabinet and furni-
ture manufacturer.

The cause of the accident has not
yet been determined. The CBBT police
investigation is ongoing.

“The thoughts and prayers of ev-
eryone at the CBBT are with the fam-
ily and loved ones of Mr. Scott during
this difficult time,” said Jeff Hol-
land, executive director of the CBBT.

portant,” said Accomac Mayor Pa-
tricia Smith, one of four elected of-
ficials to vote in May in favor of re-
turning to the town’s traditional fro-
zen treat.

Accomac served a healthier, all-
fruit option at its Independence Day
parade last year, according to Vice
Mayor Christopher Newman.

“Of all of the problems in our world
and our country, here we are in our
little town in our county seat arguing
about Popsicles,” said Newman, who
said he was one of three to vote in fa-
vor of offering the fruit juice bars
again this year.

The divide, however, is relatable
wherever sweaty kids are quenching
their summertime thirst with a frozen
treat on a stick.

Low-priced but less wholesome? Or
higher-priced and nutritional?

Accomac’s non-motorized Indepen-
dence Day parade is steeped in small-
town history. For decades residents

healthier to the children,” Newman
said.

The fruit juice bars come in low-
er-count boxes than the 18 packs
of orange, grape, cherry, and trop-
ical flavors the town traditionally
served, and Newman spoke to Food
Lion’s Onley manger, who provid-
ed a discount for the frozen fruit
bars.

Even with the discount, they cost
Accomac over $130 last year, com-
pared to around $72 the town spent on
sugar-free Popsicles in previous years,
Smith said.

Those supporting the fruit juice
bars contended Accomac can afford
the option. Several residents have of-
fered to foot the bill for the difference
in cost, Newman said.

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Protest rallies are rare on the Eastern Shore — especial-
ly one that draws 70 people, like the vigil held Saturday,
June 17, for Erika Bailey, the young mother killed in April
by a vehicle in Atlantic.

It was an emotional and forceful stand by a group that
wants charges brought against the driver of the vehicle
that hit Bailey. A vigil organizer counted the days that
there has been “no arrest, no justice” for Bailey.

The vigil was an impressive display of First Amendment
freedoms of speech and assembly. There are many places in
the world where such a vigil would not have been allowed.
And many places where the news media would have com-
pletely ignored such a gathering, or been prohibited from
covering it.

In the wake of the vigil, it is important to note that
criminal investigations take time — and some do not re-
sult in criminal charges. The subjects of such investiga-
tions are entitled to professionalism and thoroughness
from police and prosecutors. In law, getting it right is far
more important than getting it done quickly.

In a fast-paced society like ours, in which everything from
getting information to ordering food is at our fingertips, a
thorough investigation can seem very slow by comparison.

For many reasons, the details of an investigation that
could lead to possible criminal charges are private. For
example, grand juries impaneled to weigh evidence must
agree, by law, to keep facts secret. There will be only a very
minimal disclosure of basic facts during the process.

To hold a vigil calling for justice is one of our basic
American rights — like owning firearms, worshiping in
church, or not worshiping at all. But those under investi-
gation also have rights — like a thoroughgoing examina-
tion of facts, even if it takes a while.

Hackers threaten everyone — even the nicest folks

done.

One of her closest friends sent her a note on
Facebook Messenger asking her to repeat back a
five-digit number.

It is the type of friend for whom she’d do any-
thing. So she sent the
code.

But it wasn’t one of her
closest friends. It was a
hacker who had taken her
friend’s account.

Because Harris re-
sponded to the note on
Facebook Messenger, the
hacker gained access to
Harris’ entire life.

Harris today cannot
control her personal or
business Facebook pages.

She had to close down
personal and business
bank accounts, both of which had suspicious ac-
tivity, and open new accounts.

Adding to the indignity, the hacker still uses
Harris’ personal Facebook page. It still has Har-
ris’ name. But they are photos of someone else.

“It’s been a nightmare,” she said.

How do we protect ourselves from hackers on
Facebook Messenger?

There are plenty of suggestions online — use
caution when sharing personal information, be
vigilant and aware, and so on.

