Coyotes are not a rarity on the Eastern Shore

A wild coyote, an animal that is oc-
casionally seen on the Eastern Shore 
and is common throughout the state, 
was recently photographed in south-
ern Accomack County, prompting a 
social media buzz. 

Sean Dixon, general manager of 
Kiptopeke State Park, confirmed that 
coyotes are found throughout Virgin-
ia and have been spotted in the park 
over the last couple of years, but they 
have not presented a nuisance.

“They haven’t caused any issues or 
any problems with anything. They’re 
typically going to be very scared of 
the humans and try and avoid us,” he 
said.

Coyotes are native to the Midwest 
but have been moving east, where 
there is a lack of other large carni-

vores, like red wolves, to compete for 
survival.

Coyotes arrived in Virginia in the 
1970s and can be found in every coun-
ty and many cities in the state. They 
are primarily active at night but can 
also be seen during the day.

Some people believe that seeing a 
coyote during the day indicates that 
the animal has rabies, but this is a 
myth, according to the Virginia De-
partment of Wildlife Resources.

Coyotes are most active in the 
spring and summer, when they are 
searching for food for their pups. 
Coyotes prefer to eat animals such 
as mice, rabbits, and deer, as well as 
some fruits.

Examples of activities that can at-
tract coyotes looking for food include 
keeping a bird feeder that attracts 
squirrels and other small mammals, 
feeding pets outside or leaving food 

out for feral cats, leaving trash out-
side overnight, and not picking up 
fallen fruit from around trees.

Coyotes also may be attracted to 
open areas under buildings, which 
they can use as dens.

A coyote’s eating habits can be 
beneficial to humans, since coyotes 
eat pests such as mice and rats and 
nuisances like groundhogs that eat 
flowers and other plants in gar-
dens.

However, coyotes should never be 
invited or allowed to frequent resi-
dences, as they will become unafraid 
and aggressive toward humans. Once 
this happens, it’s extremely difficult 
to get rid of the coyotes.

Methods to protect pets from 
coyotes include keeping cats indoors, 
monitoring other small pets while 
they’re outside, and walking dogs on 
leashes.

Coyotes can view larger dogs as a 
threat from January to June, during 
the mating and pup-raising seasons.

If a person or a pet has physical 
contact with a coyote, contact the lo-
cal health department and follow the 
instructions provided. The incident 
also should be reported to animal con-
trol and DWR. The Virginia Wildlife 
Conflict Helpline is 1-855-571-9003.

Because coyotes are considered a 
nuisance species, DWR requires no 
kill permit to remove coyotes, which 
are in continuous open season.

However, individuals wishing to 
remove coyotes from their proper-
ty should contact their local com-
monwealth attorney’s office before 
proceeding.

They also may locate a wildlife control 
company or licensed trapper through the 
Trapper Finder Tool on the DWR website

An Accomack County man faces 
two years in prison for sexually as-
saulting a young woman after putting 
a narcotic in her drink.

Warren Scott Johnson, 23, of 
Bloxom, was originally charged 
with more serious charges includ-
ing rape, but pleaded guilty to 
two misdemeanor counts of sexual 
battery and third offense sexual 
battery, which is a felony, in a plea 
agreement.

Johnson and a friend met the vic-
tim and two of her friends at a party 
in the Pungoteague area in July 2020.  
They knew each other, said Common-
wealth’s Attorney Spencer Morgan.   

After spending some time there, 
they decided to go to Johnson’s 
friend’s house near Nelsonia. The 

drinking and partying continued 
there, Morgan said. 

The two men went out to buy nar-
cotics and returned with them to the 
gathering. 

The victim later told police John-
son encouraged her to finish her drink 
and said she felt like she swallowed a 
pill while drinking it. 

She said she fell asleep and awoke 
to find Johnson assaulting her, Mor-
gan told the court.  

“Her physical  reaction was quite 
palpable,” Morgan said, referring to 
her reaction to the drug she imbibed.  

The victim went home and told her 
mother what happened. 

