Northampton County Public Schools received a 
bid of nearly $99 million for its high school and mid-
dle school improvement project — around $15 mil-
lion more than the low bid received about a year ago.

Superintendent Lisa Martin said on Monday, 
Sept. 18, that “no decision has been made” to accept 
or reject the bid of $98,853,500.

Martin said discussions of the school division’s 
next steps are just beginning.

M.B. Kahn Construction, of Columbia, S.C., was 
the sole contractor to submit a bid. It was opened 
Thursday, Sept. 14.

The receipt of only one bid was far short of ex-
pectations — and much more expensive than 
anticipated.

Northampton schools Chief Financial Officer 
Brook Thomas had anticipated a “100% competitive 
negotiation” and reported to county supervisors on 

Aug. 8 that four contractors had attended the man-
datory pre-bid conference.

The high bid is another setback in Northampton’s 
plan to modernize its high school building, which al-
so houses the county’s middle school.

When the project was advertised to contractors 
last summer, supervisors were willing to commit no 
more than $65 million.

Of the two bids received in August 2022, the low-
est was $84 million, and the highest was about $85 
million.

Northampton County and school officials have 
spent the last year looking for ways to cut costs.

Last month, supervisors had discussed possibly 
taking waste such as bricks and concrete blocks to 
the Northampton County landfill as a cost-saving 
measure instead of hauling it across the Chesapeake 
Bay to a disposal site.

That was not a viable option, supervisors decided.
The brick and concrete waste will come from 

the demolition of the original Northampton High 

School structure that was built in 1954 and includes 
the present cafeteria and auditorium.

A structural engineering firm reported in 2007 
that the 1954 building was in poor condition. 

At that time, the 1978 addition, which includes 
the current gym, was still in good condition but 
needed renovation.

Repairs were done as needed to ensure the school 
building was safe for students. County and school of-
ficials debated whether to renovate the high school 
or build a new one.

Several of them formed a high school revital-
ization committee in 2018 to work toward an 
agreement.

The committee members reached a compromise – 
demolition of the 1954 building and renovation of 
the 1978 addition, as well as new construction.

The design on which contractors bid includes a 
brand-new middle school wing, cafeteria, auditori-
um, and a separate gym for the middle school, among 
other improvements.

A Snow Hill, Md., man pleaded 
guilty to robbing a Royal Farms store 
and the attempted robbery of a Family 
Dollar store.  

On Dec. 23, 2022, Charlie Oliver 
Ayres, 34, and another man went into 
the Nelsonia Royal Farms at 1:45 a.m. 
and asked the clerk where the money 
was. 

The clerk handed over the money 
and they left. The vehicle they were 
driving was seen on the store’s video 
surveillance camera.  

Later that same day, at 9 p.m., the 
pair went to the Oak Hall Family Dol-
lar store. The clerk there reported that 
one of the men “backed her into the 
stand where the cash registers were 

and asked, ‘Where is the money?’” 
said Commonwealth’s Attorney Spen-
cer Morgan.  

Ayres first told her he had a knife and 
then said he had a gun, Morgan said. He 
said they left without getting money be-
cause Ayres’ accomplice saw the clerk 
with a phone and became nervous.  

Willie Harmon Jr.,  known as 
“Chainsaw,” is also charged with the 
crimes. 

The same vehicle was used in both 
crimes, Morgan said.  

Substitute Judge Les L. Lilley ac-
cepted the plea agreement and ordered 
that a presentence investigation re-
port be prepared. 

He noted that the agreement says 
in exchange for his pleas of guilt there 
is a five-year cap on the active prison 
time Ayres will serve.

A man with a long history of assault 
will spend one year and five months in 
jail for an attack on his former long-
time girlfriend. 

Michael Glenn Robinson, 53, of 
Cape Charles, pleaded guilty to unlaw-
ful wounding in July. 

In December 2022, Robinson and 
the woman got into an argument that 
became physical, said Assistant Com-
monwealth’s Attorney William Fox. 

He said Robinson  shoved her in-
to a wall so forcefully the wall was 
damaged. 

He said the defendant pushed her 
down and punched her in the face then 
got on top of her and threatened to kill 
her. 

He had scissors in his hand and 
stabbed  her in her left hand.  

Although family members testified 
on his behalf saying he was a kind and 
loving individual, his criminal record 
belies that. 

He has had six assault convictions 
and two violations of protective or-
ders along with numerous  instances 
of driving on a revoked license. 

“This man is absolutely a danger,” 
Fox told the court. 

He asked the judge for a sentence 
above the sentencing guidelines. Rob-
inson was initially charged with ma-
licious wounding but pleaded guilty 
to the lesser charge of unlawful 
wounding in an agreement with the 
commonwealth. 

Fox said he made the agreement 
with Robinson  because the victim 
called him the day before she was 
scheduled to come to court and told 
him she was “terrified to come to court 
and testify.”

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This is the final capitol report from the 2023 
General Assembly session.

We returned to Richmond to approve a package 
of budget amendments to the last year of the two-

year budget. 
I was tasked by the 

Speaker of the House to be 
one of six delegates chosen 
as a conferee to negotiate 
with the state Senate.

