Lewis chosen as Shore’s new circuit judge

The Virginia General Assembly
appointed Lynwood W. Lewis Jr.,

a longtime former membe

General Assembly, as the Eastern
Shore’s new 2nd Circuit Court
Judge on Thursday, March 7.

The Accomack County native
will preside over cases in Acco-
mack and Northampton counties
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as well as Virginia Beach.

“I’ve spent 20 years of serving
my community — the Eastern
Shore of Virginia, Accomack and
Northampton — in the House
and in the Senate,” Lewis said
during a General Assembly
Courts of Justice Committee
meeting March 1.

“This offers yet another ...
avenue for service to my commu-
nity,” he said of taking on the

r of the

role as the Eastern Shore’s new
resident circuit court judge.

Lewis was one of two Eastern
Shore natives who vied for the
judgeship after Judge W. Revell
Lewis III retired from the role at
the end of 2023.

Longtime General District
Court Judge Gordon S. Vincent
also announced he would run for
the position during a meeting of
the Eastern Shore Bar Associa-

tion last fall.
The bar association on Nov.
8 voted 29-3 to recommend the
General Assembly appoint Vin-
cent as circuit judge for Acco-
mack and Northampton counties.
“I had looked forward to
serving the Eastern Shore as our
circuit court judge, so, of course,
this is a great disappointment,”
Vincent said in a statement this

Man shot in Accomack;

Council member frustrated at Route 175 safety

A Chincoteague Town Council
member expressed frustration that
the Virginia Department of Transpor-
tation has not funded safety improve-
ments to Route 175 — Chincoteague
Road — which includes the causeway
leading to the island.

“It just tells me once again how
unimportant we are to the state,”
despite “our tax revenue that we’re
bringing in,” said Councilwoman De-
nise Bowden at the Monday, March 4,
town council meeting.

“We, here, have to fight and claw
for every single thing,” Bowden said.

She was responding to a report
by Accomack Supervisor Billy Joe

Tarr, who said VDOT would consider
widening the state road from T’s Cor-
ner, on U.S. Route 13, to the Royal
Farms in Wallops Island, but the
project would not include the Chin-
coteague causeway.
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Considering “the amount of acci-
dents and tragedies that we have had
on that causeway over the years ... we
deserve better,” Bowden said.

She noted that ambulances often
encounter difficulty crossing the
causeway on the way to a hospital.

Tarr recommended that Accomack
pursue the road-widening project first
and then, perhaps, emergency shoul-
ders or “pull-offs” could be added to
the causeway.

He also expressed frustration
with VDOT’s apparent reluctance to
consider safety improvements to the
Chincoteague causeway.

A VDOT representative previously
provided the “lame excuse” that the
causeway is still settling, he said.

“Then don’t take our tax money

anymore. Let us fix it ourselves,” Tarr
said.

Accomack is seeking to widen the
“dangerous and busy” state road
through VDOT’s Smart Scale pro-
gram, he said.

Tarr told the town council that
VDOT is requiring the county to sub-
mit letters of support from entities
such as Chincoteague, Wallops Island,
and the U.S. Navy, before it will con-
sider funding the project.

Bowden said she would vote in
favor of the letter of support, but the
letter also should make the case for
safety improvements to the Chincote-
ague causeway.

“We need some help here, too,” she
said. “Enough’s enough.”

week.

“As one who cares deeply about the
courts, I wish him success,” he said of
Lewis’ appointment.

Virginia has 31 judicial circuits
with courts that hold trials deciding a
range of cases from felonies and fami-
ly matters to large civil claims.

Circuit court judges are appointed
by their districts’ representatives in the
Virginia General Assembly. While local
bar associations provide recommen-
dations on the appointments, elected
officials ultimately choose the judges.

“We take advice from the two
attorney bar associations within the
district but are in no way bound by
their recommendation,” said Del.
Rob Bloxom in an update on the 2024
legislative session.

“The choice was ultimately made
in private with the majority party
taking the leading role in the discus-
sion,” he said of Lewis’ appointment.
Virginia’s House of Delegates and

Senate both have a narrow Democrat-
ic majority.

