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‘He went to the last place he was happy’

During 16-year stretch ending in 2021, there were 105 Eastern Shore suicides, leaving a wake of grief, questions

On April 6, 2023, everyone expected
Julian Bloedel to go to work at the Acco-
mac Shore Stop convenience store.

Bloedel, 21, of Greenbush, had other
ideas.

He went to a nearby hardware store
that sold guns and purchased a pistol.

Then he drove to Burton’s Shore, near
Locustville, a secluded spot where, as

a child, Bloedel and his family enjoyed
outings.

He fired one shot, apparently to ensure
the gun was operational. Then he fatally
shot himself.

“Julian gave every indication he was
going to go to work,” said Brian Bloedel,
his father.

Julian Bloedel left no note and gave no
indication why he decided to end his life.

His death added to the Eastern
Shore’s grim suicide statistics — num-

bers that are characteristically not dis-
cussed or reported.

On the Eastern Shore, instances of
homicide are talked about. Instances of
suicide, however, are far more prevalent
— but are comparatively unnoticed.

For a 16-year period ending in 2021 —
the last year included in a 2023 report by
the state chief medical examiner — there
were 73 reported suicide cases in Acco-
mack County alone.

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Man hospitalized
after truck crash

A man who police say had a heart at-
tack and overturned the truck he was
driving near Cheriton was transported
to the hospital.

State Police Sgt. Michelle Anaya
said emergency medical personnel pro-
vided CPR to the driver “and were able
to get a pulse.”

State police responded to the crash
on U.S. Route 13 at the Cape Charles
Food Lion store at 6:43 a.m. Units and
personnel from area fire companies
and Northampton County EMS also
responded.

The man was driving a 2006 Inter-
national 4000 series truck when he
lost control and overturned. He was
in cardiac arrest and not breathing
when units and personnel arrived,
Anaya said.

County seeks improvements for Parsons, Bayview circles

Northampton supervisors on Tues-
day, July 23, approved a resolution to
submit an application to the Virginia
Department of Transportation for a
Smart Scale project designed to im-
prove safety on U.S. Route 13 near
Cape Charles.

Supervisor John Coker called the
proposal “infinitely better than what
we have today” in spite of Chair Betsy
Mapp’s doubt.

The project would eliminate the in-
tersection of U.S. Route 13 with state
Route 641, which is named Parsons
Circle on the west side of the highway
and Bayview Circle on the east side.

On one side of Parsons Circle is the
Northampton County YMCA, and on
the other side is the Tower Hill sub-

division. Bayview Circle leads to the
community of the same name, south of
Cheriton.

If VDOT approved the project, a
concrete median would be placed di-
agonally across the highway divide.
Vehicles traveling north would be able
to turn left onto Parsons Circle, and
vehicles traveling south would be able
to turn left onto Bayview Circle, but
no vehicle would be able to go straight
across the highway from Parsons Cir-
cle to Bayview Circle or vice versa.

Drivers on Parsons Circle aiming to
travel north on the highway, as well
as drivers on Bayview Circle aiming
to travel south on the highway, would
need to make U-turns on U.S. Route
13.

“I fail to see how that makes any-
thing safer. ... I just don’t get it,”
Mapp said.

Coker explained that vehicles at-
tempting to cross the highway often
get “stuck” in the middle, and it will be
safer if “you can’t go directly across.”

Northampton County Administra-
tor Charlie Kolakowski added that
now, larger vehicles with trailers
struggle to proceed safely across U.S.
Route 13 because the highway divide
in the center is not large enough to ac-
commodate those vehicles.

The proposed project includes the
addition of a turning lane on either
side of the highway, which would solve
that problem, he said.

Supervisor Oliver Bennett asked if
it would be possible to visit the site of
the proposed project and vote to ap-
prove the resolution at another meet-
ing.

Deputy County Administrator Jan-
ice Williams noted that the applica-

tion deadline was Aug. 1, before the
next scheduled supervisors meeting.

Kolakowski noted that “the appli-
cation’s a long way away from being
approved and even farther away from
being built,” and there will be future
opportunities to voice concerns about
the proposal to VDOT.

Coker made a motion to approve the
resolution to submit the Smart Scale
application, seconded by Supervisor
Ernest Smith.

Smith said that traffic is heavier at
the intersection with the addition of
the YMCA and new homes being built
in Tower Hill, and he was concerned
about road safety.