And, as Harris found out and hopes others
learn — be careful responding on Messenger.

Because it might be a hacker disguised as one of
your best friends.

That Harris had to undergo this ordeal is
proof that hackers threaten even the nicest folks
among us.

Harris owns Shore Creations on Lankford
Highway in Onley. It’s a showplace of a shop
with women’s clothing, jewelry, home decor, and
more.

She has relaunched her business Facebook
page. It’s called Shore Creations LLC and is
building back its list of followers.

Harris, naturally modest, was hesitant to talk
about the ordeal. She was understandably upset.
She was embarrassed about something that could
have happened to anyone.

And she would never want her dear friend —
another one of the Eastern Shore’s nicest peo-
ple — to feel badly about it. It clearly wasn’t the
fault of her friend, who was also hacked.

She hoped her story might be a cautionary
tale for others. Don’t be so casual and trusting
online. Read up on how to protect yourself from
hackers. Ask questions and familiarize yourself.

Always the optimist, Harris wondered aloud
about the profound impact we’d realize if the hel-
lions among us became helpers instead.

Think of how beneficial these sinister comput-
er hackers could be to the world if they put their
talents to good use.

“If they would just use the knowledge they
have for good, we would have a wonderful place,”
she said.

Leave the fireworks
to the professionals

The Virginia Department of Fire
Programs-State Fire Marshal’s Office
(SFMO) reminds Virginians ahead of
the Fourth of July holiday weekend

that the possession of and selling il-
legal fireworks is a criminal offense —
leave fireworks to the professionals.

In general, any firework that ex-
plodes, moves on the ground or in the
air, or shoots a projectile is illegal in
the Commonwealth of Virginia.

“The safest way to celebrate the holi-

day with fireworks is to attend a profes-
sional show,” said Billy Hux, State Fire
Marshal. “Improperly handling fireworks
can result in catastrophic outcomes in-
cluding fires and severe injuries.”

Only “permissible fireworks,” as de-
fined in the Code of Virginia, can be legal-
ly sold, possessed, or used within the Com-

monwealth. A list of permissible fireworks
can be viewed on the VDFP website.

Performance pavilion dustup shows no signs of letting up

More than six months after groundbreaking on a
performance pavilion, Onancock residents are strug-
gling to reconcile opinions on whether the stage will
be a boon or bust for the town.

“It’s extremely unfortunate that we have been
having this long debate about the pavilion and what
can be done there when, since 2008, it seems to me
it’s extremely clear that what we’re intending to do
there is already permitted,” said HaydOn Rochester,
president of the Historic Onancock School Board
of Directors, in a nod to the town’s Cultural, Rec-
reational, and Community Facilities zoning district
that includes the pavilion.

Uses allowed in that zoning district established
in 2008 include “facilities for cultural, recreational,
social, and community uses such as, but not limited
to, practice, performance and display of the visual
and performing arts, educational activities, recre-
ation and physical fitness activities, meetings, con-
ferences and other community or social gatherings,”

according to the town zoning ordinance.

But some say the pavilion is a threat to the way of
life in the quiet town.

“Most of the people, when I ask them, “Why did
you move here?’ they don’t say it’s because there’s a
pavilion coming,” said Clark Williams.

“They say, ‘We moved here for the peace, the qui-
et, the small town,’” he said.

The pavilion is a project by Friends of Onancock
School, which operates the nonprofit Historic Onan-
cock School on College Avenue.

FOS obtained the necessary permits and received
a vote of support from the town council before be-
ginning pavilion construction, but has paused the
construction while the town reaches consensus on
how performances there can coexist with neighbors’
way of life.

Rick Turner, a member of Historic Onancock
School’s Board of Directors, said the group has
maintained the school grounds and building over
the past 16 years with little oversight from the town
council.

“We’ve been trusted to do the job,” he said.

Onancock’s town council has held several meet-
ings to discuss proposed guidelines to manage fu-
ture performances at the pavilion. They range from
what times of day to allow concerts to the number of
performances permitted per season and security, al-
cohol sales, bathrooms, and parking guidelines.