Johnson first told police he had no 
sexual contact with the victim but 
later admitted he did but said she 
initiated it. 

Morgan said he entered into the 
agreement with Johnson because of  

“concerns over evidence and the like-
lihood of success at trial.”  

“There were problems with the 
case on both sides,” agreed defense 
attorney Kelly Dicorrado, who ac-
cepted Morgan’s summary of evi-
dence. 

“They were both young and were 
drinking and partying,” she told the 
court. 

The agreement recommends a 
term of 12 months on each of the two 
misdemeanor counts of sexual bat-
tery and five years for sexual battery, 
third offense. 

His active prison time is capped at 
a maximum of two years.   

Judge W. Revell Lewis III accepted 
the agreement and ordered that a psy-
cho-sexual and a presentence investi-
gation report be prepared. 

Sentencing in the case is set for 
Oct. 19.

Resource conservation council ‘not sustainable’

The Eastern Shore of Virginia Re-
source Conservation and Development 
Council has requested to dissolve.

In a July 26 letter to the Accomack 
County Board of Supervisors, RC&D 
Chair Edwin Long cited the group’s fi-
nancial status as the reason its execu-
tive board voted to dissolve the group.

“As it stands, the current Council 
business model does not appear to 
be sustainable moving forward,” the 
letter reads.

In an interview Aug. 21, Long said 
the RC&D is no longer viable for two 
key reasons.

“One is lack of funding,” he said. 
“We tried to do a project two years 
ago and this past year … and we were 
turned down because we didn’t have 
enough money in our account to justi-

fy the administration of the grant.”
“The second is that our last project 

director quit suddenly and we have been 
struggling … trying to get qualified 
applicants to work part-time,” he said.

The Eastern Shore RC&D is a 
non-profit group helping Accomack 
and Northampton counties by “improv-
ing the quality of life, including social, 
economic, and environmental con-
cerns; continuing prudent use of natu-
ral resources; and strengthening local 
citizens’ ability to use available sources 
of assistance,” its website reads.

Since it was created in 1974, the 
group has helped manage large-scale 
projects such as dredging local water-
ways and installing Tangier’s seawall, 
Long said. It also coordinates the 
Eastern Shore of Virginia Watershed 
Roundtable.

Its value lies largely in its non-prof-
it status, Long said.

“Northampton (and) Accomack 
county could not accept certain types 
of grants. We were a non-profit and 
the money would flow through us to 
get these projects done,” he said.

The Agriculture Act of 1962 estab-
lished the RC&D program, but federal 
funding for RC&Ds ended in 2011. 
Many RC&Ds dissolved at that time, 
but the Eastern Shore group contin-
ued operating thanks to local funding.

Accomack provides $9,999 annu-
ally to RC&D, while Northampton 
provides $7,281, the counties’ staff 
said. The RC&D requested additional 
funding from both counties this fiscal 
year to leverage grants. 

Even with more funding, “we still 
would have to find a suitable person to 
… be our project director,” Long said. 
Only one person interviewed for the 
part-time position, he said.

“I hate to see it go,” he said of the 

Eastern Shore RC&D, but added that 
is the reality “unless we can do some-
thing different real quick.”

The RC&D cannot dissolve until 
three of its four legal sponsors agree 
to the change, according to its by-
laws. Those sponsors are the Acco-
mack County Board of Supervisors, 
Northampton County Board of Su-
pervisors, Accomack-Northampton 
Planning District Commission, and 
Eastern Shore of Virginia Soil and 
Water Conservation District.

The Accomack supervisors asked 
county staff to meet with Northamp-
ton and A-NPDC staff to discuss the 
RC&D’s request and prepare a report.

“This organization has done some 
very good work in the past,” Acco-
mack supervisor Donald Hart said. “I 
don’t think we ought to do anything 
to get rid of it until we find out more 
details.”

Three are charged after
skeletal remains found

Three people have been charged in 
connection with skeletal remains found 
in the 30400 block of Green Hill Road in 
New Church on June 23. 