Unfortunately, I did not get all I was hoping for 
for the district, but everyone compromised and 
our commonwealth won. 

First, I will give an overview of the key points 
for all Virginians. The taxpayers of Virginia will 
see some relief by way of tax rebates, $200 for 
single filers and $400 to joint filers. This is a one-
time event. 

We agreed to raise the standard deduction to 
$8,500 for single taxpayers and $17,000 for joint 

taxpayers. We also agreed to exempt military re-
tirees the first $40,000 income from the Virginia 
income tax, with no age restriction. 

Furthermore, we reinstituted the sales tax hol-
iday for school supplies as well as hurricane sup-
plies. This will occur the weekend of Oct. 20.

On the spending side, we gave state employees 
and state-supported employees an extra 2% raise 
starting Jan. 1, 2024. 

We corrected an oversight on the Communi-
ty Service Board pay and added money to help

Further, our fascinating foodways — consider Hay-
man potatoes, Cherrystone clams, Chincoteague oysters, 
slippery dumplings, deer sausage, carnival fritters, and 
so much more — define us as a culture and a people.

A more recent arrival to our rich culinary fabric are 
“food trucks,” or in governmental parlance, “mobile food 
units.” They are becoming part of our food traditions.

Some of these food trucks are operated by members 
of our burgeoning multicultural population who bring 
their native tastes and techniques to our area.

A group of Parksley’s leaders, however, are grous-
ing a bit over how food trucks might impinge business 
recruitment — as if food trucks themselves weren’t a 
business in full — or hinder existing businesses. 

Proposed Parksley guidelines would allow food trucks 
in town only during special events or festivals, as if 
these businesses were doing nothing more than hawking 
corn dogs and cotton candy at a traveling circus.

The irony is that Parksley has the perfect place for 
food trucks — it has a true town square with public re-
strooms and plenty of parking. 

The town square already has a farmers market where 
vendors sell fresh food, baked goods, jams, and more. 
Food trucks would be a natural fit. Marketing the town 
square to food trucks — and inviting these mobile can-
teens, instead of dissuading them — would certainly 
bring more people into downtown Parksley, which is ex-
actly what town leaders want.

The Eastern Shore in general — and Parksley, in par-
ticular — are becoming increasingly multicultural. In 
addition to giving our non-native residents a taste of 
home, these food trucks give all of us an opportunity to 
try something new and expand our diversity circle.

Parksley is a perfect host. We hope the town leaders 
view food trucks as an opportunity and a welcome addi-
tion to the Eastern Shore’s fabulous foodways.

law enforcement handling temporary detention 
orders.

This budget is the largest investment in K-12 
education ever in Virginia. Over the past two 
years we have added $2 billion to the education 
budget. 

We are trying to catch students up to their 
appropriate grade levels after the learning losses 
due to the pandemic were worse than expected.

On a more local note, farm best management 
practices are fully funded through 2025. 

We also received a funding supplement to 
help pay more to teachers here on the East-
ern Shore in order to compete with Maryland’s 
salaries. 

Lastly, money was received for cost overruns 
associated with the new airport hangar in Melfa.

Upon ending the 2023 General Assembly ses-
sion, albeit six months late, I pause to thank the 
district for electing me to represent you in Rich-
mond for the last 10 years. 

I look forward to seeing everyone on the cam-
paign trail in the fall.

My mama was not a musician of 
any sort. But she was quite an accom-
plished player of the imaginary violin. 

Sometimes 
when I would 
whine or com-
plain as a child, 
she bent her left 
arm and cocked 
her head to cra-
dle a violin that 
didn’t exist. 

With her 
right hand, she 
would slowly 
work an imagi-
nary bow across 
the imaginary 
strings, sere-

nading me with a silent song like a 
soloist in the city philharmonic. 

Later, when I complained as a teen-
ager about a matter of trifling im-
portance or perceived unfairness, she 
would rub the tips of her thumb and 
index together.

While giving me a stare that wasn’t 
exactly sympathetic, she said it was 
the world’s smallest violin, playing a 
sad song on my behalf.

During these times, mom was a 
mime portraying sad music as a dis-
missive expression of faux sympa-
thy to my relatively insignificant 
problems. 

“Tough toenails,” she al-
most always said at the end of the 
performance.

I am thinking about my mother as 
I approach the second anniversary of 
the day she died — and thinking of 
her virtuoso work on the imaginary 
violin.

Mom’s theory on misfortune and 
mishaps, bad luck and bummers, was 
pretty straightforward. 

Life is difficult and demanding, she 
would say. Deal with it. 

Many people have it much worse 
than you.

Losing is part of life. Nobody ever 
guaranteed that you’d always win.

Nobody wants to hear your 
problem. 

Nobody’s going to give you any 
sympathy for your problem.

And if you have a problem, go fig-
ure out a solution for yourself. 

Don’t get me wrong — Mom loved 
me, provided for me, and was inter-
ested in me. We had a loving and close 
relationship.