Lewis earned his law degree from
the University of Richmond and
began practicing law on the Eastern
Shore in 1989.

He served as state legislator before
electing not to run in the November
2023 election.

Lewis said previously his career
in private practice and in the state
legislature made him “keenly aware of
all the challenges” of practicing law
in a rural area.

“I have a deep, abiding affection
for the Eastern Shore and its people,
and so this would give me a perfect
opportunity to make a difference and
do some service in another avenue,”
he said of serving as the Shore’s resi-
dent circuit court judge.

Vincent said he plans to contin-
ue his role as general district court
judge.

“It has always been an honor and a
blessing to serve as a judge,” he said.

“I wish Judge Lewis all the best in
adjudicating the Commonwealth’s
laws,” said Bloxom.

Northampton High School Revitaliza-
tion Committee, which included both
county and school officials.

“We’ve been working behind the
scenes to conceptualize a building
that our students and our educators
deserve, one that’s beautiful, one
that’s cutting-edge, and one that
is going to take ... our students ...
further,” said Northampton School
Board Chair Liz Jones.

Betsy Mapp, chair of the
Northampton Board of Supervisors,
introduced John Coker, who was chair
when the $81.3 million contract was
awarded and who has served on the
high school revitalization committee
since it was formed in 2018.

Coker said that when the project
is complete, Northampton’s middle
school students will finally get what
they “deserve ... a first-class, up-to-
date, educational, and safe facility.”

The project will include construc-
tion of a new cafeteria and auditori-
um and a separate wing and gym for
the middle school, which has been
using space in Northampton High
School for about 15 years, since
Northampton Middle School closed in
Machipongo.

He recognized his wife, Martina
Coker, for leading the campaign in
2020 to pass a referendum for an
additional 1% sales tax to fund school

capital projects like the middle and
high school.

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As ground is broken on school,
celebratory time in Nhampton

It is a celebratory time in Northampton County.
After years of planning and work, the county leaders
symbolically broke ground this week for a rebuilt and
remodeled complex in Eastville containing its middle
and high school.

Northampton parents, school supporters, and
others asked for this. The Northampton School Board
and Northampton Board of Supervisors delivered. The
$81.3 million contract has been awarded.

Northampton voters in a referendum approved a 1%
sales tax to help fund the project. Supervisors, thanks
to the hard work of the finance department and others,
approved the school construction plan without a real
estate tax increase.

How long has the process been? In October 2020, the
Eastern Shore Post quoted leaders as saying the proj-
ect would be substantially completed by the summer of
2024. That won’t happen, of course, but nobody ever
imagined groundbreaking would be postponed this long.

In a community like Northampton County, a new
school building is more than a school — it’s a commu-
nity center, civic center, conference pavilion, banquet
hall, and sometimes even a funeral chapel.

We hope school leaders recognize that the communi-
ty paying for this building will expect it to be used for
many purposes in addition to education.

Further, this remodeled complex fixes one of the
issues facing Northampton schools. There are others
that need addressing.

The middle school last year had all six of its state
quality indicators listed at below standard — the low-
est level. The school system presently has a remarkable
29 vacancies — and six vacancies already posted for
next year. Housing for new employees is scarce and
expensive. Salaries for 30-year teachers rank 121st out
of 131 state school systems. The proposed operating
budget for next year has a deficit of $2.5 million.

However, this week’s groundbreaking is an import-
ant investment in the students and county. It has been
along time coming — and is worthy of celebrating.

Kiggans was correct
in immigration vote

To the editor:

This is in response to the
letter on Feb. 16, “Kiggans has
forgotten about immigrants’
farming impact.”

U.S. Rep. Jen Kiggans did
not forget immigrants are
important to the labor force
when she voted against the
emergency National Security
Supplemental Appropriations
Act. The act did not close the
border, would spend billions,
and had unrealistic triggers,
allowing 8,500 crossings per
day or 5,000 crossings per day
for seven consecutive days.
Illegal immigrants and illicit
drugs crossing the border have
already reached unprecedented
numbers.