Coker said that there have been sev-
eral accidents, some resulting in inju-
ry, at the intersection.

The motion passed in a 4-1 vote,
with the chair opposed.

Town manager addresses 1ssue with old oak

It is not the Lorax — the Dr. Seuss
character who famously spoke for the
trees — but some around Onancock
also have been speaking for the trees
recently.

Miriam Riggs expressed concern
that a 250- to 350-year-old oak tree
behind the Roseland Theater in Onan-
cock might be removed.

“With a girth of 17 feet, this tree is
aliving treasure and should be regard-
ed with respect and deference to its
age and historical and cultural signif-
icance,” Riggs wrote in a Friday, July
26, letter to the Eastern Shore Post.

“The small greenspace around the
tree should be fenced off with simple
posts and chain-type fencing and a

commemorative plaque should be in-
stalled to celebrate the wonderful his-
tory of the town as witnessed by that
tree.”

Onancock is a designated Tree City
USA. The program by the Arbor Day
Foundation aims to maintain and
grow tree cover in communities.

Town Manager Matt Spuck ad-
dressed concerns about the tree in a
Manager’s Minute newsletter sent on
Tuesday, July 30.

Spuck said Queen Street and the
parking lot behind the movie theater,
where the tree is located, are being up-
dated. The project will include traffic
patterns, parking spaces, lighting,
and landscaping.

It will also include relocating the
Onancock Market, which needs to
move away from the piece of private

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land that the market has been tradi-
tionally held on, Spuck said.

The property at 22 Market St. where
the Onancock Market has been held is
owned by Mayor Fletcher Fosque.

The area where the oak is located is
a proposed spot for the Onancock Mar-
ket to set up during the spring and fall
months, Spuck said.

The winter farmer’s market will
move into a small shed-like building
behind the new welcome center that
will soon open at 38 Market St. Pre-
viously the winter market was held in
a small annex at 20 Market St., which
Fosque also owns.

Business owners and stakeholders
who own property adjacent to Queen
Street met to discuss their needs and
ideas for Queen Street and the parking
area, Spuck said.

Notes from the Tuesday, July 16,
meeting, which were included as part
of the Monday, July 22, Onancock
Town Council packet, show that sev-
eral of those in attendance expressed
concern about falling limbs.

The mayor indicated that allowing
people to walk under the tree could in-
crease the town’s liability.

Janet Fosque, who founded the Onan-
cock Market, is on its board, and who
is the mayor’s wife, said the market
wouldn’t be able to have vendors or shop-
pers under the tree due to the liability.

Spuck, in his newsletter, said the
town’s insurance company and attor-
ney have been involved in discussions
about the tree.

SUICIDE PREVENTION
SCREENING, ADVICE

Kelly Bulin, director of program develop-
ment, planning, and prevention at the Eastern
Shore Community Services Board, said when
talking with someone who might be at risk
for suicide, the direct question has to be
asked: Are you thinking of harming yourself?

But, Bulin emphasizes, the question
should be asked only if the person asking
is willing to follow up with discussions and
efforts to help.

Gleaned from o variety of sources, here
are some screening questions to defermine if
a person is at risk for suicide:

M In the last two weeks, have you wished
you were dead?

M Do you feel that you or your family would
be better off if you were dead?

B Have you been having thoughts about
killing yourself?

M Have you ever tried fo kill yourself?

M Do you have access to weapons or other
means for harming yourself?

WHAT TO AVOID
I Do not refuse to discuss the issue.
M Do not be shocked, outraged, or angry.
W Do not press the person to explain why.
W Do not promise to keep it secret.
M Do not laugh it off or offer a glib response
like, “Hang in there.”
B And absolutely do not assume the person
is bluffing and dare him or her to go through
with it.

During the same time frame, there
were 32 suicides in Northampton Coun-
ty, the report shows.

That’s a total of 105 people on the
Eastern Shore who killed themselves
— about the same size as an area high
school’s graduating class.

During the same time period, there
were 77 homicides reported on the East-
ern Shore, including 57 in Accomack.

The “stigma around mental illness”
prevents loved ones from talking
about self-inflicted deaths, said Kelly
Bulin, director of program develop-
ment, planning, and prevention at the
Eastern Shore Community Services
Board.

Among the community services
board’s many offerings are outpatient
mental health and substance abuse
counseling.