Though the topic was not on the town council’s
Monday meeting agenda, several spoke about the
stage during public comment.

“The town is so divided on this pavilion ... and I
think transparency was the issue from the begin-
ning,” said Councilmember Maphis Oswald.

“We keep combining two separate things,” she
said. “It’s not that we don’t support the school, it’s
not that we don’t recognize the job they’ve done.

“What we are supporting is what the public and
the people in the town are asking you to take a look
at.”

More broadband internet
money headed for area

Virginia will receive $1.48 billion
in federal funds to expand access to
high-speed internet, Sen. Mark War-
ner announced Monday.

A group of local partners is eying
the funding to continue broadband
build out on the Eastern Shore.

“We all know that access to fast,
reliable, and affordable internet is
crucial to ensuring our rural com-
munities grow and thrive, and I’'m
thrilled that Virginia is receiving
the investment we need to deploy
broadband all across the Common-
wealth,” Warner said in a press
release.

“This whopping $1.4 billion in-
vestment brings us a giant step clos-
er to achieving our goal of universal
broadband coverage in Virginia,” he
said.

The Broadband Equity, Access,
and Deployment Program, or BEAD,
funded by the federal Infrastructure
Investment and Jobs Act that Pres-
ident Joe Biden signed into law in
2021 is providing $42.5 nationwide
to deploy broadband and expand ac-
cess to high-speed internet.

tor Mike Mason called the program a
“tremendous opportunity for the en-
tire Commonwealth to address any
unserved areas” in a presentation to
the county board of supervisors last
week.

“The sheer volume of dollars in
the program, potentially, is going to
spell out a lot of awards,” he said.

Mason recommended Accomack
County repurpose its $1.8 million
in American Rescue Plan Act fund-
ing that would have been matching
funds for an unsuccessful broadband
grant application this year to serve
as matching funds for a future BEAD
grant application.

Accomack and Northampton coun-
ties partnered with Eastern Shore of
Virginia Broadband Authority to ap-
ply for the 2023 Virginia Telecommu-
nications Initiative grant, but were
not among the 14 VATI grant recip-
ients in the state this year, Mason
said last month.

The local partners received a pre-
vious VATI grant that is funding
broadband expansion on the Eastern
Shore now. That grant will expand
broadband access to about 70 to 72%
of homes once completed, Mason said
during May’s board of supervisors
meeting.

Captain Matt Abell, at the Sea
Hawk Sports Center, described the re-
cent flounder action on the seaside as
“slow fishing,” due to the effects of the
recent rainy weather.

Brief windows of clearer water have
been encountered during the incom-
ing tide, especially close to the inlets.
Pink-colored Berkley Gulp and silver-
sides fished on a double hook rig have
proved to be one of the most productive
bait combinations during recent trips.

In Pocomoke Sound, Captain Matt
said the cobia have been “fairly co-
operative,” when the weather settles
enough to safely pursue. Most of the
fish have been caught on chunks of
fresh bunker (menhaden) fished on
7/0 to 9/0 hooks on a fishfinder rig,
after being lured in by chumming with
ground bunker.

When conditions allow and the fish
can be sighted cruising just below the
surface, live eels can be cast to the fish.
The best action continues to be from

the waters off Onancock, south to the
mouth of the bay in depths of 15-25
feet. Speckled trout, rockfish, and a
few red drum continue to be caught
on chunks of soft crab and peeler baits
fished over submerged grass bads in
shallow water. A few of the red drum
have been small enough to fit into the
legal slot size.

Wachapreague

Captain Lindsay Paul phoned me
during a flounder charter, telling me
that he was enjoying some success as
long as clear water could be found. The
flood tide has produced the best flounder
action.

He added that recent weather condi-
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tions have kept the offshore fishing fleet
in port. A catch report from the June 16
edition erroneously attributed a catch

of yellowfin tuna, skipjack, tilefish,

and a mako to Teaser Sportfishing. The
catch was, in fact, made aboard a private
vessel.