Johmon Lawrence Handy, 32, Ronjai 
Allen Wharton, 23, and Amanda Rooks, 
33, all of Salisbury, Md., have been 
charged with concealment or destruc-
tion of physical evidence in a felony 
offense and concealment or transporta-
tion of a dead body, Accomack County 
Sheriff Todd Wessells said. 

Detectives from the Wicomico 
County Sheriff’s Office were conduct-

ing a missing person investigation and 
received information that this miss-
ing person was deceased and that the 
body had been disposed of in Accomack 
County.

Investigators from the Accomack 
County Sheriff’s Office assisted the de-
tectives in the search of multiple wood-
ed areas throughout Accomack County. 
Skeletal remains consistent with human 
features were ultimately discovered.

Custis site can 
never be wetlands 

To the editor:
In response to the July 28 

article in the Eastern Shore 
Post entitled, “Is Custis site 
a wetlands yet? Official says 
give it more time,” my answer 
is an emphatic “no” and the 
orchestrators never should 
have tried to make it so.  

Plus, I believe that as 
designed, it can never legally  
become one.   

 First, Northampton 
County residents were denied 
comment on the farmland 
destruction project, as most 
call it, during the prospective 
stage.  

That invitation to comment 
is mandated by the code of 
federal regulations, which 
demands the solicitation of 
public comment and even en-
tertains requests for a public 
hearing on wetland mitiga-
tion proposals.    

Two years ago, The Na-
ture Conservancy mistakenly 
solicited comments from folks 
living in Northumberland 
County, unbeknowst to us.  

Many of us would have been 

actively involved in allowing 
or opposing the issuance of a 
permit to destroy this active 
farmfield had we been allowed 
the opportunity. 

We only became aware of 
the excavation when the mud 
started flying, when it was 
far too late to file an injuc-

tion in circuit court.
     Second, the project was 
improperly allowed under our 
land use law when the plan-
ning department unilaterally 
deemed it  “wildlife and ma-
rine life preservation,” which 
is allowed by right in every 
zoning district.

We had no listing of a wet-
land mitigation bank in any of 
our land use laws and marine 
life only pertains to salt wa-
ter environments. 

Who would encourage wild-
life to live 50 feet from busy 
U.S. Route 13 with the only 
opening from the conservan-
cy-man-made berm surround-
ing the site directing that 
wildlife into traffic? 

Finally on this specific 
point, our comprehensive 
plan declares that one of our 
prevailing priorities is the 
“protection and preservation 
of farmland.”

It’s an argument that 
should have been made when 
requesting an injunction to 
this folly if we had been in-
volved prior to the expiration 
of the 30-day timeframe to 
file a grievance immediately 
after our planning department

awarded the land disturbance permit 
last fall. 
     Third, the article implies that the 
project is a “wetland restoration” 
effort, apparently referring to the 
fact that prior to the 1950s the 
24-acre site was part of a nontidal 
wetland complex to the east which 
drains down to the seaside, a link 
now broken by the 40” high mud wall 
surrounding the site. 

Note the berm was placed there 
because the conservancy allegedly 
thought it would be too expensive 
to truck the excavated sandy loam 
from the site, even though they 

will make $1.8 million from selling 
wetland credits at $100,000 per acre 
so another diverse and established 
wetland elsewhere can be bulldozed 
into oblivion in the same manner 
that befell the Custis field.
      In a recent decision by the U.S. 
Supreme Court known as Sackett 
v. EPA (April 2023), the jurists 
changed the definition of adjacent 
regarding what lands surrounding a 
designated wetland could be similar-
ly protected, ruling that they could 
only garner that status if they were 
“connected at the surface.”

This decision supercedes the for-
mer inclusive definition, which said 
adjacent lands could garner federal 
protection under the Clean Water 
Act if they were hydrologically con-

nected also through groundwater.  
Thus, a sound argument can be 

made that the eastern dividing wall 
of clay and silt that separates this 
site from its sister nontidal wet-
lands disqualifies this site from 
state and federal protections and the 
intended designation as a protected 
ecosystem.   