But she did not tolerate it when I 
cast myself as a victim. 

When I did, she brought out the 
violins. 

It has been many years since I saw 
someone mime a violinist to communi-
cate mock pity and sorrow.

Maybe such an action was a pass-
ing fad and once-creative sarcasm 
that ran it course. Maybe today it is a 
moldy cliché.

Maybe there aren’t many small-
est-violin parents anymore who stop 
their children mid-sentence, pull out 
the imaginary bow and strings, and 
sarcastically play a solemn song of 

solace.
I’ve certainly never done that to my 

children — it is not who I am. 
But some days I have the urge to do 

it to others. 
Our culture complains a lot, mostly 

about embarrassingly trite and insig-
nificant issues. 

Sometimes I think we need my 
mama to abruptly end the bellyach-
ing by rubbing the tips of her thumb 
and index fingers, playing the tini-
est violin —  and the saddest song. 

These days, I’m glad Mom did that 
during my upbringing. 

By and large, I don’t complain or 
bother people with my problems. 

I try to figure stuff out for myself, 
probably to a fault.

And sometimes I can hear her in my 
head when others complain that life is 
difficult and demanding.

Mrs. Anne Fenton Herdt, 93, 

passed away Saturday, Sept. 9, 2023, 
in Onancock.

As a child, Anne was forced to use 
her right hand in school, but she con-
tinued to use her left hand to comb 
her hair, throw a ball, and ceaselessly 

sketch her quick, 
clever male car-
toon faces (“Men 
can be funny, 
women are sup-
posed to be pret-
ty, that’s not in-
teresting”). She 
learned at home 
about injustice, 

influenced by her 
father, who worked as a labor organiz-
er, and her mother, a suffragist.

She also became keenly aware her-
self, as a gifted athlete experiencing 
the limited resources and access avail-
able to girls; they had no uniforms 
when Anne led her basketball team to 
the state championship, and her tro-
phy for most valuable player was dis-
tinctly smaller than her male counter-
part’s. Nevertheless, her spirits were 
irrepressible; her high school yearbook 
senior portrait was captioned, “Turns 
any dull moment into an uproar.” 

Anne dedicated much of her life to 
promoting human rights. In her 50s, 
in Geneva, Switzerland, she became a 
volunteer representative for the Inter-
national Council on Social Welfare, a 
nongovernmental organization, writ-
ing papers and lobbying governments 
for greater social and cultural justice. 
She eventually focused particularly 
on human rights for women in Africa. 
She rose to president of her organiza-
tion.

Born June 20, 1930, in Boston, she 
grew up in Silver Spring, Md., and met 
her husband while both attended the 
University of Maryland. “I married 
adventure,” she once said, as from the 
age of 24, she lived outside of the Unit-
ed States for a combined 52 years, only 
returning permanently to the U.S. at 
age 80, settling in Accomac.

She resided near Geneva, Switzer-
land, for a total of 42 years, and also 
lived in Germany, Greece, and Kuwait; 
she traveled to myriad countries —

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including to Nairobi and Beijing as a 
planner for the world forums for the 
UN Decade of Women.

Among Anne’s proudest accom-
plishments were nurturing her family 
in foreign cultures; the valued friends 
she made along the way (“the jewels in 
my crown”); and successfully organiz-
ing to install a memorial at the Gene-
va UN, heralding Eleanor Roosevelt’s 
leadership in drafting the Universal 
Declaration of Human Rights.

Anne was also dedicated to spread-
ing joy. She urged more than one 
friend to consider a beautiful day an 
opportunity for an outing, forsaking 
other obligations that structured a 
1960s Hausfrau’s routine. She wel-
comed her children’s friends and par-
ties; her home was full of music and 
dancing, at which she was a natural.

She played Geneva city league bas-
ketball for decades, where “l’Americ-
aine” was appreciated for her elegant 
skill, her positive team spirit, and her 
funny accent. She adopted jogging in 
the 1960s, and her husband and chil-
dren have her to thank for their own 
lifelong fitness habit.

She was a lifelong letter writer and 
a prolific photographer, leaving a rich 
and inspiring family record. Then 
she knew how to graciously surren-
der; nearing her last days, she said, “I 
have nothing to give you. I can’t make 
things fun anymore.”

Her impact was enormous on so 
many fronts. She will be remembered 
as a woman of astounding good humor, 
clever wit, natural dignity, and un-
bounded energy, with a generous heart 
that wanted no one left out, and a war-
rior for the vulnerable and voiceless.

Anne is survived by her husband 
of 71 years, Douglas Merrill Herdt; 
children, Jeanne Fenton (Todd Weir), 
of Boothbay, Maine, Christian Herdt 
(Diane Herdt), of Westborough,

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Belle Croft Preschool celebrates 50 years
LIFE AROUND HERE

When Jean Steelman opened a pri-
vate kindergarten in September 1973, 
she taught 15 students in the front 
room of her home.

Fifty years later, Belle Croft Pre-
school has grown into an Accomac in-
stitution, serving several generations 
in the school and daycare on Drum-
mondtown Road. 