The border needs to be
closed to fully process more
than 10 million immigrants
who are here, including ap-
proximately two million who
are undocumented and remain
a threat to national security.
The increasing crime, skyrock-
eting costs ($400 billion and

rising), and undue hardships
on processing and holding cen-
ters, border towns and major
cities, law enforcement, crimi-
nal justice, healthcare systems,
and public schools all need to
be addressed.

An open border is an in-
vitation to human and drug
traffickers. Child trafficking,
rapes, and deaths steadily in-
crease while Mexican cartels
get richer. Secretary Alejandro
Mayorkas is accountable for
victims of trafficking, fentanyl
poisoning, and assaults on citi-
zens by illegal immigrants.

President Biden has execu-

tive power to close the border
and chooses not to. Enforc-
ing existing immigration laws
and strengthening security so
designated ports of entry are
utilized would bring order to
the self-inflicted chaos and
allow Border Patrol to regain
control.

The Eastern Shore has ap-
proximately 1,500 workers
who migrate here seasonally on
work visas, per the Agricultur-
al Workers Advocacy Coalition.
We should encourage immi-
grants to come here legally,
under safe conditions and with
dignity. Promoting illegal im-
migration is a disservice to ev-
ery immigrant who comes here
legally.

Changes to legislation
should be made with careful
consideration of long-term
circumstances. Kiggans did
her constituents a service by
not voting for this act and
holding Secretary Mayorkas
accountable.

General Asssembly sends bills; Lewis 1s new judge

We enter the last week with most
of the work in our committees fin-
ished. The bills are now on the floor
for final vote.

If a com-
promise has
not been
reached, then
the House and
Senate have
until we ad-
journ to reach a

compromise.
The bills,
of course, will
Delegate head to the
Rob Bloxom governor for

his approval.
The General
Assembly sent 84 bills to the gover-
nor, which he will need to act upon by
Saturday.
This puts pressure on him to see

how flexible he will be with the Dem-
ocrat majority and to see how flexible

they will be with his budget.

The budget negotiations are oc-
curring every chance we get to meet,
when our schedules allow.

We met Sunday for about eight
hours and plan to meet every day
to hammer out a deal on our spend-
ing package. We hope to have it
ready by the filing deadline on
Wednesday.

We will have to really work hard to
hit this deadline.

The Speaker of the House is really
pushing everyone to finish on time.
The negotiations are with three sen-
ators with their staff person against
three delegates with our staff person
per section.

The budget is separated in sec-
tions, for example, public safety,
K-12 education, natural resources,
and more.

We defend our proposal and some-
times the conferees take our approach
or sometimes they may not.

We might even blend it to reach a
compromise to include in our spend-
ing package.

There are a number of things person-
ally on which I might take a different
approach, but being in the minority, my
role is to make their proposal workable
and to present an opposing opinion.

It is my job to defend the House
position. My questioning is not
to defeat any measure but to
help make the measure able to be
implemented.

In closing, congratulations to the
new 2nd District Circuit Court Judge,
Lynwood Lewis.

The Eastern Shore’s circuit judge
is part of the 2nd District bench,
which includes Virginia Beach.

Each district’s delegation is tasked
with choosing judges.

Any General Assembly member
who represents the district has a
voice. We take advice from the two
attorney bar associations within the

district but are in no way bound by
their recommendation.

Unfortunately, this decision was
too widely discussed in ways that
were neither helpful nor accurate.

The choice was ultimately made
in private, with the majority par-
ty taking the leading role in the
discussion.

I wish Judge Lewis all the best in
adjudicating the commonwealth’s
laws.

The last day for this session is
March 9, commonly known as “sine
die,” and hopefully our work for this
session will be completed.

It has been a pleasure, a privilege,
and a challenge at times, to represent
the interests and concerns of the con-
stituents in our district.

I look forward to hearing from you

in the future as I return to our dis-
trict office in Mappsville.

It is too bad that politics and
friendship came out ahead of the
well-informed advice of the lawyers,
the strong feelings of the commu-
nity, and the best interests of the
Eastern Shore.