The stigma also prevents people who
are contemplating suicide from seeking
help.

“Stigma keeps people from reach-
ing out when they’re struggling,” said
Bulin.

“Their brains and their spirit and
their soul are broken and those things
we can’t see from the outside.”

But there are many avenues for
people in crisis to find assistance —
including dialing 988, the national
suicide and crisis lifeline.

‘Road to normalcy’

Julian Bloedel was succeeding as an
adult.

One of Brian and René Bloedel’s seven
adopted children, he was welcomed into
their home at just three weeks old. He was
loved and cherished by his new parents.

As a child, Julian Bloedel had anger
and impulse-control issues.

While in high school, he was placed
in a psychiatric residential treatment
facility for youth with neurodevelop-
mental disorders, where he received
therapy.

He improved and lived in a Ports-
mouth group home. As a high school
senior, he attended Nandua, where he
graduated.
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Brian and René Bloedel sit at their
Greenbush home. “I really feel for those
people whose children don’t give them
any signs,” Brian Bloedel said.

“He was very good about taking his
medications and seemed on the road to
normalcy,” Brian Bloedel said

He got a job at the Perdue Farms
Inc. plant in Accomac, making enough
money to buy a car and “seemed to
be well on his way to an independent
adulthood,” his father said.

But two days before his death, Ju-
lian Bloedel had a “severe psychiatric
event,” his father said. He was admit-
ted to the hospital, and after he stabi-
lized, the doctor urged admission for
observation and treatment.

Julian Bloedel wasn’t having it.
Because he never had said or done any-
thing to indicate that he would hurt
himself or anyone else — and because
he was a legal adult — he demanded to
be released from the hospital.

The day before he died, Bloedel ap-
peared to be back to normal, helping with
household chores. He didn’t speak about
the previous day’s hospitalization.

Brian Bloedel was on his lawn mower
when the sheriff’s deputies approached
the following day to tell him of his

son’s suicide.

“I really feel for those people whose
children don’t give them any signs,”
he said.

Awareness needed

Julian Bloedel was interred at Belle
Haven Cemetery next to his grand-
mother, Evelena Bonniwell.

It was a small service, but his former
manager and coworkers from the Acco-
mac Shore Stop attended.

Today, the vehicle he purchased is in
the family’s driveway. The swimming
pool where he enjoyed swimming and
cooling off is nearby.

The only missing pieces are Julian
Bloedel and the explanations that will
never come.

“Every day I think about him,” said
René Bloedel.

Bulin said people considering self-
harm should talk to someone about
their feelings, like a doctor, nurse, or
faith leader.

But she said it takes a wide aware-
ness of the issue of suicide to provide
help.

“It takes community awareness,
normalized conversations, and an
investment to provide accessibility to
mental health and other behavioral
health services such as substance use
treatment,” she said.

“Addressing stigma and preventing
suicide cannot be done in a silo.”

Brian Bloedel has tried to consider
what his son was thinking — perhaps
he didn’t see a future — but ended his
life “before it could really begin.”

“If there is a message here, it is of
the deep and heartbreaking frustration
of family, friends, and medical staff
dealing with a person so obviously in
need of help who absolutely refuses
that help but chooses to escape into the
finality of suicide,” Bloedel said.

Bloedel wishes his son had discussed
his feelings.

But Julian Bloedel’s only communi-
cation on the day he died was to text a
photograph to a sibling.

It was a photograph of the Burton’s
Shore road sign — the place where he
enjoyed himself and the place where he
ended his life.

“He went to the last place he was
happy,” Bloedel said.

A formal, written assessment is being ob-
tained, Spuck said.

Three years ago, the town secured a grant
to care for the tree. That care included light-
ning protection, canopy cleaning and prun-
ing, asphalt removal, ground cover under the
canopy, and some branch cabling, according
to Spuck.

“At no time has anyone suggested that the
tree be removed to make room for more park-

tree towers over
its surroundings.
“No decision has
been made about
whether or not

to cut down the
tree.

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Onancock’s oak among
Shore’s famous trees

Recent publicity has made the stately Onancock oak
tree a welcome addition to the pantheon of famous East-
ern Shore trees, of which there are many.

At the moment, there is a question of whether the
Onancock tree is an obstacle to the placement of a farm-
ers market on land surrounding the tree. No decision
has been made to keep or remove the tree, but there are
strong feelings on both sides.