Lower Shore

Dan Bell, at Oceans East-Eastern
Shore, described the cobia fishing off
the lower shore as being “spot on,”
with some large cobia landed over the
weekend. He added that good numbers
of cobia were seen from the Chesapeake
Bay Bridge-Tunnel up to Buoy 36A.

Sheepshead fishing was described
as great, with large fish brought

in from around the pilings of the
bridge-tunnel. Schools of nice-sized
Spanish mackerel are scattered from
the bridge-tunnel up to the waters off
Kiptopeke.

Flounder fishing was described as
“HOT!” with flatfish being caught
from the “Ditch,” up to the concrete
ships, and out to the Cabbage Patch.
Spadefishing action has been on the
slower side, but Dan expected it to im-
prove with the recent improvements
with the weather.

Jeb Brady, at Bailey’s Bait & Tack-
le in Cape Charles, confirmed that the
recent string of unstable weather has
played havoc on the fishing action. He
said that cobia fishing remained “de-
cent” when the weather cooperated.
Cobia anglers bottom fishing with cut

bait and sight fishing with live eels have enjoyed
success from the bridge-tunnel up to the waters off
Nassawadox Creek.

Red drum are still available in the breakers
around Fisherman Island for anglers soaking crab
baits. Flounder action has been good around the
Fisherman Inlet bridge when the water is clear.
The offshore wrecks have been producing some
larger-class flounder for anglers dropping Gulp
and squid baits.

Spadefish have been hitting cut clam baits fished
around the fourth island of the bridge-tunnel.
Sand mullet (whiting) have been hitting around
the concrete ships, while catches off the lower
bay piers have consisted primarily of flounder and
small croakers.

Supervisors learn they can’t scotch First Amendment rights

County attorney tells board, ‘I think you’re treading on some
potentially dangerous ground’ with proposed sign ordinance

Northampton’s new county attor-
ney, Michelle Clayton, advised the
board of supervisors on Tuesday, June
27, about two items related to zoning
that could potentially violate citizens’
First Amendment rights.

“Ithink you’re treading on some po-
tentially dangerous ground,” she said
during a discussion of the proposed
new sign and lighting ordinance.

Clayton was referring to the
Northampton Planning Commis-
sion’s suggestion to regulate murals
— artistic images with no text cov-
ering exterior walls — as signs. Mu-
rals are exempt from the current sign
ordinance.

The planning commission would
be in the position of judging which
art is and isn’t acceptable for public
display.

Supervisor Oliver Bennett said
there should be a provision for decency.

“I may put up some stuff that’s well
out of bounds, and it should be able
to be told me, ‘No, you can’t put that
up,’” he said.

He recalled a local depiction of a

mermaid that sparked public outcry,
and others remembered recently see-
ing a truck displaying a sign contain-
ing profanity and a reference to a po-
litical figure.

“Everybody in the ... county could
be complaining about it, but it’s First
Amendment, and we just can’t do”
anything about either the art or the
political speech, Clayton said.

After hearing the county attorney
weigh in, supervisors agreed murals
should remain exempt from the sign
ordinance.

The First Amendment issue was
revisited later when Clayton recom-
mended supervisors strike a local reg-
ulation stating political signs may be
posted no more than 60 days before an
election.

“There’s been case law that says
that’s ... problematic to free speech
right before an election,” she said.

Clayton said she supported keep-
ing the part of the regulation that re-
quires political signs to be removed
within one week after an election.

Northampton supervisors also
nixed a proposal they deemed too re-
strictive — limiting the posting of
signs for events such as yard sales to

four times per year.

However, they agreed to some addi-
tional sign restrictions:

B No sign may be more than 30 feet
high when measured from the ground
to the top of the sign.

B A business may have no more
than five temporary signs that are 2.5
square feet or smaller. Several super-
visors didn’t want to follow the exam-
ple of an Exmore convenience store
that has around 20 of the signs adver-
tising the price of its fried chicken.
They noted that incorporated towns
like Exmore, which have their own
zoning ordinances, will be unaffected
by the change.

B A real estate sign must be re-
moved within a week after a sale closes
or the property is leased.