Note that the conservancy was al-
lowed to build that berm without the 
Northampton County Board of Su-
pervisors and Planning Commission 
— or the public — being informed 
and duly engaged.

We realize we cannot unring this 
bell, and the very productive farm-
land that is now a mud hole will 
never be resurrected.   

However, we have called upon the 

state and federal government to con-
sider requiring that the berm sep-
arating this faux wetland from the 
lands to the east be removed so that 
surficial hydrology can be restored. 

The removal will benefit both this 
rather ill-conceived attempt to cre-
ate an inclusive wetland habitat, and 
the down-gradient nontidal wetlands 
that relied on this 26-acre hydric 
field for irrigation and sustenance 
for hundreds of years.

“Libraries must be beyond books,” 
said Eastern Shore Public Library 
Board of Trustees Chair Joyce Hol-
land. The new center aims to provide 
that.

The library has computer stations, 
meeting rooms, a large lecture hall, 
Wi-Fi throughout the building, and 
new space for programming.

It also has 7,600 square feet dedi-
cated to its Heritage Center, a cli-
mate-controlled space holding historic 
photographs, letters, manuscripts, 
and other largely unpublished and 
hard-to-find-documents centered on 
Virginia’s Eastern Shore.

“If you’re doing any type of re-
search about the history of clamming 
on the Shore, or if you’re trying to 
do research about your family on the 
Shore, this is going to be the place to 
come,” Wisor said.

The Heritage Center includes its 
own security system; a materials 
processing room to remove dust and 
debris from old documents; oversized 
shelves for historic maps; the Eastern 
Shore Room, which is open for public 
research; and the Memory Lab, where 
the public can view newspapers and 
old documents on microfilm.

It doubled the capacity of the Ac-
comac library’s Eastern Shore Room, 
allowing the collection to grow and 
special collection books to come out of 
storage, said Heritage Center Manag-
er and archivist Christopher Pote.

“Now they are in proper shelving 

with proper HVAC conditions, so not 
only will they be preserved properly, 
but we can serve them” to the public 
readily, Pote said.

The new library and heritage center 
has a footprint of over 20,000 square 
feet, nearly doubling the size of the 
Eastern Shore Public Library in Acco-
mac that it is replacing.

The bigger building allows staff to 
focus on new programming, Wisor said.

The library plans to send out com-
munity surveys asking residents what 
kind of programs they would like to 
see in the coming months, she said, 
and already has plans for game nights 
for young adults, “story hour on 
demand” for children once a week, and 
other programming.

The larger footprint also gives 
guests better access to the library’s 
collection which, by moving stan-

dards, totaled 3,500 cartons of books, 
Wisor said.

More shelf space means more room 
to grow the library’s book collection, 
but it also improves accessibility for 
patrons by keeping books off of most 
bottom shelves, she said.

The new library has several meeting 
rooms that guests can reserve, includ-
ing a room dedicated to young adults 
and a large meeting space outfitted 
with a smart TV to hook up to com-
puters and share presentations. The 
rooms are available to any patrons if 
they are not in use.

The library has a young adult room 
with a table for board games and a 
video game station, and a children’s 
programming room.

Its Dennis R. Custis Lecture Hall 
can seat up to 185 and will hold the 
library’s first lecture, aptly by local 

historian Dennis Custis, on Sept. 14 
at 6 p.m. 

The library also has a private talk 
box for those without internet at 
home to use for telemedicine appoint-
ments or other private calls and offers 
seven computer stations, with plans 
to expand with laptops.

Groundbreaking on the Parksley 
library was in 2019, but the project 
began conceptually over a decade ago.

In addition to $1.5 million from 
Virginia, Accomack County contrib-
uted $2 million to the project and the 
Eastern Shore Public Library Founda-
tion raised $1.5 million through fund-
raisers, capital campaigns, grants, 
and a loan.

Library staff and Bates Moving 
and Storage company officially began 
the move to the new building Aug. 7, 
Wisor said, though planning for the 
move has been “a long time coming.”