“One of the things that is special is 
when you’re somewhere and you hear, 
‘Oh, Miss Jean, is that you?’” Steelman 
said.

“For so many years, this was my focus 
and I knew when I got up in the morning 
exactly what I had to do,” she said.

Steelman taught in schools in 
Portsmouth, Chincoteague, Onan-
cock, and Exmore before branching 
out to open her private kindergarten 
and preschool in 1973.

Formally named Belle Croft, many 
call it “Miss Jean’s.”

Public schools at the time did not 
have kindergarten, Steelman said, 
and her goal was to better prepare 
young children for elementary school.

“I just knew we needed a good kin-
dergarten,” she said.

She opened Belle Croft with 15 stu-
dents, who she taught in the former 
den of her home. Over the years, the 
school and daycare grew with the com-
munity’s needs.

Belle Croft expanded its hours from 
half- to full-days as more mothers en-
tered the workforce, for example, and its 
focus shifted to daycare to meet growing 
child care needs on the Eastern Shore.

Other changes were more tangible, 
including several addition to Steel-
man’s home to accommodate growing 
rosters of students and staff.

Today, the preschool and daycare 
is licensed to serve 81 children and 
has anywhere from 60 to 70 on its 
grounds on a given day, said Lacen 
van Kleef, who bought Belle Croft 
with co-owner and co-director Merissa 
Zornes in 2021.

The duo taught at Metompkin El-
ementary School before connecting 
with Steelman. 

“We had just heard through … par-
ents of kids who we had taught that 
Miss Jean was looking to have someone 
or people continue on with what she 
was doing here, but hadn’t necessarily 
found the right fit,” van Kleef said.

“We noticed that our students were 
coming unprepared for school, so we 
knew that there was a big need in ear-
ly childhood education,” Zornes said.

“It just fit,” she said of their meet-

ing at Belle Croft.
Zornes and van Kleef worked as 

teachers under Steelman’s guidance 
their first summer before buying the 
preschool and daycare.

Some things, like technology, have 
changed since Belle Croft opened 50 
years ago, while others have stayed 
the same, including morning warm-
ups and blessings before lunch, van 
Kleef said.

“We’ve tried to keep some Belle 
Croft traditions alive while adding 
our own flair to things, too,” she said.

Steelman’s focus now is on prepar-
ing space for Belle Croft to expand. 
She is also working with rosters she 
saved dating to the 1970s to chart 
each of the institution’s 50 years.

“I’m so excited that we’re 50 years 
old and I’m still here to see it,” she 
said.

“It’s been a treasure all 50 years,” 
said Steelman.

Accomack County has nixed a lit-
tle-used rule governing musical events 
outside of towns.

The board of supervisors voted to 
repeal the rule after a public hearing 
Wednesday, Sept. 20.

“Nobody knew that ordinance was 
actually out there,” Supervisor Rene-
ta Major said during a public hearing 
on the proposed repeal of the county’s 
Musical or Entertainment Festivals 
ordinance on Wednesday, Sept. 20.

“I don’t think we need to fix some-
thing that hasn’t been broken,” she 
said.

The former law required event orga-
nizers to get a permit from Accomack 
County before holding a gathering 
“for the purpose of listening to or par-
ticipating in entertainment that con-
sists primarily of musical renditions” 
outdoors and outside of incorporated 
towns.

Failing to receive a permit before 
holding an event was a class 1 misde-

meanor, which could earn out-of-com-
pliance organizers up to 12 months in 
jail or a $2,500 fine, if enforced.

Since Accomack enacted the law 
several decades ago, only two organiz-
ers have applied for the permit, Coun-
ty Supervisor Mike Mason said.

Don Ruthig, of Onancock, spoke 
during the hearing and urged the su-
pervisors to maintain a law governing 
outdoor events. 

“There will be those bad actors who 
infringe on the tranquility of their 
neighbors and this code will be avail-
able as a tool for maintaining the qual-
ity of life we all enjoy and preventing 
the kind of division we currently have 
in Onancock,” he said, in a nod to the 
performance pavilion that has stirred 
controversy among neighbors in the 
town.

Supervisor Ron Wolff said Acco-
mack has a noise ordinance that “we 
already have in place and is very en-
forceable by law enforcement.”

On June 27, 2023, Virginia-American Water Company (“VAWC” or “Company”) filed with the State Corporation Commission (“Commission”) a petition (“Petition”) (i) for authority to use fair market
value (“FMV”) in connection with the acquisition contemplated in the Petition, pursuant to the Utility Transfers Act and the Commission’s Rules for Water or Wastewater Utility Applications Seeking Fair
Valuation of Acquisitions of Municipal Water or Wastewater Systems, and (ii) for amendment of VAWC’s certificate of public convenience and necessity (“CPCN”) pursuant to Code § 56-265.3.

Through its Petition, the Company seeks to purchase the Town of Cape Charles’ (“Cape Charles” or the “Town”) water and wastewater systems (collectively, the “Systems”) pursuant to the Commission’s
FMV Rules. Per VAWC, upon approval by the Commission, the Company will “acquire substantially all of the assets that constitute or are used in furtherance of the water treatment facility and distribution
system and wastewater treatment facility and collection system currently owned and operated by the Town.”