Accomack authorities warn students of sexting

Recently I have had the opportu-
nity to speak to a number of school
groups with my colleagues, Accomack
County Sheriff’s Office Cpl. Jason
Campbell, Director Erica Lawson of
the 2A Court Services Unit, and Sher-
maine Wright, a juvenile probation
officer with the 2A Court Services
unit, about what I like to call “digital
daners” that can arise from misuse of
cellphones and other internet-enabled
devices.

These opportunities to speak to
school groups were created by Camp-
bell to have what he describes as “un-

comfortable conversations” about
teen and pre-teen sexting and nude
images.

Our offices are collaborating in
bringing this discussion to students
because of the sharp increase in cases
involving juveniles and the misuse of
digital devices that put children at
risk.

Accomack is not alone in this phe-
nomenon, as recent statistics provid-
ed by the Office of the Attorney Gen-
eral for the Commonwealth of Virgin-
ia show:

B Nearly 1 in 7 of children aged 9
to 12 shared their own nude photos in
2020, and there was a sharp increase
in children who admitted to seeing

non-consensually re-shared nudes of
others ;

B One in five girls aged 13 to 17
shared their own nudes;

M One in 10 boys aged 13 to 17
shared their own nudes;

B Forty percent of teens aged 13
to 17 agreed, “it’s normal for peo-
ple my age to share nudes with each
other.”

It is important to note and we make
this clear in our discussions with
students, what is “normal” in this in-
stance does not mean that this behav-
ior is right or safe.

These statistics show the scope
and breadth of the problems that
children are encountering. These

activities have long-lasting effects
on a child, result in victimization of
the child by peers or adults, or po-
tentially expose children to criminal
charges.

The goal of the sheriff’s office, my
office, and the court services unit, is
to educate these students about these
dangers.

Our hope is that these conversa-
tions will continue at home and that
parents and guardians will talk to
their children about these issues.

Mayor asks residents to report what they see

Pocomoke City Mayor Todd J. Nock
urged residents to remain vigilant
and continue to report suspicious
activity to proper authorities in their
neighborhoods.

Nock made the statements after
the Pocomoke City Council’s meeting
on Monday, March 4.

His comment stems from a recent
event in the Heights neighborhood,
which drew attention on social media.

The incident involved a Delmarva
Power employee offering to help resi-
dents with their lights.

Initial reports, however, failed
to identify him as such, triggering
momentary confusion and con-
cerns online until the situation
was resolved.

Some were skeptical and thought

the man’s motives were nefarious.

Comprehensive plan

Following a presentation by Planning
Director Dan Brandewie regarding the
status of outside bids received for the
development of a new comprehensive
plan, Nock urged the council to first con-
sider using the skills and talents of city
employees as much as possible before
accepting any outside bids.

“This is our town,” Nock stated.
“We are outsourcing this to someone
who doesn’t know Pocomoke City.”

Addressing Brandewie, Nock said
funds allotted for consultant fees
would be better spent on public proj-
ects, such as new sidewalks.

‘When Brandewie expressed concerns
that he lacked sufficient staff to under-
take the project, Nock suggested that
he request additional staff during the
upcoming budget planning process.

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The mayor also stated that Worces-
ter County officials have already
pledged to help the city with GIS map-
ping capabilities as part of this plan.

Council voted to reject the bids and
unanimously accepted the mayor’s plan
to initially develop the plan in-house.

Capital plan

Amy Sommer, with the firm
Charles P. Johnson & Associates, was
invited to speak about the current
five-year Capital Improvement Plan
for fiscal years 2023-2027, developed
by her firm with input from city staff.

The major goals of the program
include the creation and budgeting of
large-scale capital projects, to identi-
fy funding sources for these projects,
and to establish repair and replace-
ment cycles for city-owned facilities
and equipment.

It also allowed for the creation of
areserve, or “rainy day,” fund for
unexpected capital needs, and called
for funding as many improvements
through grants, when possible.