So add the Onancock oak to the list of Eastern Shore
trees that, over the years, have prompted community
pride and curiosity.

Some may have heard of the large oak trees planted in
1668 to mark the Maryland line. They came to be called
the “marriage trees,” as Virginia couples would travel
to Maryland to wed because of the state’s more lenient
marriage laws.

One of Eastville’s main thoroughfares, Willow Oak
Road, derives its name from the national champion wil-
low oak tree beside it.

One of the handsomest trees you’ll ever see is the
massive sycamore on Back Street in Accomac. It
was planted in 1776 to celebrate the Declaration of
Independence.

Then there are the highway crepe myrtles, planting of
which began almost 100 years ago. There are now thou-
sands of them along U.S. Route 13, thanks to the con-
tinuing efforts of several women’s groups.

Remember the unique cork trees — one each in Cape-
ville and Onancock?

Our remarkable trees show the Eastern Shore’s pride
in our history and our nature. Onancock’s oak deserves
careful study and thoughtful planning.

Tick bites should be taken seriously

Tick bites often go undetected un-
til symptoms arise.

Charles Green, deputy commis-
sioner for the Virginia Department of
Agriculture and Consumer Services,
ate a cheeseburger at lunchtime one
day, and by dinnertime suffered a
mild heart attack.

“l knew something was really
wrong,” Green said.

It took five months for Green and
multiple doctors to realize the symp-
toms were an allergic reaction to red
meat and dairy from a molecule trans-
mitted by the Lone Star tick.

Alpha-gal syndrome wasn’t high on
Green’s “worry radar” as he worked
on his King William County family
farm in 2022.

“l was dressing for the summer
weather,” he said. “But not dressing
to avoid tick bites.”

Initial blood tests revealed elevat-
ed troponin, which suggests cardiac
stress. Multiple procedures did not
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find anything amiss.

“In a last-ditch effort, I asked my
primary care physicians to run odd-
ball tests,” he said. “Luckily we in-
cluded alpha-gal.”

The diagnosis was a game changer.

In addition to avoiding red meat and
dairy, he also has to be careful with
mammalian derivatives used in prod-
ucts like gel caps and lanolin lotions.

Subsequent tick bites can worsen
or awaken the condition, Green not-
ed, so he now wears layers and tucks
in permethrin-treated clothing while
working outside.

“It took months to figure out what
was going on with me, while others
go years without an answer,” he said.
“If any person has unexplained symp-
toms, this awareness may help find a
path forward.”

To prevent tick bites, the Virginia
Department of Health recommends:
B Walking in the center of trails and

avoiding brushing against weeds

and tall grass.

B Keeping grass and underbrush cut
down. Place a 3-foot-wide barrier of
wood chips or gravel between lawns
and wooded areas to restrict tick
migration into recreational areas.

B Wearing light-colored clothing so
ticks can be seen easily and tucking
pant legs into socks.

B Conducting tick checks on children
and pets every four hours when
staying outside.

B Applying insect repellents con-
taining active ingredients such as
DEET, picaridin, oil of eucalyptus,
Bio-UD, or IR3535 to exposed skin.

B Checking armpits, ears and hair,
belly button, backs of knees, and
groin.

If bitten by a tick, Virginia Coop-
erative Extension recommends using
tweezers to grasp the tick as close as
possible to the skin and pulling slow-
ly with even pressure. Wash the bite
wound with antiseptic.

It is not often that we witness a
substantial dip in local surface water
temperatures in late July, but this

year’s weather
has been more
exception than
rules. Just
when you think
that the best

of the area’s
shallow water
action is over

until the start
of the autumn

season, along
comes a pro-
longed stretch

of cloudy, rainy
conditions which have, at least tem-
porarily, given us a reprieve from the
dissolved-oxygen-draining-hot water
temperatures, resulting in a bonus pe-
riod of puppy drum and speckled trout
action.

In spite of the offshore trolling ac-
tion remaining slow, one of the larg-
est dolphin (mahi mahi) in years was
caught off Chincoteague.

Upper Shore

Captain Matt Abell, at the Sea
Hawk Sports Center, reports that
anglers targeting Spanish mackerel
have enjoyed success from the mouth
of Pungoteague Creek south to the
Chesapeake Bay Bridge-Tunnel.