Northampton supervisors also
agreed with several proposals that
would make the sign ordinance more
permissive:

B Electronic signs will be allowed.
There will be some restrictions, such
as how often the messages can change,
which is to be determined but will not
be more frequent than every eight
seconds.

B The required setback for a sign
will no longer be 100 feet. The set-
back will be determined by the height
of the sign. For example, a 20-foot-
high sign must be set 20 feet from the

road right-of-way. The requirement
ensures public safety in case the sign
falls.

B A business may display a sign on
the side of a building to be visible from
the road or highway. Businesses were
previously restricted to hanging signs
on the front of their buildings.

B Residential signs, such as those
marking a subdivision, may be up to
32 square feet and seven feet high, up
from four square feet and four feet
high.

Anyone who wants to display a
type of sign not covered in the zon-
ing ordinance may submit a propos-
al to the planning commission for its
consideration.

Northampton supervisors also dis-
cussed the lighting section of the or-
dinance and agreed on several issues,
including that businesses should be re-
quired to maintain their lighting.

The county attorney will review
the matter and determine if the light-
ing maintenance requirement can be a
condition of a business license or spe-
cial-use permit.

The decisions that supervisors made
June 27 on the zoning text amendment
were by consensus; no formal action
was taken. The planning commission
will incorporate the changes and re-
submit the proposal for approval by
supervisors.

She is a candidate for the 100th
District seat in the House of Delegates.

Their terms end Dec. 31. Candidates
on the ballot had to file by June 20.

Northampton County voters, along
with electing state legislators, will
elect candidates to local offices in
November.

Local offices on the ballot are Clerk
of the Court, Commonwealth’s Attor-
ney, Sheriff, Commissioner of Reve-

Holland, retiring superintendent: ‘Opportunity of a lifetime’

Longtime county educator goes out on top: Peers named
him Region II Superintendent of the Year this spring

When Warren “Chris” Holland be-
gan his role as superintendent of Acco-
mack County Public Schools, his focus
was on retaining good teachers and de-
veloping future administrators.

Almost eight years later, Holland is
retiring from the position with marked
progress toward his goals.

“I’ve been given the opportunity
of a lifetime to do this job,” said Hol-
land, who has served in Accomack
schools since 1985 as a teacher, coach,
assistant principal, principal, and
superintendent.

He is proud of the relationship the
schools have built with Accomack’s
board of supervisors in that time;
the school system’s navigation of the
COVID-19 pandemic; and that his suc-
cessor, Accomack Assistant Superin-
tendent of Instruction Rhonda Hall,
will fill his role as superintendent.

But most of all, Holland said he is
proud of “being visible” to students in
the hallways and outside of school.

“Anybody who knows me, (knows)
my wife has gone to many events at
night — proms, ball games, concerts.
We both love education,” he said. His
wife, Melissa, taught history in Acco-
mack schools for over 30 years.

“We went to two proms in one night.

People would say, “Why do you do
that?’ I said, “Why wouldn’t I?’” Hol-
land said.

“The kids need to see the superin-
tendent out at night, so we tried to do
that.”

An avid basketball player in high
school and post-graduation, Holland
knew from a young age he wanted to
teach and coach students.

With encouragement from his par-
ents, coaches, and friends, he went on
to coach at Hargrave Military Acade-
my, in Chatham, for six years before
moving to Accomack County.

Holland was a teacher and coach in
the local school system before serv-
ing as an assistant principal and being
named principal at Chincoteague High
School.

His first day as superintendent of
Accomack County schools was Jan. 1,
2016.

Some of the early challenges he faced
as the school system’s top administra-
tor included addressing school safety
— a priority his successor said she will
continue to address in the position.

Holland also worked to have the
county’s 11 public schools accredited.

“When I came on board, there were
only eight schools accredited. Now,
we’ve had our schools accredited.
That’s a feat that’s incredible,” said
Holland, who noted the schools are

still waiting for their most recent test
score results.

The Virginia Association of School
Superintendents named him Region
II Superintendent of the Year this
spring, a position for which Holland’s
peers nominated him.

But his successes as superintendent
did not come without challenges.