“We’ve done a lot in the two weeks’ 
time,” Wisor said.

“This staff has been unbelievable,” 
Holland said. “It’s mind boggling to 
see how well they’ve pulled this off.”

The new Regional Library and 
Heritage Center will be open the 
same hours as the Accomac library 
was: Monday, Wednesday, and Friday 
from 10 a.m. to 5 p.m.; Tuesday and 
Thursday from 10 a.m. to 8 p.m.; and 
Saturday from 9 a.m. to 1 p.m.

site plans to a vocal crowd of Nassawadox residents 
on Wednesday, Aug. 23.

Joe Morici, a senior principal at Stantec, said 
the firm’s analysis included several different uses 
for the Hospital Avenue property, including ho-
tels, commercial buildings, retailers, and housing. 
He said housing was the most viable option.

He noted that housing for families of all income 
levels is needed in Northampton County. 

Both of the proposed plans included roughly 100 
to 150 housing units, which many in attendance at 
the meeting said was too dense.

D.L. Sheets, whose home is surrounded by the 
hospital property, recalled the hardships he faced 
when the facility was open — experiences he didn’t 
care to repeat.

He recalled the hospital parking lot being used as 
a “Wi-Fi party place,” people trying to break into 
houses in the neighborhood or sleeping in his back-
yard, his lawn mower being stolen, and constant 
traffic and drivers throwing trash in his yard. He 
recalled breaking up fights on his property, shoot-
ings, and a murder in the hospital parking lot.

“I just don’t want to see the same thing come 
back in …  that I’m going to have to be defending 
myself constantly,” he said.

Robin Sexauer said she had written a $27,000 
grant for a park by the former nursing school, 
which featured a playground that was accessible to 
people with disabilities. 

However, hospital officials had asked that the 
park be moved after it was discovered that illegal 
drugs were being sold in the park and a stolen vehi-
cle was burned there. The park was torn down but 
was never fully relocated, Sexauer said.

Teddy Ross, a Nassawadox resident and the 
assistant chief of Northampton Fire & Rescue, 
noted that the town was not an ideal location for 

high-density housing due to safety reasons. 
Unlike other incorporated towns in Northamp-

ton County, including Exmore, Eastville, and 
Cape Charles, Nassawadox does not employ its own 
police department. 

Nassawadox Councilwoman Andrea Fox questioned 
why Northampton spent grant funding on a study of 
the former hospital site when the county has no con-
trol over who may buy the property from Riverside.

“But really, Riverside’s not going to end up sell-
ing to the highest bidder?” she asked.

Northampton County Administrator Charlie 
Kolakowski said the purpose of the study, which 
included a survey that was sent to some Nassawa-
dox residents, was to determine “what is possible 
and what would be desirable.”

There is “no guarantee” of any one outcome, he 
acknowledged.

Fox also criticized the proposed designs because 
they included no commercial buildings – no ameni-
ties to attract new residents to the proposed apart-
ments, duplexes, triplexes, and senior cottages.

Morici called it a “chicken or the egg” conun-
drum: more homes are needed to justify the addi-
tion of new businesses, but more businesses are 
needed to attract new residents.

Several attendees suggested an alternative use 
for the site — an urgent care center for Northamp-
ton County.

Nassawadox Councilman Dr. Drury Stith asked 
why the 30-acre parcel on the east of Hospital 
Avenue, which has no buildings to be removed and 
is ready for development, was not targeted for the 
proposed project.

Kolakowski explained that the parcel, which is 
former farmland and undeveloped, did not qualify 
for the redevelopment grant.

The former hospital property “needs to be re-
developed. Otherwise, it’s going to be a dumping 
ground,” Kolakowski said.

The Wednesday night meeting was for informa-
tion only and to solicit additional public input. 

The former hospital property is not for sale and 
no formal plans for development have been made.

Red drum and flounder continue 
to draw the attention of increasing 
numbers of local anglers, while co-
bia action seems to be on the decline 
as schools of fish start to depart the 

C h e s a p e a k e 
Bay for more 
southern wa-
ters.