According to the Petition, Cape Charles’ Systems are aging and suffering from ongoing maintenance issues. VAWC states that the Company (including its predecessors) has over 100 years of water system
operation experience, and can provide, among other things, water research and compliance efforts, dedicated enterprise-wide water quality teams, customer service, and around-the-clock emergency response
seven days a week.

VAWC states that except for two test wells that are currently pending permitting and production, all of the assets that constitute Cape Charles’ Systems are currently used and useful and are intended to
remain that way following the Company’s acquisition. The Asset Purchase Agreement (“Agreement”) dictates that VAWC will purchase Cape Charles’ System assets at the lesser of $15 million or the FMV of
the water system as determined under Virginia law and the FMV Rules. If the FMV of the system is less than $14 million, Cape Charles has the option not to move forward with the sale of the Systems to the
Company, as set forth in Section 2.2 of Article 2 of the Agreement. VAWC requests that the Commission determine that the Company’s initial rate base for the acquired Systems be set as prescribed in 20 VAC
5-210-30 B. The Company also states that VAWC will continue to apply the Town’s current fixed service and volumetric rates for all customers connected to the Systems until the rates are changed in a future
general base rate proceeding.

In addition to VAWC’s asset transfer request, the Company requests amendment of its CPCNs, Certificates No. W-328b and S-98, pursuant to Code § 56-265.3 D, to permit the Company to provide
water and wastewater service to and include the territory served by the Systems. The Company has further requested approval to make certain non-material changes to the Asset Purchase Agreement without
additional Commission approval, pending final closing on same.

Interested persons are encouraged to review VAWC’s Petition and supporting documents in full for details about these and other proposals contained therein.

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The cobia season finished on a high 
note, and there are still enough of the 
fish left in the lower bay to support a 
release-only fishery. The recent cooler 

t emp eratures 
have boosted the 
shallow water 
puppy drum and 
speckled trout 
fishery along the 
entire Eastern 
Shore bayside 
shoreline as well 
as on the seaside 
from Wacha-
preague all the 
way down to the 
southern tip of 
the peninsula.

Upper Shore
Captain Matt Abell, at the Sea 

Hawk Sports Center, reported that 
a lot of his customers and clients 
are starting to concentrate on the 
shallow water puppy drum fishery 
along the grassy bayside flats.

Most anglers are casting popping 
corks and twitch baits, with sus-
pending Mirrorlures specifically 
cited as being productive offerings.

The puppies have averaged 14 to 
30 inches in length. The best action 
has been occurring around daybreak 
and sundown, as long as there are 
moving currents.

Anglers fishing north of the 
Maryland/Virginia state line have 
enjoyed success with rockfish while 
casting topwater lures such as the 
Heddon Chug Spook and suspend-
ing Rapala Rap-10s.

Late summer sheepshead catch-
es have come from deeper water 
structures in Tangier Sound. Large 
red drum continue to be caught on 
fresh cut bait and crab in Pocomoke 
Sound.

Chincoteague
Jimmy Vasiliou, at Captain Bob’s 

Bait and Tackle, told me that the red 
drum surf fishery is gradually improv-
ing despite the recent heavy sea condi-
tions.

Spot, kingfish (whiting), and pom-

pano are also showing up in greater 
numbers.

Flounder catches are still being 
made in the back bays, with whit-
ing and croakers coming from Queen 
Sound and the waters inside the inlet. 
Jimmy said that the recent winds and 
heavy seas have kept the offshore fleet 

in port.
One bright spot has been the off-

shore wreck fishery for black sea 
bass when conditions allow. The 
best action has been occurring over 
wrecks and bottom structures in 
water depths averaging 100 feet. 
Medium-sized mahi mahi (the fish

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so nice that it was named twice!) are 
being caught around the bass pot 
floats.

Wachapreague
Captain Lindsay Paul, aboard the 

charter vessel Almost Persuaded, 
admitted that the weather over the 
last week and the early part of this 
week had not been cooperative. 

He did say that there are floun-
der still around with a large per-
centage of the population being on 
the small side.

Berkley Gulp with live minnows 
and silversides remain the most co-
operative bait combinations.

There are a few puppy drum and 
speckled trout according to Captain 

Paul.
There has not been any recent ac-

tion offshore, as the heavy seas have 
kept the offshore fleet in through 
the early part of this week.

Lower Shore
Jeb Brady, at Bailey’s Tackle 

Shop, said that anglers reported 
encountering “huge numbers” of 
cobia migrating out of the lower bay 
during the last portion of the sea-
son, which closed on Sept. 15.

Despite 2023 being considered a 
good year for cobia action, he feels 
the abundance of late season fish 
may forecast an even better season 
in 2024.

Big red drum continue to be 
caught and released during the eve-
nings on cut bait, with action oc-
curring from Cape Charles down to 
the Chesapeake Bay Bridge-Tunnel. 