Other important goals include at-
tracting new businesses and full-time
residents, establishing new green spaces
(while improving existing ones), ongoing
neighborhood revitalization, increas-
ing tourism, creating a mixed-use and
walkable community, and prioritizing
riverfront access, bikeways, and more.

B With the current moratorium set
to expire on March 30, council con-
ducted a first reading on a resolution
to extend the moratorium on cannabis
business development in the city for
another six months.

Town grant would build
on security camera success

Exmore Police Chief Angelo DiMar-
tino is applying for a $25,000 grant
for additional security cameras to
build on the town’s recent success
using the cameras to solve and deter
crimes.

“Serious crime rates have dropped
about 50% since September, which is
incredible,” DiMartino told the Ex-
more Town Council on Monday, March
4.

The cameras have license-plate
recognition, which helps police solve
crimes such as shootings.

“This camera system has been vital
in solving a lot of crimes on the Shore,
not just in town,” DiMartino said.

He said Exmore’s cameras recently
helped the Accomack County Sheriff’s
Office in investigating an incident in
which a subject had been shot in the
head.

The cameras were used to identi-
fy the suspect’s vehicle, which was
stopped with the assistance of Exmore

police and a Northampton County
deputy.

“It was a good stop. They got a
weapon out of the vehicle,” DiMartino
said.

He said that Accomack County also
used the town’s cameras to solve a
case of a stolen vehicle and to identify
a vehicle with a trailer full of stolen
equipment.

DiMartino granted Accomack
County direct access to the cameras
after receiving multiple requests for
Exmore police to check them.

“It was just easier to give them
access,” he said. DiMartino noted
that the Accomack officers cannot
make changes to the videos but
they can view and make copies of
them.

DiMartino’s original goal was to
have security cameras on Main Street
and every road intersecting U.S.
Route 13.

If the $25,000 grant is awarded, the
camera system will be extended as far
south as the Exmore Royal Farms and
McDonald’s, he said.

Woman’s Club

Island’s YMCA facility to get update after delays

Chincoteague soon will have a new-
ly updated YMCA after several years
of delays, according to one of its main
benefactors.

“After four-and-a-half years of
struggling with various governmen-
tal agencies, they’ve finally allowed
us to start,” David Landsberger, the
namesake of the island’s YMCA, told
the Chincoteague Town Council on
Monday, March 4.

The new YMCA is a 10,000-square-
foot building that will feature a full-
size gym, surrounded by a walking
track, for sports including basketball,
volleyball, badminton, and pickleball.

The facility will have three large
bathrooms; one for men, one for
women, and a family/individual bath-
room. With the addition of the new

bathrooms, the YMCA campus will

have a total of five showers.

The new facility will adhere to all
codes required to host children’s pro-
grams such as summer camp, daycare,
and after-school programs.

“COVID stopped everything,” but

the new YMCA facility will enable
past programs to be restarted, Lands-
berger said.

He noted that working within the
floodplain is challenging, and because
the new facility is two feet higher off the
ground compared to the existing facility,

the buildings will not be connected.

Site work for the new YMCA is
underway and will continue for about
three or four weeks. Construction is
expected to begin in about six weeks.
The project should be complete by late
fall, Landsberger said.

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LIFE AROUND HERE

Mallette to lead free sessions
for seniors to prevent talls

Growing up in the outdoors either
wandering the seaside barrier islands
while his mother was conducting
bird surveys or in the woods cruising
timber with his father, Zack Mallette
never imagined choosing a career that
would involve a 9 a.m. to 5 p.m. work-
day inside a building.

But there’s a good reason Mallette,
33, is a physical therapist assistant
with Bayside Rehab Inc, spending his
days with patients in need of restor-
ing physical function and overcoming
injury.

At Nandua High School, Mallette
injured his knee playing football and
lost opportunities for scholarships in
football and wrestling. He underwent
surgery and needed physical therapy
himself to regain strength in his in-
jured knee. That experience planted a
seed in his mind that physical therapy
would be a way of giving back for the
help he received.