Captain  Abell recommended
trolling small Clarke Spoons at four
to six knots on long mono leaders
behind #1 and #2-sized planers.
Silver, gold, pink, and chartreuse
spoons have all been effective, but
on some days the macks seem to zero
in on a preferred color.

He added that anglers should con-
centrate their efforts along channel
edges in 25- to 45-foot depths, un-

der feeding birds, or wherever the
speedy fish can be seen leaping out
of the water.

The recent run of overcast days
has actually lowered the water tem-
peraturesin the upper bay shallows,
creating a resurgence in daytime
catches. Puppy drum plus a few
speckled trout catches have been
achieved by anglers fishing chunks
of peeler or soft crab, as well as pad-
dletailed soft plastics suspended
just over the grass beds under pop-
ping corks. Most of the puppy drum
have been legal slot-sized fish.

Chincoteague

Flounder fishing inside the inlet
around the high tide mark contin-
ues to provide plenty of action, but
legal-sized flatfish are becoming in-
creasingly hard to come by. Recent
unstable weather conditions have
limited the angling activity over the
ocean wrecks, where a larger class of
flounder tends to congregate.

There are plenty of panfish, both
inside the inlet as well as in the surf,
which is perfect for occupying the
short attention spans of young an-
glers. Top and bottom rigs with small
hooks baited with small strips of
squid, shrimp, crab, or bloodworms
or their imitation-scented versions
will provide almost constant action
with small spot, croakers, kingfish
(whiting), and undersized black sea
bass.

A few red drum continue to
be caught in the Assateague Is-
land surf, as well as a variety of
sharks, skates, and rays. Captain
Steve’s Bait and Tackle registered
a 64-pound dolphin catch for Jack
Barker. The giant mahi mahi was
caught aboard the Bluefin with Cap-
tain Mark Quinn.

Wachapreague

Captain Lindsay Paul, aboard the Al-
most Persuaded, told me that the floun-
der fishing has maintained its consisten-
cy, with most fish hitting Berkley Gulps
adorned with a live minnow or silverside
during the flood tide.

Croaker action is improving, though
most of the fish remain on the small side.
Wreck fishing is still producing catches
of sea bass, but the offshore flounder

bite remains on the slow side. Deep drop-
ping for tilefish remains productive, but
the trolling bite remains very slow.

Lower Shore

Jeb Brady, at Bailey’s Bait & Tack-
le, told me that the sheepshead action
along the Chesapeake Bay Bridge-Tun-
nel has been “excellent.” Anglers fish-
ing during the brief period of slack
tide have hooked up with the striped

porgies using chunks of crab or sand
fleas for bait.

Jeb described the recent cobia ac-
tion as “decent,” with most of the
catches coming from sight fisher-
men casting live eels. He added that
the bottom bite was “okay,” but bait
fishermen are still dealing with the
unwanted shark and ray bycatch.

In other lower bay action, the
spadefish bite at the third and
fourth islands remains good. Span-
ish mackerel catches are being made
by trollers working around flocks of
feeding birds, and the flounder bite
remains consistent in the Ditch and
along the Fisherman Inlet Bridge.
Small croakers and spot are still the
most consistent catches off the low-
er bay piers.

Tadder, swimmer with local ties,
rescues struggling beachgoer

Samantha Tadder, a swimmer
with Eastern Shore ties, was ecstat-
ic when her Stanford roommate,
Torri Huske, won Olympic gold this
week in Paris by placing first in the
100-meter butterfly Sunday night.

But Tadder had a highlight of
her own Monday afternoon when
she swam 300 yards in the Atlan-
tic Ocean to save a swimmer in dis-
tress. WAVY-TV 10 featured the
21-year-old Virginia Beach resi-
dent, who is a lifeguard this sum-
mer at the oceanfront, on its news-
cast Tuesday evening.

Tadder, who is called just that
or “Sam” by most of her team-
mates, is the granddaughter of
the recently deceased Sam Taylor,
of Craddockville. Tadder’s middle
name is Georgia, taken from her
grandmother, Georgie Mae Taylor,
who died of cancer when Tadder
was only 5. Her mother, the former
Dottie Taylor, is a 1987 graduate
of Northampton High School.

The rescue was well beyond the
area covered by Virginia Beach life-
guards, but Tadder told the news
reporter that she had swum much
farther than that in her training
many times.