Early in his career, Holland was di-
agnosed with Hodgkin’s disease and

underwent chemotherapy.

“I was teaching P.E. and coaching
and the people on Chincoteague really
helped me,” he said.

Another major test in his career
came more recently, when schools
shuttered their doors during the
COVID-19 pandemic.

“I knew it’d be a big learning loss
and I wanted to bring students back,
bring people back,” Holland said.

“I worked hard with central office
and kept schools open. I was proud of
that,” he said.

As Hall fills the role of superinten-
dent, Holland said keeping students
in the classroom and teachers in Ac-
comack Schools will continue to be
challenges.

He said she is up to the task.

“She has the experience and she’ll
do some great things,” Holland said
of the incoming superintendent, who
has worked in Accomack schools for 34
years.

In his retirement, Holland plans to
visit his daughter, also an educator,
and grandson in Florida. He plans to
spend more time outdoors hunting and
fishing and visit former players who
have moved to positions coaching at
colleges.

“T’ll miss it, but I was never home
a lot, always working. I’ve got other
things that I’ve needed to do,” he said
of his decades-long tenure in Acco-
mack schools.

“I’m looking forward to this other
chapter in my life,” Holland said.

Accomack gets opioid
abatement grant funding

The Virginia Opioid Abatement Authority voted
to award more than $23 million in grants to 76 Vir-
ginia cities and counties for opioid abatement and
remediation efforts, including Accomack County.

The vote confirmed the full board’s approval of
recommendations made by the OAA’s grants com-
mittee, which earlier this month recommended the
slate of awards.
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Dr. Sarah Thomason, a clinical pharmacist who
chairs the OAA’s Grants Committee, said the OAA
sought to provide a balance in the types of awards
made. “The programs we funded in this round ad-
dress gaps across the board, ranging from preven-
tion and education, to treatment, to long-term re-
covery,” she said.

The proposed awards include grants to 13 indi-
vidual cities or counties and 26 grants to partner-
ships in which multiple cities and/or counties com-
mitted to a regional approach.

Projects vary based on the identified needs of each

community, and range from expansion of medication
for opioid use disorder treatment programs, to re-
covery housing, to in-patient services.

Accomack County received $15,862. It is part-
nering with the Eastern Shore Community Servies
Board to provide outpatient behavioral health ser-
vices including case management, care coordination,
and access to medication for opioid use disorder.

The services wil be available for all Accomack
County residents including Tangier Island, where
the county will provide an air transportation
option.

Members of the Northampton
Board of Supervisors remain dis-
satisfied with the maintenance and
operation of the county’s public
schools.

“This supervisor’s not happy
about it,” said Supervisor John
Coker during a Monday, June 26,
discussion of new Virginia laws that
take effect July 1.

County Attorney Michelle Clay-
ton was reviewing new laws that
could impact Northampton and
came to Senate Bill 1124, which
tasks the Virginia Board of Edu-
cation with creating standards for
the maintenance, operation, renova-
tion, and new construction of public
elementary and secondary schools.

The new guidelines will be in-
cluded in the Virginia Department
of Education’s Standards of Qual-
ity, a document that establish-
es, for example, appropriate ra-
tios of teachers and school staff to
students.

School divisions must follow the
standards to receive state funding
for budget items such as teacher
raises.

The state board of education will
determine what percentage of a
school’s replacement value must be
spent on the building’s maintenance
and operations, and it must submit
the recommendations by July 1,
2024.

Virginia school boards will be re-
quired to designate those funds for
school maintenance in their divi-
sions’ annual operating budgets.

Regarding school building main-
tenance, Coker said, “There’s some
of us up here that don’t feel like
that’s being done today or has been
done for the last 10 years.”

“I’d like to see what they’re re-
quiring them to do in the future be-

cause they sure haven’t required
them to do much in the past,” he
said.

Chris Truckner, director of op-
erations for Northampton County
Public Schools and a civil engineer,
has faced many challenges since he
started the job in 2010.

In 2007, three years before
Truckner was hired, a structur-
al engineering firm had released a
study concluding that the part of
Northampton High School that was
built in 1954 already was in “poor”
condition.