Matt Abell, at 
the Sea Hawk 
Sports Center, 
reported that 
the tremendous 

start of the late summer red drum run 
has been the big fishing news of the 
last week. Matt said that big reds have 
been caught and released from buoy 
72A to the target ships and all the way 
down to the lower portion of the Ches-
apeake Bay.

His successful red drum tackle set-
ups have included an assortment of cut 
and live baits, consisting of whiting, 
spot, and croaker on 8/0 circle hooks 
with sliding fishfinder sinker rigs.

The best fishing has occurred while 
bottom fishing in 18- to 30-foot depths 
on shoals and in sloughs late in the af-
ternoon, just prior to sunset. In addi-
tion to the reds, Captain Abell said that 
there is plenty of bycatch activity with 
bluefish, sharks, rays, and an occasion-
al cobia to provide a flurry of activity.

In addition to the red drum, Span-
ish mackerel and bluefish continue to 
hit trolled spoons pulled behind small 
planers and inline sinkers from the 
Puppy Hole south to the lower reaches 
of the bay.

On the seaside, flounder catches 
continue to be made inside the in-
lets during the last portion of the 
incoming tide, when the water is at 

its coolest and clearest.
Double teaser rigs in a variety of 

color combinations, such as white 
chartreuse, pink, and orange have 
proved successful. Tip the hooks 
with a Gulp Swimming Mullet and a 
live minnow or silverside.

Small croakers are being caught by 
anglers fishing bloodworm and small 
pieces of squid. The surf is producing 

spot, kingfish (whiting), and a few large 
red drum, plus the usual late summer 
mixture of sharks, skates, and rays.

Wachapreague
Captain Lindsay Paul, of the 

charter vessel Almost Persuaded 
and Trident Tackle, said the floun-
der fishing inside the inlet contin-

ues to be good during the incoming 
tide as the water cools and water 
clarity improves.

Berkley Gulp paired with live 
minnows or silversides remain the 
most popular bait presentations.

In addition to inside the inlet, 
the area in front of the old Coast 
Guard Station was cited as another 
consistent flounder-catching locale.

Flounder fishing remains consistent

Captain Paul added that the ocean 
wrecks are producing flounder, 
black sea bass, triggerfish, and ma-
hi-mahi.

Offshore, trollers have boat-
ed yellowfin tuna and mahi-mahi, 
while releasing the occasional bill-
fish. Deep droppers are still finding 
medium- and large-sized tilefish.

Lower Shore
Jeb Brady, at Bailey’s Bait & 

Tackle, told me that the flounder 
action has remained good over the 
last week, both inshore and off-

shore.
The majority of keeper fish have 

been well above the minimum size 
limits, with flounder measuring up 
to 23 inches. Most of the flounder 
were caught using cut bait or Berk-
ley Gulp, and the best inshore ac-
tion occurred along the pilings of 
the Chesapeake Bay Bridge Tunnel. 

The bridge pilings have also been 
producing catches of sheepshead 
for anglers soaking cut crab baits. 

The shop has registered several 
fish over the 10-pound minimum 
for Virginia Salt Water Fishing 
Tournament plaques.

Jeb said the cobia fishery continues 
to slow as fish begin to migrate out of 
the bay waters. Fish continue to be 
seen, but most refuse to take a bait.

Large red drum continue to be 
caught in the evenings from buoy 42 
down to buoy 36. Reports of Span-
ish mackerel have come from Kipto-
peke up to Cape Charles. Ribbonfish 
and small spot have dominated the 
catch from the lower bay piers.

Dan Bell, at Oceans East — East-
ern Shore, lamented that the cobia 
season is coming to a close, but he 
said that you can still find the “men 
in the brown suit” around the bridge 
pilings or schooled up from Kipto-
peke to the CY Buoy, basically any-
where where bait has congregated. 