Speckled trout have started to 
show up along the lower bayside 
creeks as well as on the seaside. 
Trout catches have come on Mir-
rolures and Berkley Gulp.

Puppy drum are showing up along 
the bayside beaches and have been 
hitting artificial baits suspended 
under popping corks.

The lower bayside piers are re-
porting catches of small spot and 
ribbonfish.

Dan Bell, at Oceans East — East-
ern Shore, said that even though 
the cobia season has closed, there 
remains a large number of fish in 
the lower bay waters, both schooled 
up on the surface and hanging 
around the buoys and bridge-tunnel 
pilings.

The flounder bite remains very 
good along the Fisherman Island 
bridge and along the bridge-tunnel. 

Speckled trout catches are com-

ing from Hungars and Plantation 
Creeks with lots of trout in the 14-
inch size class.

Puppy drum have been reported 
along the shorelines and small estu-
aries from Cherrystone Creek to the 
Fisherman Island bridge.

Catches of sheepshead and 
black drum are coming from the 
bridge-tunnel pilings and around 
the concrete ships off Kiptopeke. 

The red drum bite was described 
as “great” for anglers soaking peel-
er crab baits from the Cell down to 
the bridge-tunnel. Bell added that 
the offshore bite is starting to pick 
back up, as long as the weather con-
ditions allow anglers safe access.

Ten in a Row Retro Country

Being a single mother is hard 
enough. But when you’re a sports 
mom, it’s even harder.

Helena Blake knows. She’s lost 
track of how many miles she’s put on 
her vehicles over the years taking her 
boys to practices, games, and spe-
cial events. Up and down the Shore, 
including Maryland and Delaware. 
Across the bay. All the way to Florida 
and back. Twice.

Plus a full-time job as a caregiver 
to an ailing family member.

“It’s been very difficult,” says Hel-
ena Blake, an Onancock native whose 
kids range in age from 12 to 26. “But I 
wouldn’t have it any other way.”

Her 15-year-old son Nazere, a 
football star at Nandua High School, 
thinks his mother is a hero. 

“My mom means everything to me,” 
he says. “She has made many sacri-
fices for us. She makes sure we get to 
where we have to go. She makes sure 
we have clothes on our backs, food 
to eat, and that we stay up with our 
grades. She’s our No. 1, for sure.”

Nazere knows a little something 
about being No. 1. Last year, as a 
freshman, he was the Eastern Shore 
District Player of the Year on both of-
fense and defense, leading the War-
riors to the district title.

This fall, he’s piling up more big 
numbers, averaging 141.7 total yards 
per game as a running back and wide 
receiver. The Warriors were 1-2 head-
ing into Thursday night’s game at 
Westmoreland, which ended too late 
for inclusion in this edition of the 
Post.

Blake isn’t particularly big — just 
5 feet, 9 inches tall and 179 pounds — 
but he’s fast, strong, smart, and is a 
serious student of the game.

Nandua coach Dennis McCall says 
that in 25 years of coaching — includ-
ing eight players who’ve gone on to 
the NFL — he’s never had a player un-
derstand the game like Blake.

“He studies film, he’s constantly 
learning, and he’s just a sophomore,” 
McCall says. “He’s a tremendous 
young man. He works very hard in the 
classroom, and I never have to worry 
about his grades. Everything he does 
is 100%.

“I can’t say enough good things 
about Nazere. I just feel so blessed to 
have him.”

Blake is a stellar student whose 
goal is to graduate with honors, earn 
an academic and/or athletic scholar-
ship to college, and then to play in the 
NFL. If that last goal doesn’t pan out, 
he’s got a solid backup plan: To go to 
medical school and become a doctor. 

In many ways, Blake is following 
in the footsteps of his older brother, 

Tyreim, who graduated — with hon-
ors — from Nandua in 2015. 

Tyreim was a three-sport star, cap-
taining the football, basketball, and 
baseball teams. He made the football 
team at Old Dominion as a walk-on, 
and more recently, he played for the 
semipro Eastern Shore Kings in the 
XEFL.

After growing up without a father 
in the picture, Tyreim has tried to fill 
that role for his younger brother. “I 
was just a big brother for a while,” he 
says. “But the older I got, the more I 
realized what I had been missing. So 
I’ve tried to be more like a mentor or 
father figure.

“I’m very proud of Nazere. I want 
to help him get to that next level.”

Nazere, who also plays basketball 
and plans to run track in the spring, 
says he learned a lot from watching 
Tyreim over the years. “Watching 
him made me want to play like him,” 
Nazere says.

Helena Blake has two other chil-
dren — 24-year-old Jenaya, who lives 
in Maryland, and 12-year-old Zymir, 
who is showing promise in his favorite 
sport, basketball.

She speaks with pride of her 
children.

“To have good kids has made my life 
easier,” she says. “To see the smiles 
on their faces makes all the hard work 
and sacrifice worth it.”

As Helena says these words, Nazere 
is sitting nearby. And he’s smiling.