First, however, to satisfy his
appetite for travel and the outdoors,
he accompanied a church group to an
orphanage in Nigeria on a medical
mission to aid in disease screening
and to assist in the construction of a
new school.

“That experience allowed me to see
a part of the world that was seriously
struggling and also understand and
appreciate the feeling of helping peo-
ple in need,” said Mallette.

On to college, Mallette earned his
degree in biology with a minor in envi-
ronmental conservation at Old Domin-
ion University.

His choices for his studies were in
large part influenced by his parents.
His mother, Karen Terwilliger, is a

wildlife biologist who has written
an authoritative book on Virginia’s
endangered species and has been the
president of the VES Land Trust
Board of Directors since 2020.

His father, Steve Mallette, owns a
forestry company and served on the
Accomack County Board of Super-
visors for several years. As a youth,
Mallette hiked parts of Europe with
his father and spent lots of time in the
White Mountains of New Hampshire
with his mother.

That sense of adventure led Mal-
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lette to put off starting a career after
college and take on several travel
expeditions.

After graduation from ODU, Mal-
lette and a high school friend, Ben
Hammer, hiked the 2,200-mile Appa-
lachian Trail in 2013. It’s a rare feat
accomplished by only a few hundred
hikers each year. Starting the jour-
ney in March from Springer Moun-
tain, Ga., the pair endured 15-degree
temperatures, blistering heat, and
bugs, including a cicada hatch that
left Hammer’s feet covered in insect

parts.

Hammer and Mallette split up
during portions of the walk, but got
back together for the final 150 miles
before reaching the end of the trail in
Mt. Katahdin, Maine, just short of six
months after starting.

Mallette says the lessons he learned
on the trial have stayed with him.
especially the appreciation for the
kindness of others.

“There was so much of that kind-
ness out there on the trail,” Mallette
said, adding, “There was a lot of mer-
cy along the way...The people that the
trail attracts, every person I met was
very charismatic, very loving, open.”

Helping seniors

Mallette completed other travel ad-
ventures after his college graduation,
including backpacking thousands of
miles through South America. He also
hiked the 200-mile Arctic Circle Trail
in Greenland with his father.

He then went on to further his
education and spent two years earning
his physical therapist assistant license
at Tidewater Community College. He
wasn’t a typical student, living in a
27-foot sailboat he purchased for $300
that he fixed up and lived in for two
years while in school.

“Winters were a bit cold, but I had
a small propane heater that kept it at
areally warm 49 degrees inside,” said
Mallette. “Sometimes you get some
pretty heavy storms going, through,
and it’s not easy reading a textbook
when you’re listing at 40 degrees.”

It was at TCC he met his men-
tor and department head, Melanie
Basinger. She started a nonprofit
called Therapy on the Move in 2019

called Therapy on the Move in 2019
that aims at revolutionizing health-
care by providing programs that help
educate and improve the overall well-
ness of the community.

Mallette is vice president of the
group and the only member from the
Eastern Shore of Virginia.

TOTM has been breaking ground
in Hampton Roads through their
Timeless Living Fall Prevention Pro-
gram, which involves a seven-week
education/exercise-based approach
for anyone concerned with falling,
either for themselves or for their
loved ones. Falling is widely known
to lead to financial and physical
hardships.

Statistics show that one in four

Americans aged 65 and older falls
each year. Every 19 minutes an older
adult dies from a fall, and every 11
seconds an older adult is treated in
the emergency room for a fall.

That all adds up to over $50 bil-
lion spent in the healthcare system
to treat adults 65 and older who are
injured in a fall.

Mallette wants to launch Timeless
Living Fall Prevention Programs on
the Eastern Shore of Virginia and has
been given approval to conduct his
program at the Craddockville United
Methodist Church’s spacious social
hall. He hopes to begin sessions as
early as March.

“These sessions will improve one’s
confidence to move freely in their
homes within the community,” said
Mallette. “It will also teach you to
identify and overcome your individ-
ualized fall risk and teach proper
ways to fall to minimize injury. We
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also give individualized exercises to
improve one’s balance.”