Lifesaving service chief Tom
Hill said, “She truly represents
the type of people we have on this
lifeguard service, and I am proud
of every one of them, but she cer-
tainly filled the bill yesterday and
did an amazing job.”

Tadder will soon represent the
USA in Australia for the World Life-
saving Championships. Tadder said,
“It’s something I’ve always dreamed
about, and I never thought until I
got this job that I could do both a job
and a sport at the same time.”

Tadder, who competed at the
U.S. Olympic Trials in both 2020
and 2024, was a nine-time state
champion, leading First Colonial
High School to two state titles. She
was also named USA Swimming
Scholastic All-American twice.
Recruited by most of the major
swimming powers in the country

and boasting a 3.94 GPA in high
school, Tadder chose Stanford and
is majoring in business.

Now a junior at Stanford, she is
an All-American in the 400 indi-
vidual medley and a member of two
Pac-12 championship teams, in ad-
dition to being a 2021-22 CSCAA
Scholar All-American.

Virginia State Parks installs
viewfinders for colorblind guests

Virginia State Parks is leading the way in inclusivity by be-
coming the first park system in the nation to install EnChro-
ma-adapted viewfinders for colorblind guests at each of its 43
locations.

The viewfinders, made by SeeCoast Manufacturing, are
equipped with special lenses from EnChroma designed to help
those with red-green Color Vision Deficiency (CVD) experience
an expanded range of visible color.

‘While people with normal color vision see over one million
shades of color, those with red-green CVD are estimated to
see about 10% of hues and shades. To them, colors contain-
ing red and green can appear dull, washed out and indistin-
guishable.

“This initiative underscores Virginia’s commitment to en-
hancing outdoor experiences for all visitors and sets a new
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standard for state parks nationwide,” said Matt Wells, director
of the Virginia Department of Conservation and Recreation,
which manages Virginia State Parks. “We’re proud to play a
role in opening up a world of vibrant color for colorblind indi-
viduals to experience nature like never before.”

To launch this color accessibility initiative on July 26, six
red-green colorblind people traveled to Pocahontas State Park
in Chesterfield to try the EnChroma viewfinder and share their
perspectives on the experience.

“Virginia gives visitors unrivaled access to beautiful for-
ests, breathtaking mountain views, stunning rivers, and the
renowned colorful leaves in fall,” said Erik Ritchie, CEO of
EnChroma. “Virginia is truly for lovers of the outdoors, but
it’s also for lovers of color, too. ...”

One in 12 men (8%) and one in 200 women (0.5%) are col-
orblind. In the U.S. alone, 13 million people are colorblind
and 350 million are colorblind worldwide. With over 8 million
people visiting Virginia State Parks annually, approximately
341,000 are colorblind.

99TH CHINCOTEAGUE PONY PENNING

Pony auction 1s a record breaker for fire company

Chincoteague Island’s 99th annual
pony auction was another record breaker,
with 88 ponies sold for an estimated total
of $547,300.

That total included the sale of sev-
en buybacks — ponies that stay on As-
sateague Island to help replenish the herd.

A buyback typically fetches several
times the dollar amount of the average
Chincoteague pony that may be taken
home by the winning bidder.

Although the winners of the buybacks
don’t get to keep the foals, they do get
naming rights.

According to auctioneer Tim Jennings
during the event on Thursday, July 25, this
year’s buybacks included: a chestnut pin-
to filly for $15,000, a black pinto filly for
$21,000, a palomino colt for $30,000, a pal-
omino filly for $38,000, a yearling of Surf-

er Dude for $41,000, a bay pinto filly for a
record-breaking bid of $45,000, and a foal
of Riptide, the son of Surfer Dude, which
further smashed the bid record at $50,000.

The late mother of the record-breaking
buyback foal was Wildfire, a descendant of
the famed Misty.

The winning $50,000 bid was placed by
the group Buyback Friends of the Wild Chin-
coteague Ponies, headed by Darcy Cole, who
is also a Chincoteague Pony photographer.

Last year’s record bid for a buyback foal
was $42,000.

The generosity of auction-goers extend-
ed beyond the record bids. About midway
through the auction, cash donations began
pouring in for a woman who had made mul-
tiple unsuccessful bids on several foals.

She then won a chestnut pinto filly for a
bid of $2,800.

“That’s Chincoteague, that’s this fam-
ily, that’s this people,” Jennings said of
the giving crowd.