The 1978 section of the high
school 16 years ago was still in
“good” condition but would need
renovation “in the near future.”

After years of debate between the
school board and county supervi-
sors, a project was created of com-
bined renovation and new construc-
tion for the high school.

A request for proposals was made
in 2022 and the low contractor bid
was $84 million, which far exceeded
what Northampton was prepared to
spend.

Now the school division is work-
ing to cut costs, seek new bids, and
find additional funding.

Northampton schools also is pay-
ing for a multimillion-dollar project
that was recently completed, replac-
ing the HVAC systems in Kiptopeke
and Occohannock Elementary with
brand-new geothermal systems.

The schools were each around 28
years old by the time that project
was underway, about two years after
the catastrophic failure of the main
water lines to the existing HVAC
systems.

Truckner had noted at the time
that the failure was due not to main-
tenance issues but because the pipes
were made from low-quality materi-
als, of which the school division was
unaware at the time of the elementa-
ry schools’ construction.

Warner, Kaine announce $23M grant

U.S. Sens. Mark Warner and Tim
Kaine announced on Monday, June 26,
that a $23.25 million federal grant has
been awarded for the Eastern Shore’s
rail trail project — the largest infra-
structure grant of its kind in Virginia.

“We are thrilled both Senator War-
ner and Senator Kaine understand not
only the complex challenges facing the
Shore but also the prospects and op-
portunities a rail trail conversion pro-
vides,” said Accomack County Super-
visor Ron Wolff, chairman of the East-
ern Shore Rail Trail Foundation non-
profit, in a June 28 press release.

In addition to providing a safe,
10-foot-wide paved path for hikers
and bikers, the project is expected to
prompt economic growth, with start-
ups like bike shops, restaurants, and
other small businesses cropping up
along the trail.

The $23.25 million grant will fund
nearly 17 miles of the 49-mile rail trail
project that will stretch from Cape
Charles in Northampton County to
Hallwood in Accomack County.

The 17 miles of rail trail that will be
built with the grant funds run through
Nassawadox, Exmore, Painter, Keller,
Melfa, and Onley.

The Accomack-Northampton Plan-
ning District Commission was instru-
mental in obtaining the federal grant
award.

Spencer Murray, president of
Canonie Atlantic, the company that
owns the railroad corridor, said,
“This federal award is greatly appre-
ciated. It clearly highlights the fore-
sight of Sens. Kaine and Warner and
represents just a part of our strategy
to seek out qualified infrastructure,
transportation, and other available
funding sources to support the Shore’s
corridor conversion.”

This is not the first federal grant
awarded for the rail trail project.
During her time in office, former
Congresswoman Elaine Luria helped

secure a $2.5 million grant in Fed-
eral Community Project Funding,
formerly called earmarks, for the
Cape Charles portion of the rail trail
project.

Kaine visited Cape Charles to hike
along the path of the future rail trail
last August.

That portion of the project is in the
planning phase. The Virginia Depart-
ment of Transportation, which is ad-
ministering the $2.5 million grant, al-
so will administer the new grant.
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Donald Hart, chair of the Acco-
mack-Northampton Transportation
District Commission, said, “On be-
half of the ANTDC we greatly ap-
preciate the Commonwealth of Vir-
ginia’s and VDOT’s ongoing support
and partnership in planning and
administering the ongoing devel-
opment of the Eastern Shore’s rail
corridor.”

The Eastern Shore Rail Trail Foun-
dation also has applied for $8.5 million
in state funding for the project.

The $23.25 million federal award is
from the U.S. Department of Trans-
portation’s Rebuilding American In-
frastructure with Sustainability and
Equity program, or RAISE, which was
funded by the bipartisan infrastruc-
ture bill passed by Congress in late
2021.

The funds are expected to become
available later this year. A start date
for construction of the 17-mile por-
tion of the rail trail from Nassawadox
to Onley will be determined.



ONANCOCK

Town 1s poised to lower speeds on several streets

Onancock is poised to lower the
speed limit on several streets, pending
Virginia Department of Transporta-
tion approval.