Bottom fishing for cobia has fall-
en off, but sight fishing remained 
“decent.” Spanish mackerel action 
has increased with some fish in the 
20- to 22-inch range recently caught 

by anglers trolling in the vicinity of 
buoy 16.

Sheepshead action around the 
bridge-tunnel pilings was also de-
scribed as “decent.” Red drum fishing 
was described as “excellent” in the ear-
ly morning and late in the evening. A 
few small speckled trout and puppy 
drum are being caught in grass beds 
along the Ditch. An increase in the 
number and size of speckled trout is 
expected over the next couple of weeks 
in the creeks along the lower bay.

Shores win Over the Hill Baseball League Championship

Jack Hutchens stood 15 feet below sea level, 
protected by 6-inch-thick walls from surrounding 
water and mud.

He was working at an unusual site, below the 
surface of the Chesapeake Bay at the entrance to the 
new tunnel at the Chesapeake Bay Bridge-Tunnel.

The $757 million Parallel Thimble Shoal Tunnel 
Project is underway and slated to be complete in 
2027, said Jeff Holland, the bridge-tunnel’s execu-
tive director. 

Once completed, the new tunnel will carry two 
lanes of southbound traffic, while the existing 
Thimble Shoal Tunnel will carry cars headed north. 

It is the first of two planned parallel tunnels to 
be added to the 17.6-mile-long span between the 
Eastern Shore and Virginia Beach.

The tunnels provide deep-water access to the 
world’s largest naval complex in Norfolk.

“Paralleling was a huge improvement in safety,” 
Holland said of the facility’s second set of bridges 
completed in 1999, “and that’s the reason we want 
to finish the parallel tunnels.”

Traffic safety
Unlike the original tunnels, which were sub-

merged into trenches dug into the bay bottom, the 
new tunnel is being created by a boring machine. 

Named Chessie by a local student in a naming 
contest, the tunnel boring machine enters and exits 
the mud under the Chesapeake Bay using the same 
ingress and egress that will eventually carry cars 
through the tunnel.

“All of this would be dirt to start out,” said 
Hutchens, who is project safety director at Chesa-
peake Tunnel Joint Venture, the partnership build-
ing the tunnel. 

The need for a second set of tunnels became ap-
parent in the 1980s and 1990s, Holland said.

“The Bridge-Tunnel Commission went to the 
General Assembly and said, ‘We’ve had 75 fatalities 
… as a result of just having two lanes across the

total facility,’” he said.
“Since that time, traffic has grown substantial-

ly,” said Holland, citing the 4.3 million vehicles 
that crossed the bridge-tunnel last year.

Though the bridge-tunnel district completed in 
the 1990s a parallel set of bridges that separate 
northbound and southbound traffic, cars continue 
to travel in two-way traffic through the two tunnels 
on the span.

There are 25 accidents and incidents inside the 
tunnels on average each year, Holland said, due to 
“contraflow, greater risk, (and) no room for error.”

‘Throwing us curveballs’
Chessie is making the first parallel tunnel proj-

ect possible. 
It has bored roughly 800 feet of the new tunnel 

since excavation began in February – about 15% of 
the one-mile-long project, Holland said.

German company Herrenknecht designed the 
machine specifically for the project and workers 
assembled it onsite, which took about 6 months, 
Hutchens said.

It is now placing 9,000 tunnel segments into 
place, using thrust cylinders that push off the last 
segment installed to inch forward through the 
mud.

In what Hutchens described as a cross between 
a drill bit and a corkscrew, Chessie bores a huge 
swath of material from below the bay’s floor, which 
conveyor belts carry out of the tunnel to be loaded 
onto trucks or barges and deposited at a dredge 
spoil site in Chesapeake.

The excavated material can include surprises, he

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said, including pieces of an anchor the team found on the 
conveyor earlier this spring.

“The geology, as much surveying as you can do — it 
always has some kind of surprise,” said Hutchens, who 
has worked on similar projects in Las Vegas, Washington 
D.C., and other areas.