Northampton County will have 85% broadband 
internet coverage when the Eastern Shore of Vir-
ginia Broadband Authority completes its current 
grant-funded expansion. 

ESVBA plans to obtain additional funding and 
achieve 100% coverage.

“We are bringing people on board, which is great,” 
ESVBA Executive Director Robert Bridgham told 
county supervisors on Sept. 12.

In 2022, ESVBA received a $12.3 million Vir-
ginia Telecommunications Initiative grant to ex-
pand its broadband network in both Accomack and 
Northampton counties.

Combined with more than $3.3 million in match-
ing funds, ESVBA secured about $15.6 million for 
the project.

That includes funding for special construction to 
connect homes that have long driveways, for exam-
ple, 1,000 or 2,000 feet, Bridgham said.

The special funding will “help offset or alleviate 
those costs so we can remove some of these barriers 
to being able to get access to broadband to the com-
munity,” he said.

The Northampton portion of the project, total-
ing 123 miles, is about two-thirds complete. Fi-
ber-optic cable runs past nearly 5,165 of 7,126 
Northampton homes in the project scope, and 224 
of those homes are already connected and receiving 
service.

The entire Eastern Shore broadband project is di-
vided into 14 areas, half of which are in Northamp-
ton County.

Area 8, which includes Exmore, Occohannock 
Neck, and Nassawadox, is 22% built out.

Area 9, including Birdsnest, and the east side of 
Eastville, is 40% built out.

Areas 10 through 14, which are east Cape Charles, 
Seaview, Capeville, Arlington/Sand Hill, and Kipto-
peke, respectively, are 98% to 100% complete.

Less than 50% of the project budget has been 
spent and the buildout should be finished on time, 

on or before May 2024.
Another 62 miles of fiber-optic cable will need to 

be run in Northampton for the county to reach 100% 
broadband coverage.

ESVBA had applied for another VATI grant in 
2023, including $2.6 million for Northampton, but 
the application was rejected.

“I think the state looked at us and said, ‘Well, 
we just gave you a lot of money, you’re building it, 
and there are other people that are still in need,” 
Bridgham said.

ESVBA will reapply for VATI funding in the 2024 
grant cycle that is about to begin.

The broadband authority also will apply for a fed-
eral grant program, Broadband Equity, Access, and 
Diversity, or BEAD.

Virginia secured nearly $1.5 billion in BEAD 
funding. “Virginia is actually one of the leading 
states in this,” and “the broadband authority is 
well-positioned to have access to BEAD funds,” 
Bridgham said.

Broadband internet coverage to increase to 85%

The Tasley and Bloxom volunteer 
fire companies are requesting data 
from Accomack County that could 
help justify relocating ambulances 
and staff to the Tasley station. 

In a letter the county received 
Aug. 14, the Bloxom and Tasley 
companies said they are consider-
ing moving two of Bloxom’s ambu-
lances to the Tasley fire station and 
requesting Accomack County De-
partment of Public Safety staff to 
operate them.

“We have a lot to offer,” said 
Glenn Smith of the Tasley Volun-
teer Fire Company during a pre-
sentation to the Accomack County 
Board of Supervisors Wednesday, 
Sept. 20.

The Tasley fire company in 2020 
moved into its new firehouse at 
23395 Tasley Road, which replaced 
the old fire station downtown.

Its location on Route 13 cuts 
travel time to the highway and elim-
inates obstacles such as congestion 
that Onancock’s first responders 
experience traveling nearly 2 miles 
to reach Route 13, Smith said. 

“We believe it will improve re-
sponse time if you take the four 
staff that are in Onancock Station 
9 and relocate them to (Tasley) Sta-
tion 8, and you take the battalion 
chief from downtown Parksley and 
relocate him to Station 8,” Smith 
said.

The Tasley and Bloxom compa-
nies requested maps showing re-
sponse times from several of Ac-
comack County’s fire stations, as 
well as showing population con-
centration and infrastructure in 
close proximity to the Tasley fire 
station.

The proposal follows one from 
Parksley Volunteer Fire Company 
to construct a sub-station at Fish-
ers Corner, on Route 13, aimed at 
improving response times and ac-
cess to the highway.

Smith said Tasley and Bloxom’s 
request would meet recommenda-
tions in the 2007 Accomack Coun-
ty Public Safety System Strategic 
Plan, which include “consolidation 
of staffing toward the high run vol-
ume stations most centrally located 
along the Route 13 corridor.”

Ambulance relocation 
to Tasley station sought

Virginia hotel employees are be-
ing trained how to recognize and re-
port the signs of human trafficking 
in an effort to reduce the number of 
victims.

The 30-minute, online training 
program officially launched this 
year. Employees had to complete the 
course by the end of June. The Gen-
eral Assembly passed and funded a 
bill last year allowing the Virginia 
Department of Criminal Justice Ser-
vices to create the online course. 

Del. Shelly A. Simonds, D-New-
port News, sponsored the measure.

The course is free to employees and 
must be completed after six months 
of employment and every two years. 
There are over 115,000 hotel employ-
ees who would be required to take the 
course, according to figures provid-
ed by the American Hotel & Lodging 
Association.