The two-hour weekly sessions are
free, thanks to therapists like Mal-
lette who provide their expertise pro
bono, and include eight to 15 partici-
pants.

Mallette said he hopes to schedule
sessions in the daylight hours be-
cause many seniors do not like driv-
ing at night. He also said the sessions
would be open to caregivers who want
information on protecting their loved
ones.

Mallette, not surprisingly, given
his upbringing, is an avid fisherman,
hunter, and waterman who loves
exploring the Shore’s waterways.
When asked if donating so much time
to Timeless Living sessions would cut
into his outdoors time, he says, “I will
always find time to get outdoors, but
it’s being outdoors and from my wan-
derings that I realized I want to give

back to the community. I greatly enjoy
the solitude when I am outdoors, but

I also love the interaction with peo-
ple and the feeling of helping people
improve their lives.”

An important obstacle in holding
Timeless Living Fall Prevention ses-
sions on the Eastern Shore is acquir-
ing funding to sustain the program.
While Mallette doesn’t receive any
compensation for organizing Time-
less Living sessions, paid clinicians
who assist Mallette are needed to en-
sure the safety of the participants,
depending on the size of the class.
Mallette has been pursuing funding
opportunities on the Eastern Shore
but is hopeful for support from the
Eastern Shore community.

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‘Almshouse’ documentary airs Thursday, March 14

“Serendipitous” is how Acade-
my Award nominated documentary
filmmaker James Spione describes
his connection to the Barrier Islands
Center in Machipongo.

Already vacationing on the lower
Eastern Shore for a number of years,
Spione began a random conversation
with Laura Vaughan, then the cen-
ter’s executive director, while picking
his eldest son up from a pirate camp.

One conversation led to another,
ultimately resulting in the creation of
his first documentary in collaboration
with the BIC, “Our Island Home,”
about life on Hog Island.

Seven documentary films later,
Spione’s newest endeavor, “The Alms-
house,” will premiere at the Historic
Palace Theatre in Cape Charles on
Thursday, March 14, at 7 p.m.

The Barrier Islands Center is
housed on property that, from 1802
to 1946, was the Eastern Shore’s own
poor house, or “almshouse.”

Who were they and just how did
they end up there? Did they ever
leave? What were their stories?

These are a few of the questions
answered by Spione’s film.

Calling it an “intentional erase,”
in the film, psychologist and educa-
tor Lisa Moon asked, “How do you
capture the essence of a human when

there is an absence of their trail — of
their existence?”

Almshouses were once plentiful
throughout the United States and
Europe. Rural or urban, every county
or city had institutions that housed
those no one else wanted — the poor,
the homeless, disabled veterans,
unwed mothers, debtors, widows, or
those with physical or mental health
conditions, or people who could just
no longer care for themselves.

Almshouses were the welfare or
social services programs of their day.
Referred to as “inmates,” some people
were born there; others died there.

Some remained for life while others
were transients, needing a hand to get
back on their feet before they moved on.

At an almshouse, however, handouts
were not the norm. Inmates were expect-
ed to do what they could to earn their
keep. In Machipongo, it meant working
on this self-sufficient farmstead.

Spione’s film captures more than
10 years of historic research conduct-
ed by local artist Miriam Riggs, which
led to the discovery and documen-
tation of over a thousand names of
people who inhabited or worked at the
almshouse over the years. Traveling
between Eastville and Richmond, “it

was detective work,” she said.

“I’ve always felt it was significant
to stop and look at what’s there, to
reflect on the significance of any one
individual life,” she said.

Through Riggs’ research, Blox-
om resident John Miller was able to
locate information about his second
great-grandmother, Jane Doughty,
of Hog Island, who gave birth to his
great grandfather, Charles Miller, out
of wedlock at the almshouse in 1880.

Describing her as someone who was
overlooked, he stated that he is proud
that, through this documentary, he can
“give her name a light that it never had.”

Cokesbury concerts have no admittance fee,
with a free-will offering to sustain the concert se-
ries. The Church and Cultural Center is located at
13 Market St. in Onancock.