The number of ponies sold and the to-
tal proceeds from the auction also topped
last year, when 71 ponies were sold for
$479,000.

The lowest winning bid this year was
$1,600 for a pinto colt, and the high-
est winning bid for a take-home foal was
$8,000 for a bay pinto colt.

“It is absolutely our pleasure to be
here,” Jennings said. “I promise you, I’ve
been an auctioneer for nearly half a cen-
tury, and there is not a horse auction like
this on the planet. Not one.”

He said the annual Chincoteague Pony
auction is “so special. The ponies are spe-
cial ... The volunteers are special. This
crowd is always special and always so kind.
... We’re just thrilled to be here.”

The pony auction benefits the Chin-
coteague Fire Company, which owns and
maintains the herd.

Eastville Inn could open as soon as October

The historic Eastville Inn is undergo-
ing major renovations in anticipation of
a restaurant opening there, possibly as
early as October.

“It’s a labor of love. ... It’s an old
building that has tremendous potential.
I’m proud to be a part of it,” owner John
Greenside told Northampton supervi-
sors on July 23.

Greenside, an attorney from Virginia
Beach, purchased the historic inn from
Northampton County approximately
one year ago, with plans for a restaurant
on the first floor and a bed-and-break-
fast on the second floor.

The Eastville Inn was built around
1724 and thrived on people visiting
Northampton’s county seat to do busi-
ness at the courthouse.

Guests at the inn began to dwindle
around the same time the Chesapeake
Bay Bridge-Tunnel was built in the
1960s, when traffic became more likely
to pass by the town than stop.

In recent years, multiple restaurants
have opened in the Eastville Inn, but
none stayed in business for very long.

After leasing the Eastville Inn sev-
eral times with little to show for it,
Northampton County sold the historic
inn to Greenside for $250,000 in 2023.

The Eastville Inn must reopen for
business within 18 months of the clos-
ing of its sale, or Greenside must sell
back the property to the county.

mint green painted walls, tables and
chairs in the familiar “Glass Room,”
new kitchen appliances such as a stove,
convection oven, and refrigerators, and
new plumbing and electric hand dryers
in the restroom.

The restaurant will feature a hostess
area and bar, and it will retain its 600-
to 700-square foot banquet room.

The wood floors will be refinished,
vinyl plank flooring will be installed in
the lounge area, and new stone will be
installed in the fireplace.

But serious repairs are still in order
before the inn opens for business.

“Structurally, the building looks like
it’s in good shape, but it’s (going to be)
falling apart if the foundation is not ad-
dressed,” Greenside said.

In the basement, the mortar between
the bricks had deteriorated, and in some
places, there was a four- to six-inch gap
between the brick and the floor, where
the building was no longer supported,
Greenside said.

He worked with a crew for three 18-
hour days to get the brick repointed,
that is, to replace the damaged mortar.

Greenside added that the basement
floor is “not good concrete” and must be
replaced, a complex process that will in-
volve digging down about six inches to

remove the old concrete and removing
and reinstalling the building’s founda-
tion piers.

He also is renovating the section on
the north side of the building that was
used as a post office in the 1960s and
1970s.

Parts of the north side of the build-
ing are in poor condition, including the
floor. The building was jacked up and
foundational supporting wood is being
replaced, Greenside said.

He said the former post office initial-
ly will be used for storage, but in the fu-
ture he would like to transform it into a
bakery, an ice cream shop, or both.

Betsy Mapp, chair of the Northamp-
ton Board of Supervisors, noted that
Gov. Glenn Youngkin recently an-
nounced the availability of $20 million
in state funding for the restoration of
historic buildings in preparation for
Virginia’s celebration of the 250th an-
niversary of the American Revolution.

She offered Greenside the county’s
assistance in applying for grant funds,
and Greenside said he would welcome
the help.

He said, “I’ve been working really
hard, and when I say ‘working,’ (I mean)
I’ve been doing a lot of the labor, so it’s
not going to stop until it’s done.”

A timeless, 18th-century fairy tale
comes to the stage, complete with a
talking candelabra, a sorceress, and
an enchanted rosebush, as the mu-
sical, “Beauty and the Beast Jr.,” is
performed by students enrolled in the
Shore Summer Theater Camp held at
the Cape Charles Christian School.

Five years ago, Cape Charles resi-