The town council on Monday, June
26, voted to change the town’s speed
limit to 25 mph on all streets inside
town limits unless otherwise specified.

The new 25 mph zones would include
Hill and Liberty streets, both marked
for 35 mph, and the portion of Market
Street from Hall Street into town.

The only road within town limits
that would remain above 25 mph is

Market Street between Fairgrounds
Road and Hall Street, near the car-
wash and self-service laundry, which
would decrease to 30 mph.

The changes to Market Street would
provide a “deceleration zone” on the
main thoroughfare in to town, which
VDOT plans to restripe next year to re-
duce travel lanes from four to two lanes
and add bike shoulders and a center turn
lane, Town Manager Matt Spuck said.

VDOT must approve the changes be-
fore Onancock enacts the new speed
limits, he said. There is no timeline for
VDOT’s decision, Spuck said.

“I hope that this gets done and it
makes Onancock a safer place,” said

Charlie Roe, a resident who spoke
during the public hearing before the
vote to change the speed limits.

Town creates EDA

The Onancock Town Council vot-
ed to create a town Economic Devel-
opment Authority during its meeting
Monday.

The near-term purpose of the Town
of Onancock EDA would be to serve as
a pass-through body for funding the
Department of Housing and Commu-
nity Development awarded Onancock
to renovate the Lilliston building at 51
Market St.

“Our lawyer has told us that a town
may not loan money to a private enti-
ty,” Spuck said of the $1 million In-
dustrial Revitalization Fund for the
project. The funding would go to pri-
vate developer PSP Lilliston LLC for
the project.

In the future, the EDA “opens us
up for additional funding avenues
to stimulate the businesses in Onan-
cock,” Spuck said.

“That gives us some exciting oppor-
tunities,” he said.

The EDA will be a political subdivi-
sion of Onancock governed by a board
of seven members, which the town
council will appoint.

Boat-ramp vehicle permit policy will be revisited

The Accomack County Board of Supervisors will
revisit its policy on permits required on vehicles
parked at public boat ramps during a hearing next
month.

Existing rules require any vehicle parked at 16
of the county’s public landings to display a permit,
but the board is considering changes that would re-
quire only vehicles pulling boat trailers to display
permits.

“The people who are using it ... are the fishermen,”
Supervisor Ron Wolff said of the boat ramps.

“Why are we burdening people who want to
go down and sit and watch the sunset or look at
birds?”

Only requiring vehicles towing boat trailers to
display the permits “would make it much more
equitable for people who are using the ramp,” he
said.

The board held a public hearing Wednesday, June
21, to consider updating its policy on the permits.

Existing guidelines, which aim to address limited
parking at the landings, require a $7 daily permit or
$40 annual permit for all vehicles parked at public

landings.

Those with a Virginia saltwater recreational fish-
ing license pay $5 for a daily permit or $30 annually.

Boat owners whose boats are taxed by Accomack
County receive a free annual parking permit by mail
for each boat taxed.

Residents who pay county real estate or personal
property taxes can contact the county treasurer’s of-
fice to receive a permit free of charge.

Proposed changes would allow the county to is-

sue charter boat captains up to six annual parking
permits that would be transferable among their
customers.

The board voted to table its decision on the chang-
es until its meeting July 19 so it can consider the ad-
ditional provision that only vehicles towing a boat
trailer would be required to display a permit.

The board last month asked Accomack County
staff to examine the cost of administering its boat
ramp permit program and revenue it generates.

Staff found permit sales generated $15,225
last fiscal year, while the program cost the county
$11,049 to administer.

The county mailed 5,303 free permits to those
who pay county real estate or personal property tax-
es and are therefore exempt from paying for the per-
mits. It processed 755 paid parking permits, though
73 were refunded, County Administrator Mike Ma-
son reported.

The Sheriff’s Department issued 59 citations as-
sociated with the permits during the same time, he
said.

The board of supervisors plans to hold a pub-
lic hearing on the proposed changes July 19. Mem-
bers of the public can comment on the permit policy
during the hearing.