“The earth is always throwing us curveballs,” he said.
The team determined the anchor likely dates back to 

the mid-1800s in England and was dropped sometime in 
the early 1900s, Holland said. 

It was buried 20 feet below the bay’s floor and estimat-
ed to be about 10 feet from top to bottom, he said.

To ensure the anchor did not damage Chessie, a team of 
interventionists will enter the front of the boring ma-
chine and manually remove the pieces, Holland said. 

“It sounds easy … but keep in mind the bottom of the 
machine is at negative 85 feet (below average low tide). 
That’s two-and-a-half bars of pressure,” he said.

“You have to go through hyperbaric interventions to do 
that,” Holland said.

Holland said the anchor should not cause major chang-
es to the tunneling timeline, which is slated to wrap at the 
end of 2024, or to the project budget.

Fewer fatalities
Before the Chesapeake Bay Bridge-Tunnel opened in 

1964, ferries carried cars across the bay.
Bridge-tunnel visionary Lucius Kellam took his idea 

for a drivable span across the water to Virginia’s General 
Assembly, which created a political subdivision to execute 
the plan.

That body plans to start work on the second parallel 
tunnel between 2035 and 2040, depending on funding, to 
complete plans to expand the bridge-tunnel into a four-
lane facility and improve safety.

Since the second set of bridges opened in 1999, there 
have been approximately 800 accidents on the bridge-tun-
nel, 11 of which were fatal, Holland said.

In addition to reducing chances for accidents, a second 
set of tunnels will also reduce lane closures, which totaled 
1,200 hours last year, he said.

“Growth in not just traffic, (but also) growth in com-
mercial traffic means overall variables of concern,” he 
said, noting the bridge-tunnel closes lanes 600 times a 
year to escort oversized items to facilities such as Virgin-
ia Space.

Like the Parallel Thimble Shoal Tunnel, the bridge-tun-
nel commission will fund the Parallel Chesapeake Chan-
nel Tunnel with a combination of revenue bonds, federal 
Transportation Infrastructure Finance and Innovation 
Act loans, and the bridge-tunnel’s general fund, he said.

Cape Charles is looking beyond the town limits to 
improve its image and attract visitors.

“We feel that when you’re talking about beau-
tification and how Cape Charles looks and feels,” 
it “carries out all the way to Route 13,” Karen 
Zamorksi, executive director of Cape Charles Main 
Street, told the town council on Thursday, Aug. 17.

Cape Charles Main Street is a nonprofit that 
works with the Virginia Department of Housing 
and Community Development and other state and 
local agencies to support economic development 
in Cape Charles and preserve the town’s historic 
character.

The executive director noted there is little on 
U.S. Route 13 to entice visitors to turn off the 
highway and drive into town. 

Furthermore, the two-mile drive down Stone 
Road to Cape Charles provides a view of “some pret-

ty trees” but also “unmowed grass … things that 
don’t look so good,” Zamorski said.

Even though Cape Charles Main Street is only 
responsible for the area within the town limits, its 
members want to “take the lead” on the new beauti-
fication project, she said.

It will be a multi-phase project that will require 
the cooperation of many, including the Virginia 
Department of Transportation, Canonie Atlantic 
– the company that owns the old railroad right-of-

way along the highway – Northampton County, and 
private property owners and homeowners.

Zamorski said Cape Charles Main Street will so-
licit input from residents and stakeholders and hire 
a professional to draw a plan of how the Stone Road 
corridor should look. Then, the process of seeking 
grants and other funding can begin.

This will be one of four main projects for Cape 
Charles Main Street in fiscal year 2024. The other 
three projects are:

n Building a new visitor’s center with public re-
strooms and restoring a former Bay Coast Railroad 
train car, both of which will adjoin the former Cape 
Charles railyard

n Providing shade at Strawberry Street Plaza, 
likely in the form of umbrellas over the benches al-
ready in place, so visitors can sit and eat “grab and 
go” food options

n Installing additional and possibly permanent 
tree lighting at Strawberry Street Plaza and Mason 
Avenue, primarily for use during Festive Fridays.