The VDCJS was “fully dedicated to 
this issue,” Simonds said.

State leaders budgeted nearly 
$466,000 in the biennial budget for 
the state agency to provide the on-
line course. The training is necessary 
because sex and labor trafficking oc-
cur frequently in hotels, according to 

Simonds.
“Law enforcement can only do so 

much. They need citizens to be in-
volved and knowing the signs that hu-
man trafficking might be going on,” 
Simonds said.

Virginia hotels supported the 
training. Hotel brands such as Hilton 
and Marriott even had their own on-
line course before it was mandated, 
according to Simonds. 

Brands without their own train-
ing must complete the state-required 
course.

“Now this law requires that every-
one does it, including smaller opera-
tors, smaller motel chains,” Simonds 
said.“ I think it’s really going to lift 
up the standards for everyone.”

The Virginia Department of Health 
enforces that hotel employees have 
their human trafficking training cer-
tificate on file, according to Simonds. 
This certification is transferable to 
other Virginia hotel chains.

“There’s a lot of support across 
Virginia for cracking down on hu-
man trafficking,” Simonds said. 
“And whether it be from the hotel 
industry, tourism industry, the leg-
islature, the Virginia State Police 
— we’re all working together to find 
solutions.”

Candidates for the Senate 20th Dis-
trict are Republican William “Bill” R. 
DeSteph Jr. and Democrat Victoria A. 
Luevanos, both of Virginia Beach.

Candidates for the House of Delegates 
100th District are incumbent Robert 
S. Bloxom Jr., a Republican from Ac-

comack County, and Charlena Jones, a 
Democrat from Northampton County, 
who serves on the Northampton County 
School Board.

In addition, voters will elect officials 
in contested races for the Accomack 
County Board of Supervisors and School 
Board in several districts and will deter-
mine the constitutional officer elected in 
a contested race for Accomack County’s 
Clerk of Circuit Court.

Voters in Onancock, Wachapreague, 
and Bloxom will elect town council mem-
bers in special elections.

Northampton County does not have 
contested local races, though residents 
will cast their votes for representatives 
on the board of supervisors and school 
board, as well as for constitutional 
officers.

Residents must register to vote before 
Monday, Oct. 16, to use a regular ballot. 
Those who register Oct. 16 through Elec-
tion Day, Nov. 7, can vote using a pro-
visional ballot, which the electoral board 
reviews to determine if the vote can be 
counted.

Voters can also cast ballots by mail. 
To request a mail-in ballot, visit https://

vote.elections.virginia.gov/VoterInfor-
mation or call the county’s voter regis-
tration office.

The deadline to apply for a mail-in bal-
lot is Oct. 27.

The Cape Charles Wetlands and Coastal Dune Board voted Wednes-
day, Sept. 20, to support a project that would build a 274-foot pri-
vate pier, a boat house, and an eight-ton boat lift alongside the north-
ern end of the town’s public beach.

The decision hinged on strictly limited jurisdiction and the board 
ruled narrowly only on features that would cross a sliver of beach.

Those features would include a riprap retaining wall and short sec-
tion of walkway on open piers.

The ruling left citizen concerns unaddressed and questions to be 
answered by state and federal agencies that will review the project 
next.

The board’s jurisdiction applied to a strip of land possibly as little 
as 20 feet wide between mean high and mean low water lines, said Ka-
tie Nunez, town planner.

That sliver stretches along about 684 feet of waterfront running 
from the public beach partly around the Seabreeze Apartments near 
the corner of Bay and Washington avenues.

It carries the scars of erosion and commercial use as the launching 
point for the first car-carrying ferry on the Eastern Shore.

A jumble of concrete slabs, some from town sidewalk replace-
ments, covers much of the wetlands.

The debris appears only to have slowed the inexorable march of 
pounding waves, which once flooded the neighboring apartments and 
forced residents to evacuate, said Nunez.

David and Pamela Hainsworth, who initiated the project and own 
the waterfront property, hope to insulate the land from sea level rise 
and storm surge by replacing the concrete with riprap.

The couple also plans to plant wetlands grasses on fill covering the 
toe of the revetment.

John Schoeneck, board chairman, said the proposal will “stabilize 
and somewhat beautify” the wetlands.

In the end, the board unanimously endorsed the riprap retaining 
wall and said the small portion of the open pier would have no impact 
on dunes.

Largely unanswered were concerns of about a dozen residents who 
attended the hearing.

Mainly, citizens objected that the pier would:
n Obstruct the view of the roughly 340 pilings left from the 1930s 

ferry operation
n Require the removal of as many as six pilings
n Disturb osprey nests.
The property “should be added to the historical register and not 

developed for the benefit of one family,” said Laura Weigand, local 
business owner and member of the town’s Board of Zoning Appeals.

That board last year approved zoning the property for construc-
tion of two houses.

The proposal will now go to the Virginia Marine Resources Com-
mission, which will coordinate reviews by a host of other agencies, 
including the U.S. Army Corps of Engineers.

Pier, boat house planned for beach area
